CAPTAINS LOG 
 
LAST TIME OUT: On Sunday afternoon, the Captains scored 10 
runs between innings 7-9, including a 7-run 8th inning, to spearhead 
a commanding 13-2 win over the Great Lakes Loons. Lake County 
took 2 of 3 games in the season-opening road series. 
 
RAKE COUNTY’S HOME RUN PARTY: After not hitting a home 
run in the first 2 games of the series, the Captains hit 4 homers on 
Sunday afternoon. 2B Kevin Rivas (2-run, 2nd inning), 1B Ralphy 
Velazquez (2-run, 7th inning), MLB Pipeline’s No. 5 Cleveland 
prospect, LF Jonah Advincula (3-run, 8th inning) and SS Jose 
Devers (3-run, 8th inning) all went yard for Lake County. This 
marked Lake County’s first 4-homer game since 7/30/24 vs. 
Beloit, as the Captains had 2 such performances last year. 
 
HUMPHRIES’ HIGH-A DEBUT: LHP Jackson Humphries (ND), 
MLB Pipeline’s No. 18 Cleveland prospect, got the start in his High-
A debut. The left-hander threw allowed just 1 hit, 1 earned run, and 
3 walks, while throwing 6 strikeouts in 3 innings of work. 
 
IMPRESSIVE BULLPEN SHOWING: Lake County’s bullpen 
combined to allow just 2 hits and 1 run in 6 innings of work on 
Sunday afternoon. RHP Robert Wegielnik (1-0) earned the win in 
his High-A debut with 2 scoreless, hitless innings of relief, while 
RHP Josh Harlow (H) earned his 1st hold of the year with 2 innings 
of 1-hit, 1-run ball. RHPs Jay Driver and Steven Pérez each then 
worked a scoreless frame out of the Captains bullpen. 
 
BENJAMIN’S HOT START: INF Juan Benjamin had a strong 
season-opening series at Great Lakes. The 21-year-old ranks top-
8 in the Midwest League in both AVG (.500, T-1st), OBP (.625, T-
2nd), and OPS (1.292, 8th) entering play on Tuesday. 
 
GONZÁLEZ’S STRONG SHOWING: OF Esteban González also 
had a productive season-opening series at Great Lakes. The 22-
year-old ranks top-7 in the Midwest League in both OPS (.556, 
T-5th) and AVG (.429, 7th) entering play on Tuesday. 
 
DEFEND THE ‘SHIP: This season, the Captains are looking to win 
back-to-back Midwest League Championships. Lake County will 
look to record the 7th instance of a franchise winning 
consecutive MWL titles. 
 
 

TRENDS & NOTABLES 
 
THE 14-YEAR VOYAGE IS COMPLETE: The Captains won their 2nd 
championship in franchise history, and their 1st since 2010, the 
team’s 1st year in the Midwest League. This year marked Lake County’s 
4th Midwest League Championship Series appearance, and 2nd in the last 3 
seasons. The Captains also appeared in the 2003 South Atlantic League 
Championship Series in their 1st season as a franchise. 
 
REGULAR SHOW: Lake County went 77-53 during the 2024 regular 
season, owning the best winning percentage in the MWL for the 2nd time in 
the last 3 seasons. The Captains’ 77 wins were tied with the 2010 MWL 
Championship team for the 2nd-most in a season in franchise history. 
 
NO SCORE ZONE: Lake County led the Midwest League with a 3.55 
ERA, securing its 2nd league ERA title and 1st since leading the South 
Atlantic League in 2003. Former Captain and current Double-A Akron 
RHP Trenton Denholm won the MWL individual ERA crown with a 3.29 
ERA, while fellow former Captain and current Double-A Akron RHP Carter 
Spivey finished 2nd with a 3.32 mark. Denholm was the 1st Captain to 
lead the MWL in ERA since the team joined the league in 2010. 
 

TUGBOAT CRUISE: Last year, LHP Matt Wilkinson led MiLB with an 
average of 13.20 K/9 across Lake County and Single-A Lynchburg. He 
also ranked 2nd in MiLB with 174 strikeouts, a 1.90 ERA, a .169 opposing 
AVG, and a 0.91 WHIP. Wilkinson nearly became the 1st Minor League 
pitcher to win both the MiLB ERA and strikeout titles since eventual 
3-time MLB All-Star and 2-time World Series Champion Josh Beckett 
did so in 2001 across Class A-Advanced Brevard County and Double-
A Portland. 
 

WELCOME BACK, OMIR!: On Jan. 30, it was announced that Manager 
Omir Santos would be returning for his 3rd season as Lake County’s 
skipper. He is now the longest-tenured manager in Captains franchise 
history, and 1 of just 2 to win a championship for Lake County (Ted 
Kubiak, 2010). With a 144-117 (.548) record at the helm, Santos is 27 
victories away from becoming the winningest manager in Captains 
history. 
 

CHAMPS BACK FOR ANOTHER: 17 of the 28 players on Lake County’s 
2025 Opening Day roster return from the Captains’ 2024 Midwest League 
Championship team. This group includes 2 of MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 CLE 
prospects in 1B/LF Ralphy Velazquez (#5) and C Jacob Cozart (#16). 
 
M-V-P! M-V-P!: OF Jaison Chourio, MLB Pipeline’s No. 3 Cleveland and 
No. 57 MLB prospect, had a remarkable season last year with the Single-A 
Lynchburg Hillcats. The 19-year-old was named the 2024 Carolina 
League MVP and Top MLB Prospect, as well as Baseball America’s 
2024 Cleveland Guardians Minor League Player of the Year. 
 
NEW FACES FROM NEW PLACES: 3 players on Lake County’s 2025 
Opening Day roster were acquired in offseason trades. OF Alfonsin 
Rosario, MLB Pipeline’s No. 26 Cleveland prospect, was acquired from 
the Chicago Cubs in exchange for former Captains and Guardians RHP Eli 
Morgan on Nov. 20, 2024. Then, on Dec. 10, LHP Michael Kennedy and 
LHP Josh Hartle, MLB Pipeline’s No. 19 and 23 Cleveland prospects, 
respectively, were acquired from the Pittsburgh Pirates. The Guardians 
also received RHP Luis Ortiz as part of a trade package in exchange for 
INF Spencer Horwitz.

LAST TIME OUT: LHP Caden Favors (0-3) made his 4th and final appearance of the 2024 season 
with the Single-A Lynchburg Hillcats on Sept. 4 in a 4-1 road loss to the Fredericksburg Nationals 
(Single-A, WSH). The left-hander suffered the loss, allowing 3 hits, 3 unearned runs, and 1 walk in 3 
innings of relief, striking out 3. 
 
DRAFTED BY THE GUARDIANS: Favors was selected by the Guardians in the 6th round of the 2024 
MLB Draft, and was the 5th of 16 pitchers drafted by Cleveland last year. 
 
PRO DEBUT IN 2024: Nearly a month after being drafted by the Guardians, Favors was assigned to 
Single-A Lynchburg on Aug. 12, 2024, and spent the rest of the season with the Hillcats. The 
southpaw made 4 appearances (1 start) for Lynchburg, tallying a 3.09 ERA and 13 strikeouts to just 2 
walks in a combined 11.2 innings of work. Favors made 1 start for the Hillcats last year. On Aug. 
28 at home versus the Carolina Mudcats (Single-A, MIL), he pitched 2.2 innings, allowing 4 hits, 
3 earned runs, and 1 walk, while throwing 4 strikeouts in a career-high 53 pitches (career-high 
32 strikes). He ultimately recorded the loss in a 7-3 defeat. 
 
SUPERIOR SHOCKER: Favors had a remarkable senior season for Wichita State in 2024 as the 
team’s ace, earning 1st Team All-AAC and 2nd Team All-Region honors. In 17 appearances (16 starts), 
the left-hander went 9-4 with a 3.21 ERA, 107 strikeouts, 20 walks, and 2 complete games in 106.2 
innings of work, which ranked 7th in the nation. He also ranked 18th in the nation with a 5.35-to-1 
strikeout-to-walk ratio, led the AAC with an average of 1.69 walks per 9 innings, and ranked 2nd 
in the AAC with 107 strikeouts, while being the only AAC pitcher with multiple complete games in 
2024. Favors became the first Shockers pitcher with 100 strikeouts in a season since 2011, and 
logged the most innings pitched in a season by a Wichita State pitcher since 2010. 
 
JUCO BEGINNINGS: Prior to his 3 seasons at Wichita State, Favors began his college career at 
Seminole State College (JUCO) in Seminole, Oklahoma. He made 13 appearances (5 starts) for the 
Trojans, going 2-3 with an 8.62 ERA, 33 strikeouts, and 20 walks in 31.1 innings of work. Some 
notable MLB players to play for Seminole State are: 3-time All-Star closer, 2003 NL Cy Young 
Award winner, and 2007 World Series Champion Eric Gagné, 2012 NL Silver Slugger and Gold 
Glove Award winner Adam LaRoche, 2017 World Series Champion Evan Gattis, and José 
Tolentino, the father of 2022-23 Captain Milán Tolentino.  
  
HIGH SCHOOL SUCCESS: Favors had a strong high school career at Carl Albert HS (OK). The left-
hander helped lead the Titans finish as state runners-up as a junior in 2019, while serving as a varsity 
captain and earning Class 5A All-Star honors as a senior in 2020. Perfect Game rated Favors as the 
No. 4 LHP and No. 27 overall recruit in the state of Oklahoma for the Class of 2020.

7 former Lake County Captains made their MLB debut during the 2024 season. 
 

INF/OF Jhonkensy Noel: On Wednesday, June 26, INF/OF Jhonkensy Noel made his MLB debut for the Cleveland Guardians on the road against the Baltimore Orioles. He started at first base and 

batted 9th in the Guardians’ order, finishing 1-for-4 with 2 strikeouts. In his 1st MLB at-bat, Noel hit a 413-foot solo home run to center field, becoming the 4th player in Cleveland franchise history to 

homer in his 1st career MLB at-bat. He was the first to do so since 2004 Captain Kevin Kouzmanoff, who became the 1st player in MLB history to hit a grand slam on his 1st MLB pitch on 

September 2, 2006. Noel played 88 regular-season games for the Captains across the 2021 and 2022 seasons, hitting .238 with 78 hits, 12 doubles, 27 home runs, 67 RBI, a .521 SLG, and an .827 OPS. 

 

LHP Raymond Burgos: On Monday, June 24, LHP Raymond Burgos made his MLB debut for the San Francisco Giants at home against the Chicago Cubs. He pitched 1 inning of relief, allowing 3 hits, 1 

earned run, and 1 walk, while throwing 1 strikeout. Burgos made 48 regular-season appearances (11 starts) for the Captains across the 2019, 2021, and 2022 seasons, going 10-6 with a 2.83 ERA, 115 

strikeouts, a 1.29 WHIP, a .255 opposing batting average, and 8 holds, converting 1 of his 2 save opportunities. He also made 3 postseason relief appearances for Lake County in 2022, tallying a 4.26
