Aug. 14: RubberDucks 9, Fightin Phils 8: Angel Genao and Jonah 
Advincula each had three hits and Joe Lampe homered as Akron 
pulled out the win in game three after three lead changes. 
 

Today’s starting pitcher: Yorman Gómez makes his fifth Double-A 
appearance on Friday night. The right-hander is coming off a season-
long six innings and a career-high 10 strikeouts in his win over the 
Baysox last week (2H, 1ER, 1BB). Since making his Akron debut on 
July 23, Gómez leads the Eastern League in wins while ranking third 
in ERA, seventh in strikeouts (23), average against (.183) and WHIP 
(1.03). He has struck out at least five in three of his four appearances. 
 
Juice Box boys in building: Ralphy Velazquez and Christian 
Knapczyk join Akron from Lake County on Tuesday. The two 
infielders were two lockers apart in Lake County this season. With the 
locker in between them empty, the two stored their bats in the open 
spot calling it the juice box. Velazquez joins Akron after batting .245 
with 20 doubles, 17 home runs (most in Midwest League and second 
most in Guardians organization) and 63 RBI. Knapczyk hit .259 with 
18 doubles, seven home runs and 44 RBI for the Captains. Both were 
selected by the Guardians in the 2023 MLB Draft (Velazquez in the 
first round, Knapczyk in the fifth round). Both tripled for their first 
Double-A hits in their Akron debuts on Tuesday night. 
 
I know places: Angel Genao has been excellent on the road since 
coming to the Eastern League. Genao has played 27 road games 
since joining Akron on June 6 and is batting .294/.342/.440 with nine 
doubles, two triples, his only Double-A home run and 20 RBI. This 
week in Reading, he is batting .429. 
 
Run: Jonah Advincula has been flying around the bases in 2025. 
The RubberDucks outfielder has 13 stolen bases since joining Akron 
on June 23, which is sixth best in the Eastern League during that time. 
Overall this season, Advincula has swiped 39 bases between Akron 
and Lake County, which is third best in the Guardians organization. 
He has three stolen bases this week in Reading. 
 
New Heights: The RubberDucks outfield is taking their defense to 
new heights this season. Akron is fourth in the Eastern League in 
outfield assists with 24. Only Portland (32), Hartford (30) and 
Binghamton (27) have more. The RubberDucks have two outfielders 
ranked in the top five of outfield assists entering Thursday. Hartford’s 
Cole Carrigg (17) leads the EL followed by Joe Lampe (10), 
Portland’s Allan Castro and Binghamton’s D”Andre Smith (8), and 
Guy Lipscomb and Harrisburg’s Philip Glasser (7). Outfielder Jake 
Fox has a 65-game errorless streak, which is fourth longest in the EL. 
 

RubberDucks travel to the Fightin Phils: Akron and Reading will 
face off for the only meeting between the two teams this season. In 
2024 Akron went 8-4 against Reading including going 4-2 at 
FirstEnergy Stadium. Akron leads the all-time series between the two 
franchises 300-224. Top prospects in this series include: 
Guardians (MLB.com): #3 IF Angel Genao, #10 IF Ralphy 
Velazquez, #11 OF Alfonsin Rosario, #18 C Jacob Cozart 
Phillies (MLB.com): #2 IF Aidan Miller, #11 RHP Jean Cabrera, #13 
IF Carson DeMartini, #22 C Caleb Ricketts, #24 RHP Eiberson 
Castellano, #28 OF Dylan Campbell 
 

Power bats: Alfonsin Rosario launched a pair of two-run home runs 
during his first Double-A series against Chesapeake last week. 
Combined between Akron and Lake County, Rosario is tied for the 
lead in the Guardians organization in home runs with 18 (Milan 
Tolentino has 18 with Columbus). With the addition Ralphy 
Velazquez (17 homers) and Wuilfredo Antunez (15 homers) just 
activated off the IL, Akron has three of the top four home run hitters in 
the Guardians organization on the active roster. Including Jorge 
Burgos (14 homers), who was just placed on the IL, four of the top 
five home run hitters in the Guardians organization are in Double-A. 
 
Getting Cozy in Akron: Jacob Cozart becomes the second member 
of the Guardians 2024 draft class to reach Akron. The Guardians 
second round pick was batting .229 with 12 doubles, seven home 
runs and 38 RBI in 72 games for Lake County. He was on a power 
surge before his promotion hitting six home runs since July 1 (second 
most in the Midwest League in that span). Cozart hit a go-ahead 
grand slam on July 22, which was his only home homer in High-A and 
came on the same night he caught a rehabbing Shane Bieber. He 
picked up his first Double-A hit and RBI in first game with Akron. 
 

Good eye: The RubberDucks have walked 475 times this season, 
which is most in the Eastern League and third most in Double-A. 
Cooper Ingle (65) led the RubberDucks and the Eastern League lead 
in walks at the time of promotion to Columbus. The RubberDucks 
have worked eight or more walks in a game 11 times this year 
including 10 walks against the Baysox on May 17 and Richmond on 
July 11. 15 Akron batters have worked double digit walks so far this 
season, and six (Ingle, Dayan Frias, Jorge Burgos, Jake Fox, Joe 
Lampe and Alex Mooney) have drawn 30+ walks. 
 
Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring 
opponents 70-34 in the first inning and 131-85 over the first two 
innings this season. Akron is 52-14 when scoring first (second most 
wins in the Eastern League when scoring first). The RubberDucks 
batters have 183 hits the first time through the order this year.

In addition to being symbolic of the fun, family-friendly brand of entertainment offered by minor league 
baseball, the name also honors Akron’s long history as the “Rubber Capital of the World.” Brandiose Marketing of San Diego, California designed the team logo, 
colors, and various marks and insignias. Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.”  In broadcast coverage, referring to 
the team as “the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
