GAME RECAP:
The Reading Fightin Phils dropped to the Altoona Curve 9-4 on Tuesday to start the series. 
The two teams went back and forth in the first few frames, but the Curve posted a five-run 
seventh to take the victory. Both teams had nine hits.

CORREDOR CRUISIN:
In the last ten games, Aldrem Corredor has led the team’s offense batting .333 with 11 hits, 
three for extra bases. He has knocked in 10 runs and scored himself seven times. He’s taken 
eight was to up his OPS to .937.On the season, Corredor leads the team with 68 RBIs, de-
spite missing the first three weeks of the season. 

SCHULTZ SUCCESSFUL:  
Andrew Schultz pitched around two walks yesterday to post another clean inning of work. The 
righty reliever has been impressive since his call up on August 5. He has thrown 13.2 frames 
allowing just four earned runs and striking out 13. Schultz holds a 2.63 ERA with the Fightins 
and has held batters to just a .231 average.

TEAM AT BATS:  
Last night, Reading recorded two sacrifice fly balls - one each from Carlos De La Cruz and 
Kevin Vicuna. This totals 35 on the season, putting them in the top half of the Eastern League 
in that category. Aldrem Corredor and Wendell Rijo have four apiece. The R-Phils also do well 
notching sac bunts with an Eastern League leading 27 for the summer. Jonathan Guzman 
leads the way with eight laid down successfully.
 
HIGH STRIKEOUTS:  
In 2019, the Reading Fightin Phils rewrote the record books with 1,271 total strikeouts record-
ed to set the league record. 642 were by starters and 629 were by relievers. It has since been 
rebroken twice by Akron, including this season with over 1,300. This summer the Fightins 
have 1,265 total punchouts just 6 away from tying the all-time record. Starters have compiled 
535 K’s while relievers have recorded 732 strikeouts.
