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RIDERS BRING OUT THE BATS IN SERIES OPENER:

The Frisco RoughRiders opened their series with a 10-3 win over the Northwest Arkansas Naturals early on Tuesday at Riders Field.
Inan 11:05 a.m. start on an Education Day presented by Collin College, Frisco (15-13) tallied the game’s first run when Corey Joyce
hammered a home run down the left field line for a 1-0 lead in the second inning off of Northwest Arkansas (15-13) starter, Frank
Mozzicato (0-1). The Riders added three more runs in the fourth inning, highlighted by a 467-foot dinger from lan Moller into
left-center field that drove in two. In the fifth, Frisco scored six more times, as Dylan Dreiling slammed a three-run blast and Keyber

Rodriguez followed with a solo shot on the very next pitch. The Riders sent 11 men to the plate and led 10-0 at the conclusion of the

inning. Riders starter Josh Trentadue (1-1) was done after five magnificent innings, leaving with the lead, having surrendered just
one hit. The lefty struck out six Naturals hitters. Northwest Arkansas mustered three runs across the seventh and eighth innings on a
pair of home runs from Brett Squires and Carson Roccaforte.

COREY'’S IN THE HOUSE:

Riders infielder Corey Joyce continues to impress on the offensive side this year for the Riders. After being signed as a MiLB free
agent on April 8th, he joined the Riders on April 14th. In 15 total games, he is hitting .358 (19-for-53)/.443/.774/1.217 with 4 doubles,
6 home runs and 14 RBIs. Joyce is averaging 1 home run every 10.5 plate appearances. During his 62 home run season in 2022, Aaron
Judge averaged 1 homer every 11.2 plate appearances. On his current pace, he is slated to hit 30 home runs in 74 games. With Dou-
ble-A Knoxville in the Cubs organization last year, he hit just two home runs in 92 games with a .272/.393/.347/.740 slashline.

AN AMAZING MONTH IN THE BOOKS:

With the first month of the season done, the Riders can look back at an extremely successful April on offense. Frisco’s 33 home runs
in the month were the most since May of 2022 (44 home runs in 26 games, the most in recorded franchise history since 2005), while
they slashed .276/.362/.458/.820 and averaged 6.5 runs per game (recorded franchise record, min. 24 games in a month) with an
RoughRiders April record 156 runs. Their .820 OPS was the third-best full month in recorded franchise history, trailing just June of
2007 (.892) and April of 2008 (.846). Keyber Rodriguez’s 29 hits came within 1 of the April RoughRiders record of 30 (done 6 times,
most recently by Luisangel Acuiia in 2023). Frainyer Chavez scored 24 runs in the month, setting a new recorded franchise record
in April (breaking the previous record of 21 by Alejandro Osuna in 2025). Orlando Martinez’s 10 doubles are a Riders April recorded
franchise record and tied for the fifth-most in a month ever.

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:

The RoughRiders have been swinging the bat well in their last 10 games, going 7-3. During the stretch, it's been the Frisco offense
that’s helped them to victory, scoring 77 runs to lead the league (7.7 R/G), slashing .270/.379/.483/.862 with 18 home runs. Frisco’s 34
runs in the first inning this year are the second in the minors and the best among non-Triple-A teams, hitting a MiLB best .336 (38-for-

113) in the first with 7 home runs. They have scored in the first inning in 13 games and have scored multiple runs in the first inning in
10 games this season.

WATCH OUT FOR THE LONG BALL:
Frisco’s 43 homers are the most in recorded franchise history (since 2005) through 28 games and 4th in Double-A this year. Corey
Joyce leads the team with 6 homers in his 15 games. The next-fewest number of games in the Texas League for players with at least 6

homers in 22 by Ricardo Olivar of Wichita, who has 9 homers. The Riders have hit a home run in 7 games in a row, totalling 17 in those
games.

LEE SANG IT AND BANG IT:

Marcus Lee Sang has helped to carry the Frisco offense in the last three weeks. In his last 17 games, he has slashed .367 (22-for-
60)/.465/.683/1.148 with 4 doubles, 5 home runs and 17 RBIs. In a two-home run game in Amarillo on April 16th, he hit a lazer that
was 113 mph off the bat and a moonshot over the batters’ eye, which went an estimated 466 feet. The former Phillies farmhand is

now hitting .311/.392/.522/.914 in 25 games to start the season while ranking 6th in the league in batting average (.311) and 4th in
runs scored (22).

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:

Through 28 games the RoughRiders are 1st in the Texas League with 261 hits. They are first in the league in batting average (.274)
and 1st in runs (184, 6.6 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco has
scored 8 or more runs in 39 percent of their games (11-0f-28). The Riders are 2nd in the Texas League in homers (43) while they are
1stin SLG (.465) and 1st in OPS (.831). For perspective, the Yankees led MLB last year with a .787 team OPS.

CHap ComER

Comer returns to Double-A Frisco in 2026 after managing at the High-A level over the last three seasons. The native of Mansfield, Texas will
enter his 10th season with the Rangers and his second in Frisco.

Years with Rangers: 10

In 2022, Comer helped pilot the Riders to their second Texas League Championship in franchise history, serving as a development coach. Over
the last three seasons, Comer managed High-A Hickory (2023-2024) and High-A Hub City (2025), going 197-191 (.508).

Prior to Frisco, Comer was the hitting coach for the High-A Hickory Crawdads in 2021, after serving as a coach at various levels of the Rangers
system from 2016-2019.

The former University of Texas at Arlington catcher played two seasons in the Atlanta Braves organization, reaching High-A Lynchburg in
2012. He was drafted by Atlanta in the 29th round of the 2011 draft after four seasons at UTA.

PITCHING COACH
THOMAS ST. CLAIR Years with Rangers: 5

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Years with RoughRiders: 1

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North
Carolina Wesleyan College.

The right-hander pitched three professional seasons in the St. Louis Cardinals system from 2017-19 after he was picked in the 24th round of
the 2017 June draft, making 88 outings for the organization’s Rookie and Single-A affiliates.

The Winston-Salem, North Carolina native played four years (2014-17) at Division Il Lenior-Rhyne University in Hickory, N.C.

JasoN HART

Hart returns as the hitting coach in Frisco for the first time since he served as the RoughRiders hitting coach from 2012-2019. Before that,
most recently, he was the Major League hitting assistant for the Miami Marlins under current Rangers manager Skip Schumaker.

In 2015, Hart was named the Mike Coolbaugh Texas League Coach of the Year for his work with the Riders hitters. Prior to joining Frisco, Hart

spent two seasons as the hitting coach with Low-A Hickory. His tenure with the Rangers began after he assisted the Single-A Clinton staff

with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona
" Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homersin 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference
All-Star in 1998.
