Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies, led by Rowdey Jordan's four-RBI 
game, defeated the Portland Sea Dogs 6-1 on Saturday night. Jordan went 2-for-4 
with four runs batted in (two-run homer, two-run single). Dom Hamel tossed six 
scoreless innings with five strikeouts and earned his seventh win. 

Jordan's Brand: Rowdey Jordan has made a massive impact in this series. Jordan 
drove in four runs in a game for the first time in his professional career last night. It 
was the 10th time in his career that he drove in at least three runs in a game. Jordan 
only drove in four runs in a game twice in four seasons at Mississippi State (as a 
freshman on March 7, 2018 v. New Mexico State & and as a sophomore on March 24, 
2019 v. Auburn). In five games this week against Portland, Jordan is 6-for-20 (.300) 
with nine runs batted in and four runs scored. He has two triples, a homer, a double, 
three walks, and a stolen base. 

Just Drew It: Outfielder Drew Gilbert is riding a seven-game hitting streak and 
has recorded four multi-hit games in that span. He has six multi-hit games over his 
first 14 games with Binghamton. On Friday, Gilbert hammered his second home 
run with the Ponies, eighth in Double-A and 14th overall this year. In 14 games with 
Binghamton, Gilbert is hitting .358 (19 hits), with a .954 OPS, 11 RBIs, eight runs, two 
doubles, a triple, and two homers. 

Action Jackson: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson has reached base safely in 14 of his 
first 15 games with Binghamton. He has 12 RBIs in his first 15 games with the Ponies. 
Jackson reached base three times last night with two walks and a single. He hit a 
single Friday, single Thursday, two-run single on Wednesday and he singled and 
walked on Tuesday. He homered twice at Somerset with a two-run and three-run 
shot. The former second-round pick in 2018 hit 15 home runs with Double-A Rocket 
City this year and now has 17 total homers.

Lock Down, McLoughlin: Right-hander Trey McLoughlin has been dominant 
in this series against Portland. In two appearances out of the bullpen, he has 
combined to throw three scoreless innings with no walks, six strikeouts, and just 
two hits allowed. McLoughlin tossed two scoreless frames with four Ks last night. In 
six appearances against Portland this season: 0-0, 1.08 ERA, 8.1 IP, 1 ER, 1 BB, 11 K.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history.
