Express RHP Nolan Hoffman is scheduled to make
his third appearance and second start of the year.
The right-hander went 2.2 scoreless innings last
Wednesday with only two hits and four strikeouts
as the opener against Toledo. Prior to his start
last week, Hoffman had not opened a game since
August 25, 2021 while pitching for Low-A Everett.
Hoffman was a fifth-round selection by the Mariners
in the 2018 MLB Draft out of Texas A&M University.

THROWING STRIKES
Round Rock pitchers have issued the second
fewest walks among PCL teams through the first
nine games (31) while their 2.84 strikeout-to-walk
figure is the best in the league.

BEST OF THE BEST

The Express took the series finale over Toledo by a
final of 10-7. In the first, 2B Justin Foscue delivered
an RBI single. 3B Cody Freeman then grounded into
a fielder’s choice and 1B Blaine Crim scored from
second on a Mud Hens throwing error to make it
2-0 Express. C Eliezer Alfonzo singled to score one
for Toledo in the second. 2B Riley Unroe tied the
game with a sacrifice fly. CF Evan Carter singled
to score one in the home half. Crim grounded
into a 5-4-3 double play as Strahm crossed home,
extending the Round Rock lead to 4-2. Toledo
struck for one in the third before Unroe hit his
first home run of the year with a solo shot to right,
tying it up at four in the fourth. Foscue recorded
his second RBI of the day with a groundout to the
pitcher before SS Alan Trejo broke it open with a
bases-clearing double, boosting the E-Train lead to
8-4. Crim sent them home two more later in the
game to make it 10-5.The Mud Hens added two in
the eighth as Madris scored on a flyout and Alfonzo
came around on a Jones base hit. The Express held
a 10-7 lead through the ninth to secure the win.

1B Blaine Crim was named PCL Player of the Week
for March 31-April 6. Crim slashed .520 (13-for-
25)/.600/.880/1.480 with four doubles, a triple, a
home run, nine RBI, seven runs scored, five walks
and only two strikeouts. He leads the PCL in batting
average (.459), on-base percentage (.524) and hits
(17). On balls that have gone for a hit, he owns an
average exit velocity of 99.3 miles per hour which
is the highest in the PCL among players with at
least nine hits. He has a 14-game hitting streak
dating back to last season.

GIVE THEM A LEFTY

E-train hitters own a slash line of .315/.388/.523
against left-handed pitching this year and they are
first in batting average among PCL teams. In 2024
Express hitters slugged .414 against lefty’s which
was eighth in the PCL.
