LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats could not work their way out of a first-inning hole, falling to the 
Hartford Yard Goats 8-3 on Wednesday night. New Hampshire gave up four runs in the first inning with three of them 
coming off one swing of the bat by Bedford native Grant Lavigne off right-hander Luis Quinones. Will Robertson got the 
Fisher Cats on the board with an opposite field solo home run in the third inning, his 10th homer of the season. Hartford 
added two runs in the bottom of the third off Quinones to extend its lead 6-1. In the fifth, Andres Sosa drove in a run with 
a single and Alan Roden took a pitch on the elbow with the bases loaded to trim the lead to 6-3 but a two-run single by 
Jordan Beck in the bottom of the fifth put the game away. Rainer Nunez and Roden both collected three hits each and 
had six of the 11 hits for the Fisher Cats on the night. 
 
HIRALDO IS HOT: 2B Miguel Hiraldo is the hottest hitter right now in the Fisher Cats lineup this month. The second 
baseman is hitting a team-leading .333 with four homers and 15 RBI in the month of August. On Tuesday against 
Hartford, Hiraldo collected three hits for the second time this month and the third time this season.  
 
STEWARD THE SWIPER: OF Steward Berroa is second in the Eastern League in stolen bases after stealing his 41st on 
the season on Saturday, one shy of Portland’s Corey Rosier. The last Fisher Cat to lead the league in stolen bags was 
former Fisher Cat Anthony Gose, who stole a team-record 70 bases in 2011. 
 
HITTING VS HARTFORD: OF Will Robertson is hitting a team-best .356 with three homers, seven doubles and nine RBI 
against the Yard Goats this season. 2B Miguel Hiraldo is hitting .327 with a homer and three RBI and IF Damiano 
Palmegiani has a team-high four homers and team-high 13 RBI. 
 
TIEDEMANN ON A THURSDAY: LHP Ricky Tiedemann will start game one of the doubleheader. The Blue Jays No. 1 
prospect is coming off the shortest start of his career after recording only two outs last Friday against Reading. This will 
be Tiedemann’s second start back after being on the injured list from May 5 to August 11. The southpaw last faced 
Hartford on April 25 at home, going 2.1 innings and allowing four runs with five strikeouts and four walks. Tiedemann 
turns 21 tomorrow. 
 
HAPPY BIRTHDAY DOMINGUEZ!: RHP Michael Dominguez celebrates his 23rd birthday today and gets the start for 
the Fisher Cats in game two of the doubleheader. Dominguez has made two Double-A starts so far and has a 5.68 ERA 
in 6.1 innings pitched. The Tampa, Fla. native was promoted to Double-A on August 1 after striking out 79 batters in 66.2 
innings over a 3.65 ERA in High-A Vancouver. 
 
NEW TOP 30 RANKINGS: MLB.com re-ranked the top 30 prospects lists for every team in baseball since the MLB Draft 
and the trade deadline. Six current Fisher Cats are in the Blue Jays top 30 prospects. LHP Ricky Tiedemann remains as 
the top Blue Jays prospect and OF Alan Roden remains at No. 7. IF Leo Jimenez has climbed from No. 19 to No. 6. 
RHP Chad Dallas re-enters the top 30 and slots in at No. 14. IF Damiano Palmegiani jumps up ten spots to No. 19. LHP 
Mason Fluharty debuts at No. 28. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (August 17, 2017)—The Fisher Cats won the rubber game of a three-game series 
with the Yard Goats with an 11-5 win at Delta Dental Stadium.  Thomas Pannone improved to 7-2 with 5.2 IP, allowing just 
one run. A well-balanced offense produced 11 hits – Lourdes Gurriel Jr. drove in three runs and Emilio Guerrero and Harold 
Ramirez knocked in a pair each. 
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: The Blue Jays have today off after splitting a 
two-game set with the Phillies.   Philadelphia won 9-4 yesterday, taking the lead for good with three runs in the top of the fifth after 
the Blue Jays had taken a 4-2 lead on a two-run single by Cavan Biggio.
