LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats collected seven extra base hits and blasted three homers in a 5-1 victory 
over the Somerset Patriots on Wednesday night. After going down 1-0 early in the first, New Hampshire scored four runs in the 
third through fifth innings to take a 4-1 lead. In the third, Michael Turconi doubled in Phil Clarke before Alan Roden drove home 
Turconi with a single to right to give the Fisher Cats the lead. In the fourth, Rainer Nunez hammered his ninth homer off the 
batter’s eye to extend the lead to two before Devonte Brown hit his second Double-A homer in the fifth to widen the lead to 
three. Brown homered again in the seventh to record his first multi-homer game at Double-A. Chad Dallas threw 4.2 innings, 
allowed one run on seven hits, four walks and struck out seven in a no-decision. Jimmy Robbins threw 2.2 scoreless innings of 
relief with one walk and four strikeouts to pick up the win. 
 
SLUGGIN’ IN SEPTEMBER: In 11 games this month, New Hampshire has scored the third most runs in the league (62) and is 
tied with Erie for the second-most homers (16). Will Robertson has five homers this month and Devonte Brown, Rainer Nunez, 
and Riley Tirotta all have three each. Last month, New Hampshire hit the third-most homers (38) and scored the third-most runs 
(136). 
 
WHAT CAN BROWN DO FOR YOU?: OF Devonte Brown hit a pair of solo homers last night to record his first multi-homer 
game at Double-A. It’s Brown’s second multi-homer game this season as he had one while at High-A Vancouver on August 13.  
The 24-year-old undrafted free agent back in 2022 has hit 17 homers this season between High-A Vancouver and Double-A New 
Hampshire. 
 
GET SCHWECKED: UTL Trevor Schwecke is tied with Richmond’s Brady Whalen for the league-lead in hits this month with 15 
after doubling last night. The 25-year-old is batting .306 in the second half and is hitting .385 (15-for-39) in the month of 
September. 
 
RODEN ON A ROLL: OF Alan Roden is batting .389 (14-for-36) to start the month of September after hitting .326 in the month 
of August. The Blue Jays No. 7 prospect is on a 10 game on-base streak and has collected hits in 19 of his last 22 games. Roden 
is hitting .327 since joining the team on July 19. 
 
GETTING TIROTTA IN HERE: IF Riley Tirotta is batting .368 (14-for-38) in the month of September with six extra base hits, 
three home runs and 11 RBI. The 25-year-old is tied with Alan Roden for third in the league in hits this month and tied for third in 
RBI this month.  
 
LUIS ESTÁ LISTO: RHP Luis Quinones makes his 36th career start as a Fisher Cat and his 12th and final start of this season. 
The 26-year-old is coming off a season-high nine strikeouts over five innings last Friday at Bowie in a no-decision. For the first 
time at Double-A in his career, Quinones has struck out 100 batters. Between spending time in New Hampshire and at Triple-A 
Buffalo, he has struck out 106 batters this season, nine shy from matching his career-high of 115 set back in 2021. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (September 14, 2018) - The Fisher Cats finished off the third championship in team 
history by completing a sweep of Akron 8-5 before 6,541 at Delta Dental Stadium.  New Hampshire scored in five straight innings 
starting in the second when Patrick Cantwell doubled home Cavan Biggio. Biggio homered in the fifth inning to make it 7-3.  Jon 
Berti and Harold Ramirez each had two runs batted in. 
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (80-66) lost 10-0 at home to the Texas 
Rangers last night.  Santiago Espinal had two of the five Blue Jay hits. With the loss, and wins by the other wildcard contenders, 
the Blue Jays fall a game behind Seattle for the final wildcard spot. The Rangers look for a four-game sweep at Rogers Centre 
tonight…Buffalo (71-67) scored eight times in the seventh inning to beat Scranton/Wilkes-Barre 9-1.  Luis De Los Santos hit a grand 
slam in the big inning.  Orelvis Martinez went 2-for-4 with a double and three RBIs for the Bisons.  It took six pitchers to get the job 
done and Yosver Zulueta earned the win with 1.2 IP with four strikeouts in relief…Vancouver and Everett are all even at 1-1 in the 
Northwest League Championship after a 10-0 win by the AquaSox last night. Cade Doughty had three hits, including a double for 
the Canadians. Today is an off day, and the third game of the best-of-five series will be tomorrow in Vancouver. 
 
COMING UP: The Fisher Cats continue the final home stand of the regular season until Sunday against the defending Eastern 
League champions and this season’s Northeast Division first-half champions, the Somerset Patriots. Promotions for the week 
include Copa de la Diversion night Friday, Rock N’ Roll Night Saturday with a mystery bobblehead giveaway, presented by Delta 
Dental, and Fan Appreciation Day Sunday with Kids Run the Bases Postgame, sponsored by the N-H Liquor Commission Division 
of Enforcement.
