A-A-RON: RHP Aaron Civale is set to began a rehab stint with the Sounds
beginning on Thursday night. The right-hander made one start with the Brewers
on March 30 before being placed on teh 15-day IL with a left hamstring strain.
Civale made a career-high 31 starts in 2024 between Tampa Bay and Milwaukee
after being traded to the Brewers on July 3rd in exchange for INF Gregory
Barrios. He had eight quality starts and set his career-high for innings (161.0) and
strikeouts (149).

RAINING HITS: The Sounds tallied 13 hits in the loss to Norfolk on Wednesday
night. Jared Oliva led the way with his second three-hit game of the season.

Five of the nine Nashville starters had multi-hit games. It was the sixth time the
Sounds have had 13+ hits in a game this year and just the second loss. The other
13-hit loss came on April 10th at home vs. Memphis in an 8-3 game. It was the 10th
10+ hit game of the season for Nashville who are 8-2 when getting to double digit
hitsh and 4-3 when allowing 10+ hits after Norfolk also had 13 hits on Wednesday
night.

STILL STREAKING: Freddy Zamora extended his team-best active hitting streak
to seven games after going 1-for-3. His on-base streak is up to 12 games dating
back to April 11th. His seven-game hit streak is tied for the seventh-best going
currently in the International League and is a game away from tying Ernesto
Martinez Jr. for the longest hitting streak by a Nashville player this season.
Anthony Seigler trails Zamora in the on-base category by a game after reaching
base successfully for the 11th straight game. It’s a season-high for Seigler who has
two different 10+ game on-base streaks this season. Garrett Stallings made it

six straight games since allowing an earned run dating back to March 30th after
working 1.1 scoreless innings out of the Nashville bullpen on Wednesday night. He
has surrendered only two hits over his last 7.1 IP. Despite seeing four runs come
across for Norfolk in the extra frame against Jesus Liranzo, none of them were
earned, making it four straight apppearances for Liranzo since allowing an earned
run. In his 12 total appearances, the right-hander has posted 10 games without an
earned run and lowered his season ERA to 1.72 after Wednesday’s outing.

EXTRA INNING BLUES: Nashville’s loss on Wednesday night drops the team to
1-5 in extra innings on the season. Their lone extra innings win came on April 16th
in Charlotte when they beat the Knights 11-7 in 10 innings. The 3-hour, 27-minute
game was the second-longest the Sounds have played this year, trailing only the
April 16th game (3:35).

WOOD CHUCKED: Brandon Woodruff (1-0, 2.63 ERA) made his third start with
Nashville during his rehab assignment and did not earn a decision after 5.0 IP
with two earned on seven hits and six strikeouts. The Brewers' franchise leader
in career ERA (min. 500.0 IP) threw a season-high 83 pitches in his five frames
and landed 60 of them for strikes (72%). After working two scoreless rehab
appearances coming into his fifth start of his rehab assignment, Woodruff has
not allowed more than three runs in any of his rehab starts and has a 2.72 ERA in
his five rehab starts and is 2-1. In his 23.1 IP, he has 22 strikeouts and seven walks.
The Sounds and High-A Wisconsin are now 4-1 in Woodruff's rehab starts.

CLEATS WERE MADE FOR WALKIN': The nine walks by Nashville hitters on
Tuesday night matched a season-high for the Sounds at the plate. The team also
drew nine walks in the second game of the season on March 29 vs. Jacksonville.
The nine free passes were a season-high for Norfolk pitching, who entered the
game with a team-high of seven walks, something they had done five times this
season. Norfolk filpped the script on Wednesday night, drawing nine free passes
from Sounds pitchers to match their season-high for walks drawn for a second
time this year. It was the second time Nashville has issued nine walks in a game
this year after also doing so in their 11-3 loss to Jacksonville on March 30th.

JESUS SAVES: RHP Jesus Liranzo collected his first save of the season after
inheriting the bases-loaded in the top of the ninth with Nashville ahead 5-2. It was
his first save since September 13, 2024, when he was with Double-A Somerset in
the Yankees organization. The right-handed journeyman now has 20 career saves
and is 2-for-35 in save opportunities for his career. He has worked nine of his 11
games this season without allowing an earned run including each of last three and
nine of his last 10.
