Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (0-0) vs. Worcester Red Sox (0-0)

JACKSONVILLE BEGINS SEASON AGAINST WOOSOX
The Jumbo Shrimp open the 2022 season from 121 Financial 
Ballpark at 7:05 p.m. on Tuesday against the Worcester 
Red Sox, Triple-A affiliate of the Boston Red Sox. The set 
will mark the first-ever meeting between Jacksonville and 
Worcester, and the first time the Jumbo Shrimp will play out 
of the Southeast Division since rejoining the International 
League in 2021. The six-game series marks the first of four 
forays for the Jumbo Shrimp out of the division; Jacksonville 
will play at the Scranton/Wilkes-Barre RailRiders from 
May 24-29 and Syracuse Mets from July 12-17. The Jumbo 
Shrimp host the Iowa Cubs from September 6-11.

DON’T CRY... SMILE BECAUSE IT HAPPENED
Jacksonville finished the 2021 season, which marked the 
club’s return to Triple-A for the first time since 1962-68, 
with a 75-55 (.577) record - the club’s best mark since an 
81-59 (.579) tally in 2014. The 2021 campaign represented 
Jacksonville’s first winning record since that 2014 season, 
and the Jumbo Shrimp won with plenty of dramatics; 
Twenty-one of Jacksonville’s 75 victories came in the club’s 
last at-bat. Those close victories have helped the Jumbo 
Shrimp go a whopping 49-28 (.636) in games decided by 
three runs or fewer, the second-best record in the league in 
contests determined by those slim margins.

IT TAKES A VILLAGE
The Jumbo Shrimp finished 2021 with a strong 75-55 
(.577) record, something the club accomplished despite a 
whopping 287 roster moves. Jacksonville used a remarkable 
77 different players in 2021, shattering the previous club 
record of 65 set in 2018. Of those 77 players, 38 were 
pitchers, which tied a club record. The Jumbo Shrimp had 
21 different pitchers start a game in 2021, again marking a 
franchise record.

MEET THE SHRIMP
Jacksonville’s Opening Day roster features three of the 
Miami Marlins’ top 10 prospects according to MLB Pipeline 
in Max Meyer (No. 3), JJ Bleday (No. 6) and Peyton Burdick 
(No. 10). In addition to some strong young talent, the Jumbo 
Shrimp also have 14 players on its Opening Day roster with 
major league experience. Jacksonville and the Marlins boast 
a long-standing affiliation that dates back to 2009.

WHAT CAN DAREN BROWN DO FOR YOU?
A native of Holdenville, Okla., Jumbo Shrimp manager 
Daren Brown boasts more than two decades of managerial 
experience, most of which came in the Seattle Mariners’ 
organization prior to the upcoming season. Brown holds 
a 1,260-1,256 (.501) record as a minor league manager, 
needing just 40 victories to reach 1,300 for his career. The 
2022 season will mark Brown’s third stint as a Triple-A 
skipper. The 54-year-old piloted Triple-A Tacoma in Seattle’s 
organization from 2007-13 and again in 2019, tallying 494 
victories, which marks the most wins of any manager in 
Rainiers franchise history. Brown led Tacoma to consecutive 
division titles in 2009 and 2010, and during that latter 
season, helped the Rainiers win the franchise’s first outright 
Pacific Coast League Championship since 1969. 

ROAD WAS WHERE THE HEART IS
The Jumbo Shrimp boasted a 39-26 (.600) mark away 
from 121 Financial Ballpark in 2021, ranking the club in 
a tie for fourth for the most road victories in Triple-A. 
Jacksonville’s .600 winning percentage away from the First 
Coast equaled both the 2006 and 2014 Jacksonville Suns, 
who each posted 42-28 (.600) away records, for the best 
road winning percentage for any Jacksonville team since 
at least 2005. In 2021, the Jumbo Shrimp ranked 28th in 
Triple-A in runs scored at home, mustering just 256 (3.9 per 
game) of their 577 tallies (44.4 percent) at 121 Financial 
Ballpark. The club’s .672 home OPS ranked dead last in the 
level. Meanwhile, on the road, Jacksonville placed 14th in 
runs scored in away games (321, 4.9 per game) and 13th in 
OPS (.758).

GRAND OPENING
Since 2005, Jacksonville has customarily enjoyed a lot 
of success on Opening Day. The club is 10-6 (.625) in 
their season lid-lifters since 2005, collectively outscoring 
opponents 66-57 on Opening Day. Jacksonville has taken its 
Opening Day battle on six of its last nine season-openers 
dating back to 2012.

SHRIMP SKEWER
In 2021, Jacksonville allowed its most home runs in 
franchise history (168) while recorded its most strikeouts 
(1,202) as a pitching staff.

ABOUT MAX
 

-Selected by the Marlins with the third overall pick of the 2020 draft, Meyer tied Hall of Famer 
Paul Molitor (No. 3 to the Milwaukee Brewers in 1977) as the highest pick in Minnesota Golden 
Gophers history. Meyer is one of four Minnesotans to be pick in the top five in the draft, along 
with Molitor, Joe Mauer and Dave Winfield. Prior to Meyer, the last time the Gophers had 
a pitcher taken in the first round of the MLB draft was left-hander Glen Perkins, who was 
selected 22nd overall by the Minnesota Twins in 2004.

-During his junior season at Minnesota in 2020, Meyer was tabbed as a consensus Preseason 
All-American and made four starts in a shortned season due to the pandemic. He finished fifth 
in the nation with 46 strikeouts and a team-best 1.95 ERA in 27.2 innings. Meyer has slashed 
.185/.214/.222 with one double, two runs scored, four RBIs and a stolen base while playing 
infield for the Gophers.

-As a sophomore in 2019, Meyer was named an All-Big Ten Second Team Selection. He made 
16 appearances on the mound, including 11 starts, and went 5-3 with a 2.11 ERA and two saves 
76.2 innings. He fanned a team-high 87 batters. Meyer also played in 35 games, including 30 
starts, on the infield, batting .256/.323/.314 with four doubles, one home run, 12 RBIs and 15 
runs scored.

-Meyer is currently ranked among the top 50 prospects in baseball by Baseball Prospectus 
(No. 24) and MLB.com (No. 35).

-A native of Woodbury, Minn., Meyer played hockey at Woodbury High School, lettering for 
three seasons as a forward. He was selected by the Minnesota Twins in the 34th round of the 
2017 draft, but opted to pitch collegiately at the University of Minnesota.

-Both of Max’s parents, Kathy and Kent, played collegiately while attending St. Olaf College 
(Northfield, Minn.). Kent was a member of the Oles’ football team while Kathy played on the 
school’s women’s soccer team.

-Meyer was promoted to Jacksonville on September 23 from Double-A Pensacola. With the 
Blue Wahoos, he led Double-A South in both ERA (2.41) and batting average against (.226) 
while ranking second in both strikeouts (113) and WHIP (1.23) and fourth in innings pitched 
(101.0).

-Among the 200 pitchers who recorded at least 50.0 innings in Double-A at the time of 
Meyer’s promotion, he ranked 12th in ERA (2.41) and 30th in FIP (3.34) while posting the 
level’s 14th-highest ground ball rate (52.7 percent) and 26th-lowest fly ball rate (28.3 
percent).

-Meyer’s 10 strikeouts in his Triple-A debut on September 24 against Memphis were the 
most for any Jacksonville pitcher in a level debut since at least 2005.

-Selected to the SiriusXM All-Star Futures Game, Meyer threw just seven pitches to two 
batters, getting Adley Rutschman (Baltimore Orioles) to fly out to left before walking Nick 
Pratto (Kansas City Royals).

ADDITIONAL CAREER NOTES
 

-Meyer competed for the USA Collegiate National Team in both 2018 and 2019. In 2018, he 
picked up seven saves with a 3.38 ERA in eight appearances, striking out a team-leading
