With one run in courtesy of a Billy McKinney single to score newly-acquired Billy Cook, the offense sent 10
batters to the plate in the third inning. Nick Yorke and Jake Lamb tightened the deficit to one with RBI knocks before a single off the bat of Malcom Nufiez
and subsequent throwing error by right fielder Riley Unroe plated the game-tying and go-ahead runs. Another throwing error, this time by catcher Anthony
Bemboom, and an RBI single by Andrés Alvarez capped the frame. Domingo German settled in after a four-run second, retiring 12 of his next 14 batters
before former Indian Drew Maggi took him deep in his final inning. Trey Sweeney tied the game on a two-run double with two outs in the eighth inning. Austin
Schulfer (W, 1-0) tossed 2.0 perfect innings at the tail end of 7.0 shutout frames by the Mud Hens bullpen.

BILLY'S MILLION DOLLAR COOK-OFF: Billy Cook, who was traded to Pittshurgh from Baltimore in exchange for RHP Patrick Reilly on July 30, made his
Pirates organization debut last night with a pair of doubles and runs scored. He has now roped two extra-base hits in each of his last three games after
doubling twice on July 27 and hitting a double and triple on July 28, both vs. Jacksonville. He began the season with Triple-A Norfolk and hit .279 (73-for-262)
with 42 runs, 15 doubles, three triples, 11 home runs and 43 RBI in 70 games between two stints. He also appeared in 15 games with Double-A Bowie and hit
.255 (13-for-51) with 10 runs, four extra-base hits and 10 RBI.

START SPREADING THE NEWS: Playing in just his fourth game with Indianapolis after being traded to Pittsburgh from Boston on July 29 in exchange for RHP
Quinn Priester, Nick Yorke extended his hit streak to eight games last night with a pair of doubles, one run and one RBI. He is currently rated as Pittsburgh's
No. 5 prospect by MLB Pipeline and has five hits, three extra-base hits and four RBI in his short time with Indy. During his eight-game hit streak between
Worcester and Indianapolis since July 25, he is hitting .300 (9-for-30) with four runs, five extra-base hits and six RBI. In total, he's hitting .313 (50-for-160),
35 runs, 11 doubles, six home runs and 23 RBI in 42 games.
