RETURNING THE FAVOR: The Delmarva Shorebirds rebounded from Wednesday's shutout loss with one of
their own as they blanked the Lynchburg Hillcats 8-0 on Thursday. Trendon Craig got the Shorebirds on the
board in the first with an RBI double. Elio Prado then jumped the lead to 4-0 with a three-run homer in the
second. The advanta%e continued to grow in the fourth on an RBI tripe by Collin Burns followed by a two-run
shot by Samuel Basallo to make it 7-0. The pitching was just as impressive as the offense led by Deivy Cruz who
tossed five shutout innings with Juan De Los Santos taking the torch from him in the sixth and following suit
with four shutout frames of his own to complete the 8-0 shutout win.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Bradley Brehmer toes the rubber for game three against the Hillcats and he'll face right-
hander Austin Peterson for Lynchburg. Peterson will be making his 13th start of the season and despite a 2-5
record, he's thrown the ball well for the Hillcats as he owns a 3.59 ERA with 44 strikeouts and 10 walks in 52.2
innings. The 9th round pick from last season is facing the Shorebirds for the second time this season, throwing
3 innings on May 26, allowing 3 hits and 1 run in a no-decision.

BACK LIKE HE NEVER LEFT: Trendon Craig has had an instant impact for the for the Shorebirds since rejoining
the team on June 9 after two months on the IL. In 14 games since returning, Craig is slashing .389/.452/.667
and has collected 7 doubles, a triple, 2 home runs, and 10 RBI, while also stealing 6 bases. Craig has reached
base safely in 19 of 20 games witﬁ the Shorebirds and has multiple hits in 9 of his 20 games with Delmarva. His
16-game on-base streak is the longest by a Shorebirds hitter this season.

MOVING UP THE LADDER: Samuel Basallo's strong first season in affiliated baseball has elevated him to inside
the Top 100 overall prospects for Baseball America as he comes in at No. 80 on the mid-season list. Basallo is
now ranked the No. 7 prospect in a deep, Oriole's farm system and he is one of eight Baltimore prospects cur-
rently in the top 100. He was just named the Carolina League Player of the Week for June 20-25.

GETTING OVER THE HUMP: The Shorebirds have played in a lot of close games this season and will look for
better fortunes in the second half. Through the first 70 games, Delmarva is 4-11 in one-run games and are 5-34
in games where they are either tied or behind after seven innings. The Shorebirds are also 2-5 in extra innings,
scoring just one run in extras in those five losses combined, but the team picked up their first walk-off win on
Saturday against Augusta in ten innings to snap their five-game extra innings losing streak.

SPECIAL K: The pitching staff for the Shorebirds has turned into one of the top strikeout units in all of the Caro-
lina League. Since May 9, the Delmarva staff has 449 strikeouts for an average of 10.7/9 innings, good for the
second best mark in the Carolina League only behind Fayetteville.

THE X-FACTOR: The most decisive stat for the Shorebirds this season in the outcomes of their games is whether
or not they out-hit their opponent. In game where Delmarva out-hits the opposition, they are 26-4. When they
are out-hit, their record is 3-29 and our 2-6 when hits are equal.

ANOTHER ONE GOES UP: Relief pitcher Yaqui Rivera is the latest Delmarva player to earn a promotion to High-
A Aberdeen. The Shorebirds' primary closer is now the seventh member of the Shorebirds' Opening Day Roster
to move up, joining Jackson Holliday, Maxwell Costes, Creed Willems, Douglas Hodo, Reese Sharp, and Juan
Nunez.

FIRST TRIP TO LYNCHBURG: The Shorebirds take on the Lynchburg for the second this season after defeating
them 4-2 in the first six game series. Delmarva was 8-4 last season in Lynchburg and won the overall season
series 14-10.
