
TODAY'S GAME: The Curve continue their 25th anniversary season, continuing a 6-game set with Bowie. 

LAST TIME OUT: The Curve jumped out to an early 5-0 lead and cruised to an 8-1 win over Bowie. Liover Peguero (2 hits), Domingo 
Leyba (3 hits) and Jacob Gonzalez (2 hits) paced an 11 hit attack at the plate.

NOTHING SULLEN: Altoona righty Sean Sullivan has started his Double-A career with 6.2 scoreless innings across two starts, the 
longest stretch since Roansy Contreras began the 2021 season with 18.2 scoreless frames.

PATIENCE IS A VIRTUE: Altoona is the lone Eastern League team that has three players with double digit walks entering play on Fri-
day. Henry Davis is T-2nd in the league with 12 BB, Mason Martin is T-3rd in the league with 11 and Lolo Sanchez is T-4th with 10.

GRAND MARSHAL GORSKI: OF Matt Gorski smashed the 48th Grand Slam in Altoona's franchise history on Tuesday, April 18 in 
a 6-1 in over Bowie. It was the first Grand Slam for the Curve since Connor Kaiser mashed one on July 13, 2021 against Binghamton. 

DINGER TIME: Altoona matched their franchise record with 6 home runs hit on Wednesday, April 12 at Erie. Lolo Sanchez, Mason 
Martin 2x, Henry Davis, Matt Fraizer and Andres Alvarez each homered in a 17-6 win over the SeaWolves. Altoona set the record on 
July 11, 2014 at Harrisburg. Altoona swatted 9 home runs across the first two games of their series at Erie after hitting just 1 home 
run in their 3-game series with New Hampshire to open the season. Martin's 2-homer game was the 120th in franchise history and 
4th time he's done it with Altoona, 10th time in his career.

PROSPECT PARTY: The Curve roster features several top Pirates prospects according to MLB Pipeline led by No. 3/No. 57 overall 
C Henry Davis, No. 6 INF Liover Peguero, No. 11 RHP Jared Jones, No. 17 OF Matt Gorski, No. 20 RHP Kyle Nicolas, and No. 23 OF 
Matt Fraizer.

HEY, WE KNOW YOU: The Pirates initial break camp roster named 33 players to the Altoona roster, 25 of which have previously 
suited up for the Curve. Several players suited up for Altoona prior to the 2023 season including INF Mason Martin, a Post-Season 
All-Star for the Curve in 2021 and INF Drew Maggi, an Eastern League All-Star in 2014.

RECORD SETTING: The 2022 Curve set a host of franchise records including: Most home runs in a season (143), most home runs 
hit in home games (74), most players 20+ HR (2 players - Andres Alvarez and Aaron Shackelford, matched for 4th time in franchise 
history), most stolen bases in a season (162), most lead-off home runs hit in a season (6), most strikeouts in a season (batting, 
1,254), fewest complete games thrown in a season (0), most strikeouts in a season (pitching, 1,247), most wild pitches thrown (98), 
most starting pitchers used (matched, 22), and most consecutive Games with a home run (12). Altoona also matched or set several 
single-game records including runs scored in a game (5/19 vs. Richmond, 19), hits in an inning (matched, 6/2 vs. Bowie, 9), most 
triples in a game (matched, 6/2 vs. Bowie, 3), and most home runs allowed in an inning (4, 4th inning on 4/13 vs. Richmond.)

20/20 VISION: Infielder Andres Alvarez recorded the first 20/20 season in Altoona's franchise history in 2022 finishing with 20 home 
runs and 21 stolen bases. For his efforts, Alvarez earned Altoona's Unsung Hero Award at the end of the campaign. Matt Gorski 
later joined the 20/20 club with his 20th stolen base of the season on September 11 at Erie. While the majority of Gorski's produc-
tion took place in Greensboro, he and Alvarez were the first duo in Pittsburgh's minor leagues to record a 20/20 season since 1992 
when Keith Thomas and Al Martin both did it. 20/20 seasons by Pirates minor leaguers since 1992 include: Adam Boeve (2007), 
Craig Stansberry (2005), J.J. Davis (2003), Chad Hermanson (1998), and Jose Guillen (1996)

THE MEN WHO RESIDE BY THE BAY AND WEAR SOX: Managed by Kyle Moore for a second straight season, the Baysox were the 
only team in MiLB to score first in every game its played this season, until the series opener against Altoona. Their roster is high-
lighted by top prospects according to MLB Pipeline: No. 5 OF Heston Kjerstad, No. 9 INF Coby Mayo, No. 12 LHP Cade Povich, No. 17 
INF Cesar Prieto, No. 18 RHP Chayce McDermott, and No. 20 OF John Rhodes.
 
THE FIRST MAN IN ORANGE: Right-hander Garrett Stallings takes the ball on Saturday evening for Bowie. Stallings has pitched 
in 34 games, 27 starts for the Baysox since the 2021 season, recording a 5.86 ERA. Altoona tagged him for 8 runs, 7 earned in 1.1 
innings on June 2, 2022 at PNG Field. Stallings was drafted in the 5th round in 2019 by the LA Angels and traded along with RHP 
Jean Pinto for INF Jose Iglesias in December of 2020. A 24-year-old from Chesapeake, VA, Stallings played his college ball at the 
University of Tennessee after playing his high school ball at Grassfield HS which is about 25 minutes from Western Branch High 
School where Curve RHP Colin Selby attended high school. Stallings was the 2019 SEC Scholar Athlete of the Year and his older 
brother, Curtis, played Men's Volleyball at Long Beach State University.
