Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (1-4) vs. Sugar Land Space Cowboys (4-1)

JUMBO SHRIMP FALL 10-3
Brian Navarreto homered on Wednesday but two five-run 
innings vaulted the Sugar Land Space Cowboys to a 10-3 
win over the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp. A Shay Whitcomb 
home run highlighted a five-run second inning. Navarreto's 
RBI double put the Jumbo Shrimp on the board in the 
bottom of the second. Jacksonville added a run in the third 
before Navarreto's solo shot in the fourth, which made it 
5-3. However, Whitcomb and CJ Alexander each blasted 
homers in a five-run sixth to set the final margin at 10-3. 

STRESS RELIEF
Jacksonville's bullpen was arguably the club's biggest 
strength in their 2025 championship run, with the club 
leading Triple-A in ERA (3.64) and batting average against 
(.214) while also throwing the fifth-most innings (700.2) of 
any bullpen at the level. However, through five games in 
2026, that strength has turned into an early weakness; the 
Jumbo Shrimp bullpen has surrendered 29 runs, 25 earned, 
on 30 hits (.270 BAA) in 30.1 innings for a 7.46 ERA that 
ranks 28th in Triple-A.

GET 'EM ON, GET 'EM OVER, GET 'EM IN
Jacksonville ranks last in Triple-A in batting average on balls 
in play (BABIP) at just .208, a figure far below the baseball-
wide average in the range of .290-.300. The club's lack of 
luck has been most evident with the bases empty. With no 
one on, the Jumbo Shrimp rank last in Triple-A in batting 
average (.144), sporting a woeful .144/.294/.233/.527 line. 
Jacksonville has been slightly better in the young season 
with runners in scoring position, hitting .171/.306/.366/.672 
as a team.

MEN OF STEAL
In 2024, the Jumbo Shrimp mustered only 86 stolen bases, 
29th in Triple-A and 119th out of the 120 MiLB teams. 
Jacksonville was not much better in the 2023 (124 steals, 
20th in Triple-A) nor 2022 (114, 23rd in Triple-A) campaigns. 
In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp swiped a franchise-record 
305 bags, second-most in Triple-A and sixth-best in MiLB. 
Jacksonville, which had not finished in the top five at their 
level in stolen bases since at least 2005, had more games 
with multiple stolen bases (84) in 2025 than games with 
either one steal (32) or no steals (34) combined.

FORMULA ONE
With a 29-14 (.674) record in one-run games in 2025, 
Jacksonville tied with Indianapolis for the most one-run 
victories in all of Minor League Baseball. The 29 one-run 
triumphs were the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014, 
when the Jacksonville Suns went 35-17 (.673) in one-run 
triumphs. In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp went 58-34 (.630) 
in games decided by three runs or fewer, meaning 65.2 
percent of their 89 victories came by those slim margins.

TO INFINITY AND BEYOND
Jacksonville's first-ever meeting against a Pacific Coast 
League team came in last year's 2025 Triple-A National 
Championship, an 8-7 win over Las Vegas. On Tuesday at 
VyStar Ballpark, the Jumbo Shrimp played the Sugar Land 
Space Cowboys, winners of the 2024 Triple-A National 
Champions. Sugar Land features four former Jacksonville 
players on their roster: infielder Jack Winkler, who went 
3-for-4 with a double and a homer for the Shrimp in 
last year's Triple-A National Championship, as well as 
right-handers Jason Alexander, Anthony Maldonado and 
Christian Roa, who tossed 1.1 shutout innings in that game.

RECORDS ARE MADE TO BE BROKEN
Jacksonville set franchise-records in 2025 in stolen bases 
(305) and pitching strikeouts (1,344). The club also neared 
a pair of other records; The Jumbo Shrimp used a whopping 
90 players last season, matching the club record set in 
2024. Of those 90 players, 49 were pitchers, just two away 
from tying another club record set in 2024. Jacksonville 
logged 35 different starting pitchers, smashing the previous 
record of 28 set in 2024. At VyStar Ballpark, the club's 44 
home victories in 2025 were their most at home since 2010 
(also 44), while their 45 road triumphs were their most in 
recorded club history (since at least 2005).

SHRIMP BITES
At 1-4, Jacksonville is off to its worst start since beginning 
1-5 in 2022. The Jumbo Shrimp finished that 2022 campaign 
with an 80-69 (.537) record... Jacksonville pitchers have 
combined for 29 strikeouts against nine walks over the last 
two games... In 2025, Patrick Monteverde went 3-5 with a 
5.24 ERA in 15 starts (.281 BAA) compared to a 3-0 record 
and 3.25 ERA in 10 relief appearances (.175 BAA).

ABOUT PATRICK
 

-Monteverde is the youngest child from a massive family. He is the youngest of 27 
grandchildren on his dad’s side and the youngest of 18 grandchildren on his mom’s 
side. Both of Monteverde’s parents are the youngest of twelve.

-A native of Pittsburgh, Monteverde started his collegiate baseball career at 
Divison III Virginia Wesleyan (Norfolk, Va.) for a season, posting a 1.96 ERA in 82 
2/3 innings. In 2018, he moved up a rung, transferring to Division II Seton Hill in 
Greensburg, Pennsylvania, about 45 minutes from Monteverde’s home. He had 
a solid first year there in 2018 (3.04 ERA), but three starts into his second season 
with the Griffins, he heard a pop in his elbow and underwent Tommy John surgery. 
Monteverde made just one more start  for  Seton Hill in 2020 before the COVID 
pandemic then shut down the season for him. 

-Monteverde completed his collegiate career by transferring to Texas Tech 
University for the 2021 season. He went 7-4 with a 3.75 ERA, leading the Red Raiders 
in wins, starts (16), innings pitched (86.1) and strikeouts (101).

-Monteverde made his major league debut on April 19 for the Marlins in a game at 
the Philadelphia Phillies. He pitched 3.2 innings, striking out four.

-With Jacksonville, went 3-0 with a 3.25 ERA as a reliever in 10 games (27.2 IP, 17 H, 
4 HR, 11 BB, 26 K, .175 BAA).
