[TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve play a critical series with the Richmond Flying Squirrels, the final series for the team at The
Diamond. All-time, Altoona is 63-68 at the Gem of the Eastern League.

John Michael Bertrand makes his second start of the season against Altoona, the 7th in his career. He tossed 6.0 scoreless innings against the
Curve on June 22 at PNG Field. Bertrand is the second Flying Squirrel in team history to earn two EL Pitcher of the Week awards in the same
lseason, first since Eric Surkamp in 2011. Bertrand was San Francisco's 10th round pick in 2022 out of Notre Dame and reached Richmond for 11
starts in 2023 where he recorded a 4.67 ERA. Bertrand began his college career at Furman where he pitched for three seasons before finishing
at Notre Dame, his father Jim rowed collegiately at the University of San Diego and his brother JD was a linebacker and team captain for Notre
Dame’s Football team.

ITERMARRINATOR: Infielder Termarr Johnson is 13-for-39 (.333) with 1 3B, 1 HR and 5 RBI in his last 10 games, during which he's recorded an
.834 OPS.

INICK AT NIGHT: First baseman Nick Cimillo has returned from the All-Star break with a vengeance. In his last 19 games, he's batting .282 with
15 extra base hits (1.082 OPS). In that time he ranks 2nd among Double-A players in HR (7), SLG% (.704) and OPS (1.082). He's T-1st in XBH (15).

DUUUUUUCE: Infielder Duce Gourson's last two homers have come in clutch spots. After swatting a game-tying shot on August 8 in the bottom
lof the 9th against Hartford, Gourson smacked a go-ahead 3-run homer on Tuesday, August 18 at Richmond. With the Curve down to their final
lout, Gourson rocked his third hit of the game to take a 7-4 lead in an exhilarating comeback win for the Curve. Gourson is 8-for-21 (.381) with 2

2B, 2 HR, 4 RBI and 7 BB in his last 6 games (since August 7).

Mitch Jebb recorded the game-winning
sacrifice fly in the 10th inning on Saturday, August 9, just three days after the Curve earned their second 1-0 win on a walk-off walk in franchise
history on Wednesday, August 6. Nick Cimillo drew the bases loaded free pass in the bottom of the ninth to send Altoona to a second straight
win over the Yard Goats. The only other time in franchise history that the Curve won a game 1-0 on a walk-off walk was August 1, 2023 when
IConnor Scott drew the game-winning walk.

BACK-TO-BACK: Esmerlyn Valdez and Duce Gourson knocked back-to-back homers in the 9th inning of Friday’s 3-2 loss in 10 innings to the
Hartford Yard Goats. It was the 5th time (out of 55 instances in franchise history) that the Curve hit back-to-back homers in the 8th inning or
later of a game that either tied or took the lead. It last occured on May 31, 2024 when Joe Perez hit a go-ahead Grand Slam in the 8th inning of a
lgame against Portland and Carter Bins followed him with a solo shot.

IAUGUSTO OMAR: Catcher Omar Alfonzo has picked up two multi-hit games to start the calendar month. Alfonzo is 10-for-34 (.294) with 1 2B, 1
3B and 5 RBI in his last 9 games.
