The Round Rock Express and Durham Bulls (Tampa Bay Rays affiliate) are set
for game five of their six-game series on Saturday night at Durham Bulls Athletic
Park. The Express lost their eighth consecutive game by a score of 4-3 on Friday
night. With the game tied at three in the bottom of the ninth inning, Durham
drew three consecutive walks to load the bases. CF Homer Bush Jr. came up
with two outs and worked a walk to force home the winning run and give the
Bulls their second walk-off victory of the week.

WHERE WE STAND

The Express are now a season-high 11 games below .500 and own the worst
record in Triple-A... first time the club is 11 games below .500 since August 29,
2018 (62-73)... are on an 8-game losing streak... have lost 10 of their last 11... O-7 in
May... 8-game losing streak is the longest since the E-Train lost 10 straight from
May 7-18, 2023 which was tied for the longest in Express Triple-A history (also
2013)... 13-24 start is the fewest wins through 37 games in the Express Triple-A
era... previous fewest was 2018 (14-23).

LONG BALL VS GETTING ON

Round Rock has hit the fewest home runs in Triple-A (22) and they have not
homered in the last 4 games... THR in last 8 games... 3 in last 13 games... Express
are 6th in Triple-A in walk rate (13.1%) and 7th in Triple-A in walks (185) but 29th
in slugging percentage (.344)... on pace to hit 89 home runs which would be the
fewest in the Triple-A era... only season where the club has not hit 100 home runs
came in 2009 (97) but they played only 144 games.

After the 4-3 loss on Friday, Round Rock is now 2-14 in one-run games with 11
of the losses coming on the road... have now been walked-off 5 times this year...

Since April 29, Round Rock starters own a 3.19 ERA (15 ER/42.1 IP) with 14 walks
to 49 strikeouts and a 1.13 WHIP. The Express are 1-8 in those games. Three
starting pitchers have tossed quality starts this week. The Express have had
six quality starts this season and own a 1-5 record in those games. LHP Austin
Gomber (4/30 vs OKC, 5/6 at DUR) and RHP Trey Supak (4/25 at SUG, 5/7
at DUR) have tossed four of the six quality starts. RHP Cal Quantrill threw the
first of the year on 4/10 at OKC and was named PCL Pitcher of the Week but
earned a loss.

THIS DAY IN NOLAN RYAN HISTORY - SATURDAY, MAY 9, 1992
In his best outing through his first four starts of the 1992 season, 45-year-old Nolan Ryan
earned a no-decision after tossing 6.0 innings with three earned runs on five hits, two walks
and nine strikeouts. The Rangers beat the Brewers at Arlington Stadium in front of 37,353 fans.
After Milwaukee took a 3-0 lead in the third when Robin Yount belted a bases-clearing dou-
ble, the Rangers answered with four runs in the fifth thanks to RBIs from Rafael Palmeiro and
Ruben Sierra. Juan Gonzalez drove in both runners with a double. After Ryan left the game,
Yount tied it at four with a sacrifice fly. Texas took the lead for good in the bottom of the
eighth when Dickie Thon tripled home Dean Palmer.
“He threw the heck out of the ball,” Rangers manager Bobby Valentine said. “He had a good
curve and good fastball. The thought of people thinking they’re seeing his last game is put to
rest, and the thought that we can count on him to give us a good performance is in the front
of their minds.”
On the same day, the California Angels announced they would retire Ryan’s No. 30, which he
wore with the club from 1972-79.

MANAGER KYLE MOORE

BULLPEN COACH JULIO VALDEZ

The 2026 season marks Round Rock Express Manager Kyle
Moore's first season with the E-Train. In 2025, Moore served
as the bench coach for Triple-A lowa of the Chicago Cubs
organization. He previously served as the skipper in the Baltimore
chain with Short-Season Aberdeen (2018), Low-A Delmarva
(2019), High-A Aberdeen (2021) and Double-A Bowie (2022-23)
- combining for a 321-286 (.529) record over five seasons. The
2019 Delmarva Shorebirds were named the 2019 MiLB Team of
the Year, finishing with a 90-48 record, the most wins across all
of MILB that season.

A catcher in his playing days, Moore signed with the Orioles
as an undrafted free agent in 2010. He played collegiately at
University of Alabama after winning three high school state titles
with Edgewood (Ala.) Academy. Moore transitioned to coaching
in 2012 as a strength and conditioning coach with Delmarva.

Valdez enters his seventh year In the organization and first |
as the Rangers’ Triple-A pitching coach after serving in the same
role with Double-A Frisco (2025), High-A Hickory (2024), Low-A
Down East (2023), Rookie-level ACL Rangers (2022), and DSL
Rangers (2020-21). During the canceled 2020 campaign, Valdez
worked with pitchers at the Dominican Republic complex and Fal
Developmental League in Arizona.

The Florida native played baseball at Alabama State Universit
from 2012-16. He attended Lake Howell (Fla.) High School, where
he posted a career 15-4 record and 2.20 ERA, and earned all-
conference honors as a junior and senior. Valdez transitioned to
an assistant coach role at Alabama State in 2017 before becoming
Director of Pitching at the Texas Pitching Institute in El Paso,
Texas. He spent two years at TPI before taking the same role at
Baseball Rebellion in Durham, N.C., before joining the Rangers.

PITCHING COACH DAVE BORKOWSKI

HITTING COACH MATT LAWSON

Former MLB pitcher Dave Borkowski (Boar-COW-ski)
enters his fourth season on Round Rock’s staff and 17th year
in coaching. He will serve as the Express’ pitching coach in
2026, reprising the role he held from 2023-24 after spending
the 2025 campaign as the club’s bullpen coach. Borkowski
spent five seasons as a minor league instructor in the Los
Angeles Dodgers’ farm system.

His tenure also includes an 11-year stint as a minor league
coach for the Houston Astros. Prior to joining the coaching
ranks, Borkowski enjoyed a 15-year professional playing
career that saw him post a 13-20 record and 5.87 ERA
across seven MLB seasons with the Detroit Tigers (1999-
2001), Baltimore Orioles (2004), and Houston (2006-08).
He was originally selected by Detroit in the 11th round of the

1005 MLB Draft out of Sterling Heights (Mich) High School,

Former Rangers farmhand Matt Lawson returns for a
fifth straight season as Round Rock’s hitting coach. Lawson}
previously served as an assistant coach, hitting instructor,
and recruiting coordinator at his alma mater, Missouri State|
University, from 2014-21. The Missouri native was selected
by the Rangers in the 14th round of the 2007 MLB Draft
and played seven professional seasons as an infielder in
the Texas (2007-10), Seattle (2010), and Cleveland (2011-
13) organizations. With Texas, he was named Short-A
Spokane’s team MVP as a rookie in 2007 and a league
All-Star for High-A Bakersfield (2009) and Double-A
Frisco (2010) before he was involved in the 2010 trade that
brought Cliff Lee to the Rangers.

He holds a degree in psychology and a graduate degree
in sports management.

BENCH COACH CHASE LAMBIN

DEVELOPMENT COACH KAWIKA EMSLEY-PA

Lambin enters his sixth year on the Express staff and will
reprise his role as bench coach for the fifth straight year
(beg. 2022). The 2026 campaign will mark Lambin’s 12th in
the Texas organization. He has previous stops as a hitting
coach for High-A Down East (2019), Low-A Hickory (2018),
Short-A Spokane (2017), and the Rookie-level Arizona
League Rangers (2016). He first joined the Rangers as a
member of the Spokane coaching staff in 2015.

Lambin was selected by the New York Mets in the
34th round of the 2002 June draft out of the University
of Louisiana at Lafayette and played in the Mets, Marlins,
Nationals, Twins, and Royals organizations. He also has
