EXPRESS TAKE THE SERIES

The Express captured a series win with their 7-4
victory over the Rainiers on Sunday. Round Rock
RF Dustin Harris led off the bottom of the first with
a base hit and 1B Billy McKinney drove him in with
a double. LF Trevor Hauver sent McKinney around
on his single and the Express led 2-0. In the second,
C Blake Hunt hit a sacrifice fly allowing 1B Tyler
Locklear to score Tacoma’s first run. Tacoma CF
Leody Taveras also tallied a sacrifice fly in the third
to even the score at 2-2. In the fourth, Hunt and DH
Austin Shenton recorded back-to-back RBI singles
to take a 4-2 lead. Round Rock RF Dustin Harris
cut into the deficit with a solo homer in the bottom
of the fifth. After two scoreless frames, Hauver
belted a double into the left-center gap and 3B
Cody Freeman came around to tie it at four. Round
Rock DH Cooper Johnson opened the bottom of
the ninth with a walk. INF Blaine Crim came in to
pinch hit for 2B Alex De Goti but was intentionally
walked. Harris then launched his second home run
of the night for Round Rock’s ninth walk-off of the
year. The three-run shot gave the Express a 7-4
victory and its first series win since April 19.

Round Rock RHP Patrick Murphy is slated to
make his 13th appearance and second start of the
season in Tuesday's series opener. In his last outing,
Murphy tossed 3.0 scoreless innings as the opener
against Tacoma on June 26. He struckout one
while allowing a walk and two hits. Murphy owns
a 3.54 ERA (8 ER/20.1iP) and has compiled eight
scoreless appearances in 12 outings this year.

SCORCHING HOT OFFENSE

Through the first six games of the second half,
the E-Train lead all of Triple-A in runs scored and
rank second with a .353 batting average (78-221).
Round Rock scored 9.7 runs per game against the
Rainiers last week with at least 10 hits in five of the
six games. They are on of five Triple-A teams with
11 home runs or more in the second half.

CODY IS COOKING

Round Rock INF Cody Freeman is one of five PCL
players with at least 90 hits this year and leads the
group with a .319 average (90-282). In 30 games
since May 23, he is slashing .376/.436/.594/1.030
with eight doubles, seven home runs, 30 RBI, 31
runs scored, 14 walks and 13 strikeouts.

WALK-OFF CITY

The Express earned their ninth walk-off win on
Sunday which is the most in the Pacific Coast
League. It was just the second time the Express
have won a game when trailing after seven innings
(2-32). The nine walk-offs are tied for the most in
the PCL since Tacoma recorded 10 in 2023.

STOLEN BASE KINGS

The Express are second in the PCL and seventh
in Triple-A with 107 stolen bases. They recorded
a stolen base in 23 of 25 games during June. They
are on pace to break the franchise's single-season
stolen base record set in 2004 (160).
