Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds dropped the series opener to the Fredericksburg 
Nationals on Tuesday, 21-4. The Shorebirds struck first in the third on an RBI double by Ju-
nior Aybar, but the game got out of hand in the bottom half of the inning as the Fred Nats 
went off for ten runs, using a pair of long balls by Yermey Cabrera and Sir Jamison Jones 
to go in front 10-1. Delmarva got two of the runs back on RBIs from Braylon Whitaker 
and Andres Nolaya in the fourth, but Fredericksburg added five more runs on a two-run 
homer by Sir Jamison Jones and a three-run shot by Luke Dickerson. Sir Jamison Jones hit 
his third home run of the night for the Fred Nats in the eighth to put them over 20 runs 
for the game, as their offense scored 21 runs on 21 hits in a 21-4 win over the Shorebirds.

Hits in Bunches: The Delmarva Shorebirds have started the season strong offensively, 
scoring 53 runs on 84 hits through the first ten games. The team is currently third in the 
league in batting average at .255, led by Cobb Hightower, who owns a league-best .464 
average. He has a hit in all seven games he's started, including four multi-hit performanc-
es, and his 14 hits rank as the second-most among all players in the Carolina League, only 
behind former Shorebird and current Charleston Riverdog Caden Bodine, who has 15.

Self Inflicted Wounds: The Shorebirds' defense has struggled to start the year, commit-
ting 18 errors that have led to 15 unearned runs—both the most in the league. Delmarva 
pitchers have also struggled to control the zone early in the season, allowing the most 
walks with 72, including 36 in the previous series against Augusta, while also hitting 14 
batters.

Praise the Lord: Kiefer Lord put together the best start of his young career on Thursday, 
April 9, against Augusta, striking out a career-high 10 batters in 3.2 innings while walking 
none. His effort on the mound led the Shorebirds to a season-high 15 strikeouts as a staff, 
and his 10 strikeouts were the most by a Delmarva pitcher since Chase Allsup did it twice 
for the Shorebirds last season, most recently on August 9, 2025, against Fayetteville.

RBI Machines: DJ Layton and Joshua Liranzo pace the Shorebirds in RBIs, each with a 
team-best seven in the young season. Layton has been an on-base regular for Delmarva, 
reaching base safely in 18 of his first 34 plate appearances and posting a .529 on-base per-
centage, the second-best mark among all Carolina League players. He has a hit in seven of 
his first eight starts this season. Joshua Liranzo had five of his seven RBIs this week against 
Augusta, including three that came home on his long ball on Tuesday, which left his bat 
at 112 MPH. Liranzo also reached base five times on Sunday thanks to a career-high four 
walks.

Sloan and Steady: LHP Braeden Sloan has started the season as one of Delmarva's domi-
nant arms out of the bullpen. The 17th-round pick from last season's draft out of TCU has 
retired 12 of the first 13 batters he's faced and has struck out 10 of them. That includes 
a perfect two-innings of relief against Augusta on April 8, where he struck out five of six 
batters he faced, thanks to his dominant change-up.

About the Nationals: The Shorebirds face the rival Fred Nats for the first time this season, 
in what will be the first of four series against them. Fredericksburg narrowly won the season 
series a year ago, 10-8, and has one of the most talented rosters in the league, with eight top-
30 prospects for Washington on the team, headlined by Eli Willits, the No. 1 overall pick from 
the 2025 draft and the No. 12 overall pick Gavin Fien who was acquired by the Nationals from 
the Texas Rangers in the offseason.
