RAINIERS TAKE GAME FOUR

The Rainiers claimed the series over the Express
with an 8-6 win on Friday. Round Rock RF Dustin
Harris led off the first with a single and LF Trevor
Hauver’s single sent him around for a 1-O lead. In
the home half, Rainiers DH Leody Taveras sent a
three-run homer to right for a 3-1edge. Tacoma LF
Victor Labrada drove SS Leo Rivas in with a double
down the line and 2B Samad Taylor later sent him
home on a sacrifice fly to make it 5-1in the second.
In the fifth, Tacoma C Harry Ford recorded an RBI
single then a fielder’s choice for Taveras scored
Thomas, extending the lead to 7-1. Round Rock 3B
Frainyer Chavez scored a run on an RBI ground out
and an RBI double for C Cooper Johnson made it a
7-3 game in the sixth. Tacoma 3B Austin Shenton
collected a sacrifice fly to push the lead to 8-3 in
the bottom of the frame. In the seventh, Hauver left
the yard for a two-run home run and the E-Train
trailed, 8-5. Johnson came through again for Round
Rock in the eighth, this time on a sacrifice fly. With
the game at 8-6 in the ninth, Harris drew a leadoff
walk but was stranded as RHP Troy Taylor earned
the save and the Rainiers picked up an 8-6 win.

Round Rock LHP Kohl Drake is slated for his fourth
appearance and third start with the E-Train since
he was promoted from Double-A Frisco to begin
July. The southpaw holds a 5.11 ERA (7 ER/12.1 IP)
with four walks and 12 strikeouts. According to
Baseball America, he is listed as the Rangers No.
9 prospect.

STREAKING IN A BAD WAY

The Express have lost their last nine games at
Cheney Stadium and 10 of their last 11 dating back
to the end of 2024. They have gone 2-12 in 14 series
here since 2006. Their .295 winning percentage
is the their lowest in any PCL city all-time. Since
2006, the Express have a 6.28 ERA (358 ER/513.0
IP) at Cheney Stadium which is the highest among
current PCL teams.

ALAN ON IT AGAINST TACOMA
Round Rock INF Alan Trejo has appeared in 34
games against Tacoma since 2021 and is hitting
.326 (45-136) with eight doubles, 11 home runs, 31
RBI, 26 runs scored, 11 walks, 29 strikeouts and a
1.019 OPS. Twice in his career, Trejo has homered in
three straight games against the Rainiers (August
18-20, 2021 & June 25-27).

MORE HOME RUNS

Friday was the ninth consecutive game with a
home run for the E-Train. Since June 1, the Express
are first in the PCL in home runs (64) and they are
tied for second in Triple-A.

HOW ABOUT HARRIS?

OF Dustin Harris is riding a six-game hitting streak
with a hit in 13 of 16 games this month. In July, Harris
is slashing .328 (22-67)/.418/.493/.911 with two
doubles, three homers, seven RBI, 12 runs scored,
nine walks and 10 strikeouts. He is now three stolen
bases away from the most in club history.
