•	 NEW FACES IN THE PEN: The GreenJackets have called up a pair of 
young righties for their GreenJackets debut over the last few days. Pitchers 
Anthony Garcia and Albert Rivas have both made their first appearances 
at the Single-A level this week, with the latter picking up the win with 3.1 
scoreless frames.

•	 SHORT & SWEET: The GreenJackets are now 3-0 in games shortened 
by rain, all of which have come at SRP Park. Augusta has seen a high level 
of rainfall in the early parts of the year, and it has benefited the home side 
more often than not.

•	 LEFT FOR DEAD: The GreenJacket offense has struggled intensely 
against left handed pitching all season long, hobbling to a .148 average 
against southpaws. The last 8 games started by a lefty have all been losses 
for Augusta, including two last week against the Charleston RiverDogs.

•	 Error, page not found: The 'Jackets are currently second in the 
Carolina League in errors with 100 in 75 games, but have been error free 
in 4 of the last 5 games played. Augusta was atop all of MiLB for the first 
6 weeks of the season, and led the Carolina League until early June before 
being overtaken by the Delmarva Shorebirds.

•	 LOW Power Mode: The GreenJackets have struggled with the long 
ball at various points of the season, but used a homer-happy week against 
Charleston to tie the RiverDogs in homers with 28.

•	 Next time out: The first half of the week's series ends in Columbia 
tomorrow with Didier Fuentes returning to the mound to keep his hot streak 
going. Vaunted prospect Blake Wolters takes the ball for the Fireflies in 
front of what is expected to be a packed crowd.
