
Tonight's Game: The Nashville Sounds begin a 12-game road trip with the first of six against the Gwin-
nett Stripers tonight at Coolray Field. Nashville is coming off back-to-back series wins after walking off 
Charlotte on Sunday. The Stripers took the series finale in Durham but dropped five of six to the Bulls. 
Right-hander Caleb Boushley makes his 49th career start for Nashville this evening. Dereck Rodriguez 
gets the start for Gwinnett.

Caleb Boushley: 29-year-old Caleb Boushley (BOZ-lee) starts the series opener in Gwinnett. The right-
hander is 7-6 with a 4.77 ERA (109.1 IP/58 ER) across 23 starts for Nashville. With a win tonight, Boush-
ley would get his 20th career victory for the Sounds, which would move him in a tie for 15th-most all-
time in franchise history. Boushley did not pitch in the series vs. Charlotte, with his last outing coming 
on August 13 at Indianapolis. He took the loss in the series finale, allowing three runs (all earned) on four 
hits in a 4-0 loss to the Indians. Boushley will take sole place with the most starts in the league tonight. 
He also ranks among league leaders in innings pitched (6th), opponent batting average (6th, .263), WHIP 
(6th, 1.37) and ERA (8th). Since the canceled 2020 season, Boushley leads Triple-A with 22 wins (3 with El 
Paso) and ranks second in starts (63 entering the night) and innings pitched (316.2). The Madison, Wisc. 
resident was drafted by Milwaukee in the Triple-A phase of the 2021 rule 5 draft from San Diego.

Dereck Rodriguez: 31-year-old Dereck Rodriguez gets his 25th appearance of the Triple-A season and 
18th with Gwinnett tonight at Coolray Field. The right-hander is 0-3 with a 7.50 ERA (30.0 IP/25 ER) 
for the Stripers. He's also made a couple of scoreless appearances with Atlanta (2.2 IP, 1 H, 1 BB, 1 K). 
Rodriguez worked in relief on August 17 at Durham and allowed four runs (all earned) on five hits in 1.1 
innings, tying a season-high in hits allowed. His last start came against his former team, St. Paul, on June 
29 at CHS Field (L, 3.0 IP, 5 H, 5 R, 5 ER, 2 BB, 3 K). Rodriguez was claimed off waivers by Atlanta on May 
15 from Minnesota. He's pitched in 56 games (35 starts) between San Francisco, Minnesota and Atlanta in 
his Major League career. Rodriguez is the son of Hall-of-Fame catcher Ivan Rodriguez. He was originally 
Minnesota's sixth-round pick in the 2011 First-Year Player Draft out of Monsignor Edward Pace High 
School in Miami Gardens, Fla.

Pat Plays Hero: Infielder Patrick Dorrian completed his redemption 
arc in the series vs. Charlotte with a walk-off single that gave the 
Sounds a 4-2 series win over the Knights on Sunday. After striking out 
in nine consecutive at-bats, Dorrian's single to right scored Jahmai 
Jones as the winning run. In his last 24 games, Dorrian has six doubles, 
nine home runs, 24 RBI and scored 14 runs with a 1.015 OPS.

Welcome to the Black Parade: Tyler Black has reached base in his 
first 13 career Triple-A contests. Since joining the Sounds on August 
6, Black has scored 13 runs, tied for the fifth-most in the International 
League. The 23-year-old top prospect (No. 5 in Brewers system and No. 
56 in baseball per MLB Pipeline) boasts a .362 OBP since getting the 
promotion from Double-A Biloxi.

Keston Krushing: Keston Hiura hit his team-leading 21st homer of the 
season on Sunday, extending his on-base streak to 17 games and hitting 
streak to seven games with his first inning blast. He's batting .348 (23-for-66) with three doubles, six 
homers, 22 RBI, four walks, nine runs, .405 OBP and a 1.072 OPS during the stretch which began on July 
28. It is tied for the ninth-longest active on-base streak in the league.

Filet the Fish: Nashville looks to continue their dominance against Gwinnett, entering the series with a 
9-3 record in 2023 and 38-21 record all-time against the Braves affiliate. The Sounds swept the Stripers in 
their last series at First Horizon Park from June 13-18 which included walk-off homers from Brice Turang 
(June 16) and Eddy Alvarez (June 18). Some current players hitting above .300 against Gwinnett this 
season include Payton Henry (.500, 7-for-14), Keston Hiura (.438, 7-for-17) and Monte Harrison (.313, 
7-for-22).

How Sweet It Is: Manager Rick Sweet collected his 302nd win at the helm of the Nashville club on Sunday 
night. He trails Rick Renick (1993-96) for second place on the all-time Sounds manager wins list. In order 
for Sweet to pass Trent Jewett (1998-00, 2003-04) for the most wins in Sounds history, Nashville would 
need to win 19 of their next 30 games. Sweet has a 302-237 record in four seasons as Nashville's skipper.

The Future Brew Crew: The Future Brew Crew: Nashville currently has three players on the roster who are listed on MLB Pipe-
line’s recently updated Top-30 Milwaukee prospects list. Infielder Tyler Black is the No. 5 prospect and 
No. 56 in baseball, left-handed pitcher Robert Gasser is the No. 6 prospect and left-handed pitcher Ethan 
Small is the organization's No. 30 prospect.
