April 17: Rumble Ponies 4, RubberDucks 1: Wuilfredo Antunez 
picked up two hits including an RBI triple and Caden Favors carried a 
no-hitter into the sixth, but Binghamton scored twice in the sixth and 
seventh to win. 
 

Today’s starter: Dylan DeLucia makes his third start of the season 
for the RubberDucks. The right-hander is coming off a loss on Sunday 
in Harrisburg where he allowed four runs over two-thirds of an inning. 
DeLucia is coming off a rough start to 2026 season allowing 14 runs 
(12 earned) in his two starts last week. Prior to reporting to Akron, 
DeLucia pitched for Team Italy in the World Baseball Classic making 
two appearances (one start) tossing 7.2 innings with eight strikeouts 
and a 2.35 ERA.  
 
Fonsi Four-Bagger: Alfonsin Rosario is tied for the Eastern League 
lead with five home runs this season. Four of Rosario’s five home 
runs have been hit at 7 17 Credit Union Park in 2026, and eight of his 
10 career Double-A home runs have come in Akron. Rosario has now 
started the season with a five homer month in back-to-back years. 
Five homers in a month also ties Rosario’s career high for most home 
runs in a month (set in June 2024, April 2025 and July 2025 and April 
2026). Reading’s Alex Binelas and New Hampshire’s Jace Bohrofen 
are the other two Eastern League hitters with five homers this season.  
 
Home is where the heart is: The Akron RubberDucks won six in a 
row at home to start the 2026 season. That tied the 2021 
RubberDucks for longest home winning streak to start a season since 
at least 2005. The RubberDucks are outscoring opponents 34-15 at 7 
17 Credit Union Park while limiting opponents to just 40 hits across 
seven games. In the Greg DiCenzo era, the RubberDucks are 89-55 
at home finishing each of the last two seasons double digit games 
over .500 at home. Since 2021, the RubberDucks are 202-140 when 
playing in downtown Akron.  
 
Fun offensive night: Despite dropping their first game of the season 
on April 7, the RubberDucks offense had an amazing night at the dish. 
The RubberDucks pounded out 12 runs on 12 hits, including three 
home runs (one being a grand slam) in the loss. Akron’s 12 runs on 
April 7 is tied for the fifth most runs scored in April by the franchise 
since 2005: 16 runs (4/27/25 vs RIC), 15 runs (4/26/05 vs BOW), 14 
runs (multiple-last 4/19/15 vs BNG), 13 runs (multiple-last 4/13/25 vs 
ALT) and 12 runs (multiple-last time before 2026 was 4/21/15 at 
REA). Akron’s 12 runs in Harrisburg were tied third most in an April 
road game since 2005: 14 runs on 4/22/07 at REA, 13 runs on 4/6/08 
at HBG, 12 runs on 4/7/26 at HBG and 4/21/15 at REA. 

RubberDucks and Rumble Ponies: Akron is facing Binghamton for 
the first of two series this season and the only visit to 7 17 Credit 
Union Park. In 2025, the RubberDucks and Rumble Ponies split the 
season series 3-3. All time Akron is 225-184 against Binghamton. Top 
prospects in the series includes:

Genao’s hot start: Angel Genao is on fire in 2026. The second-year 
RubberDuck is batting .333/.509/.513 with 13 hits, two home runs and 
seven RBI in 12 games played. He has worked 13 walks, which is tied 
for third in the Eastern League. He tied a RubberDucks single-game 
franchise record on April 8 by working four walks in a game. He 
became the first Akron hitter to work four walks in a game since CJ 
Kayfus against Erie on July 1, 2024. Genao opened the season on an 
11-game on-base streak, which was the longest in the EL. 
 
Lampe lights up: Joe Lampe got off to a slow start to his 2026 
season going 0-for-15 in his first five games. Since April 10, Lampe 
has recorded a hit in four straight games batting .412 (7-for-17) with 
two doubles and three RBI. 
 
What does the Fox say: Jake Fox was activated off the 
Development List on April 7 and is off to a great start to his 2026 
season. The second year RubberDuck has played in four games so 
far this season recording eight hits and three RBI. His three-hit game 
on April 16 was his first three-hit game since Aug. 17, 2025. 
 
Extra-base Ducks: As a team in 2026, 32 of the RubberDucks 98 
team hits have gone for extra-bases. Alfonsin Rosario, who leads 
the Eastern League in homers, is one of four RubberDucks with at 
least half of their hits this season going for extra-bases.   
 
Akron Homers: The RubberDucks have powered 16 home runs 
through the first 13 games of the season. Those 16 home runs have 
Akron seventh in Double-A in home runs. Akron’s 16 home runs in 13 
games have the RubberDucks on pace to have their most home runs 
in April since at least 2005: 27 April home runs in 2016, 24 April 
homers in 2008, 23 April homers in 2017, 18 April home runs in 2013 
and 16 April home runs in 2006, 2023, 2024 and 2025.

#26 Manager Greg DiCenzo enters his sixth season with the Guardians organization. The 2025 season will be DiCenzo’s third as RubberDucks manager, and 
fifth as a manager in Cleveland’s organization. He’s led the RubberDucks to a 157-118 record in two seasons as Akron’s manager including an Eastern League 
playoff appearance in 2024. 
 
Prior to becoming Triple-A Columbus’ bench coach in 2023, DiCenzo spent the 2021 and 2022 seasons as the manager in High-A Lake County. He guided the 
Captains to a 141-108 record in his two seasons including a Midwest League finals appearance in 2022. 

A native of Duxbury, MA, DiCenzo was the head baseball coach at Holy Cross for 12 seasons prior to joining the Cleveland organization. The Crusaders went 
137-109 in Patriot League play during his tenure, including a 2017 Patriot League Championship, and posted 20-win seasons in 10 of those 12 years. 

#48 Hitting Coach Jordan Becker enters his seventh season with the Guardians organization and third with the RubberDucks. In 2023, Becker served as the 
hitting coach for Lake County.  
 
Becker joined the Cleveland organization in 2019 after a collegiate coaching career that saw stops at Riverside Community College and New Mexico State 
University. 
 
#43 Hitting Coach Cole Nieto enters his fifth season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Nieto joins the RubberDucks after serving as the 
hitting coach for the Lynchburg Hillcats in 2024 and their Carolina League championship season in 2025. 

A graduate of St. Ignatius High School in Cleveland, Nieto played four years at Baldwin Wallace University in Berea. While at Baldwin Wallace, he hit .341 with 
17 home runs and 109 RBI in 137 career games.  

#55 Pitching Coach Angus Adams enters his first season in the Guardians organization and first season in Akron. Prior to joining the RubberDucks, Adams 
served as a performance coach for Tread Athletics and was a pitching coach at Elmira College.

Rivera is the son of former Cleveland minor league manager and Toronto Blue Jays coach Luis Rivera. 

#47 Development Coach Gustavo Nava enters his second season with the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to 
Akron, Nava served as the Development coach for Lynchburg in their 2025 Carolina League championship season. 

Athletic Trainer Derrik Diaz enters his ninth season in the Guardians organization and third season with the RubberDucks. Diaz was the Eastern League 
Athletic Trainer of the Year in 2024. Prior to coming to Akron, Diaz served as the head athletic trainer for the Dominican Republic Complex in 2023.

We Are the RubberDucks 
On October 29, 2013, then team owner Ken Babby and general manager Jim Pfander stood before a capacity audience at the Akron Civic Theater and announced 
that the team would be known henceforth as the Akron RubberDucks. In addition to being symbolic of the fun, family-friendly brand of entertainment offered by minor 
league baseball, the name also honors Akron’s long history as the “Rubber Capital of the World.” Brandiose Marketing of San Diego, California designed the team 
logo, colors, and various marks and insignias. Please note that for print coverage, RubberDucks is spelled as one word with a capital “D.”  In broadcast coverage, 
referring to the team as “the ‘Ducks” is an acceptable variation of the team’s nickname.
