HENDY MAN: Brewers' no. 6-rated prospect Logan Henderson takes the mound on
Saturday night in hopes of helping the Sounds end a three-game slide and stop it from
tying the season-long of four straight losses. Henderson picked up his Triple-A best
10th win of the season his last time out and the Sounds are 11-4 in games that he has
started this season.

SUMMERTIME SADNESS: The Sounds offense has struggled over their last three
games against the red-hot RailRiders, combining for just two runs over the last 23
innings. This includes back-to-back shutouts after also being blanked in consecutive
games last week against Charlotte. Before the back-to-back shutouts to the Knights,
the Sounds offense was shutout in back-to-back games July 31 & August 1, 2021, in
Columbus. So, after going nearly four years since consecutive shutout losses, the
Sounds have now had it happen twice in a seven-game span.

TOP DUNN: Despite a quiet night offensively, Oliver Dunn was and continues to be

a positive in the Nashville lineup. On Friday, the infielder went 1-for-4 with a walk,
notching one of the only two hits the Sounds earned in game one of the doubleheader.
Dunn reached base in both games to extend his on-base streak to six games, which
ranks third on the team behind Daz Cameron (14) and Nick Kahle (7). Over this stretch,
Dunn is 4-for-15 with four walks, including three already in the series against the
RailRiders. Dunn's last on-base streak of six games or more was earlier this month
when he had an eight-game on-base streak from 7/6-7/19.

PATTY CAKE: Right-hander Chad Patrick has arguably been the Sounds best rotation
piece since joining the club on July 11. Patrick was one out away from throwing a
quality start against the RailRiders on Friday, letting up six hits, two runs (1 ER), and
striking out two over 5.2 frames. All four of Patrick's starts with Nashville have been 5+
IP, including a quality start on July 11 against the Durham Bulls. The last time Patrick
collected four or more starts of at least 5.0 innings in a row for Nashville was from
7/3/24-8/14/24. When he did it last year, Patrick allowed 10 earned runs over six starts
(32.2 frames), good for a 2.76 ERA and went on to be named International League
Pitcher of the Year.

RISPY BUSINESS: The Sounds were O-for-6 with runners in scoring position on
Wednesday night in a 1-0 loss and 0-8 in Friday night's doubleheader. Nashville failed
to get a runner into scoring position for just the third time this season in Game 1. Still,
Nashville ranks fourth in the International League in 2025, hitting .270 as a team

with RISP. After allowing Scranton/Wilkes-Barre to go 6-for-17 with RISP in their first
doubleheader sweep this year, the Sounds' pitching staff still ranks third in the IL,
holding opponents to a .236 BAA with RISP. Only Jacksonville (.216) and Durham (.226)
rank better pitching with RISP this season in the International League.

FIVE AWAY: Tuesday night's series opening win over the RailRiders places Sounds'
manager Rick Sweet five wins shy from passing Buddy Bailey for the third-most
managerial wins in Minor League history. Sweet owns a career record of 2,413-2,215 for
his career and he is already the Sounds all-time winningest manager.

BEEN AWHILE: The last 1-0 shutout loss suffered by the Sounds prior to Wednesday
night came back on June 4, 2021, on the road in Charlotte. On that day, the Sounds
were held to just two hits - a double by Weston Wilson and a single by Luke Maile. The
Knights were held to four hits (all singles) on seven strong innings from Aaron Ashby
(2 H, R, 11 K, BB) and two hits allowed by Quintin Torres-Costa, who struck out the side
in the bottom of the eighth. Nashville had gone 645 regular season games between 1-0
shutout losses.

KAHLE YOU DIG GIT: Nick Kahle produced the only extra-base hit of the night for
Nashville after lacing a double off Brendan Beck in the top of the sixth inning on
Wednesday night. Kahle's hitting streak was up to a career-best six games before
seeing it end after going O-for-2 with a walk and strikeout in Game 2 of Nashille's
doubleheader on Friday night against the RailRiders. After not getting a hit in his first
five games, Kahle has a hit in 10 of his last 13 games and has a hit in five of the nine
road games he has played in this year.

IN PLAY, OUTS: Nashville had just five strikeouts while at the plate on Wednesday
night, the 13th time this season with five or fewer strikeouts in a game. It was just the
fourth game this year in which the Sounds and their opponents had struck out 9 or
fewer times combined in the same game. The Sounds and Gwinnett combined for just
six strikeouts on April 30th in Gwinnett when Nashville had four at the plate and just
two on the mound.
