
Tonight is the third in a six-game series between the Lansing Lugnuts and the Fort Wayne TinCaps, the third of 15 meetings between the two teams this year. Lansing 
went 2-4 at Fort Wayne last season and has not won a road series against the TinCaps since 2018, but has won the first two games of this series and three straight overall.

On the Air: Adam Jaksa and Jesse Goldberg-Strassler have the online call at milb.streamguys1.com/lansing, while Jaden Taylor calls the action on MiLB TV.

Yesterday: Lugnuts 15, TinCaps 1. Entering the night with two home runs in 229 career MiLB games, second baseman Casey Yamauchi walloped two homers and 
an RBI double in a 6-RBI opus, and Steven Echavarria combined with four relievers on a two-hitter, helping the Luggies overwhelm Fort Wayne. Lansing collected 15 
hits and nine walks and went 8-for-18 with runners in scoring position, blowing the game open with an eight-run seventh inning.

On Deck: The Nuts and TinCaps play an evening affair tomorrow before wrapping up the series with a pair of matinees over the weekend. Then Lansing returns to 
Michigan’s state capital from April 14-19, welcoming in archrival/defending league champion West Michigan.

Prospecting: The Nuts have the No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor), No. 26 (Nate Nankil) 
and No. 30 (Bobby Boser) prospects on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects.

Milestone Watch: Lansing is 13 wins away from the 2,000th win in Lugnuts history and 8 players away from 1,000 players all-time.

What a Rout: Last night’s 15-1 win marked the most runs Lansing had scored since May 18, 2024, a 15-11 win over Lake County; 
in that game, the Nuts enjoyed a nine-run third inning against current Cleveland Guardians ace starter Parker Messick to wipe out 
an early 8-2 deficit. And how about this: In their six games played at Parkview Field last year, the Lugnuts totaled 16 runs.

The Loneliest Number: The TinCaps have scored exactly one run in their four losses this year. Conversely, Lansing has allowed 
exactly one run in its three consecutive wins. (The Nuts scored seven runs in a season-opening loss to Dayton.)

Call Yo’ Mama about Yama: With yesterday’s performance, Casey Yamauchi vaulted into a first place tie in the Midwest League in 
home runs (2) and is tied for third in RBIs (6). He joined Rodney Green, Jr. as Lugnuts with two-HR games this season.

Other Lug League Leaders: Rodney Green, Jr. tops the MWL in extra-base hits (5) and is tied for first in total bases (16) and 
doubles (3).  Bobby Boser is tied for first in walks (6). Steven Echavarria is one of two pitchers in the league to have made two starts.

Team Excellence: Lansing’s pitching staff is second in the MWL in ERA (2.75), the offense is second with an .840 OPS, and the 
defense has yet to commit an error in 142 total chances while allowing a league low one stolen base in four attempts.

Calling the Roll: Four games into the season, all 13 position players have seen action (and only C.J. Pittaro is yet to collect a 
base hit). 11 of the 17 pitchers have appeared in a game, leaving Ryan Brown, Luis Carrasco, Jose Dicochea, Riley Huge, Abel 
Mercedes and Tucker Novotny yet to make their 2026 debut.

More Than McCovey?! The 201st Lugnut to reach the Major Leagues, 2023 Lugnuts catcher Daniel Susac singled in each of his 
first two at-bats last night for the San Francisco Giants, giving him base hits in each of his first five at-bats of the year. That topped 
Hall of Famer Willie McCovey’s franchise mark of four straight hits to begin a career, making Susac the first Giant in the modern 
era to open 5-for-5. He flied out in the sixth inning before drilling a two-run triples in the eighth, capping a 6-0 Giants win over the 
Philadelphia Phillies and ace Cristopher Sanchez. Susac, now 6-for-7 in his MLB career, was originally taken in the Rule 5 Draft by 
Minnesota and traded to San Francisco, debuting on April 1. He came up one hit short of the Major League record, set by Boston 
OF Ted Cox in 1977.

Cooperstown Bound: 18-year-old Carlos Beltrán was in the very first Lugnuts starting lineup on April 5, 1996. Over the course 
of his ensuing 20-year career, he was voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, won three 
Gold Gloves, two Silver Sluggers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series. This summer, on July 
27, Beltrán will be inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, becoming the first Lugnut to be enshrined.

2016: After the first two games of the year were postponed in Lansing, the Lugnuts finally got the season going with a 5-4 loss at Great Lakes. The most notable 
occurrence: Loons outfielder Jordan Paroubeck fouled a ball back into the broadcast booth that broke Lugnuts broadcaster Jesse Goldberg-Strassler’s computer.

2019: Reliever Donnie Sellers struck out 12 Fort Wayne TinCaps in five innings, and the Lugnuts opened up a four-game series at Parkview Field with a 10-1 win. 
The TinCaps’ only run came from their first batter of the game, Jeisson Rosario, who hit an inside-the-park home run off Maverik Buffo. Kevin Smith and Cullen Large 
homered for the Nuts.
