Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies defeated the Reading Fightin Phils 
3-2 on Friday night at FirstEnergy Stadium. Joe Suozzi hit his third home run of the 
year with a solo shot with two outs and an 0-2 count in the second inning. Brandon 
McIlwain drove in a run on a sacrifice fly. Luis Moreno struck out five batters over 
five scoreless frames with no walks. Moreno earned his seventh win of the season, 
which is tied for the second-most in the Eastern League. Tyler Thomas picked up 
his first save for Binghamton with 2.1 hitless and scoreless innings with four Ks.

Cup of Joe: Joe Suozzi smacked a solo home run in the second inning on Friday 
night at Reading, with two outs and an 0-2 count. It was his third homer of the year 
and first since homering in back-to-back games against Portland in mid-June. Suozzi 
snapped an 0-for-16 skid since returning from the injured list on Saturday with the 
solo homer. Despite the skid, Suozzi has walked six times since returning to the 
Ponies' lineup. He went 1-for-2 last night with the home run and two walks. In 28 
games for Binghamton, Suozzi is hitting .247 with a .360 OBP.

Thomas the Tank: Left-handed reliever Tyler Thomas tossed his seventh-straight 
scoreless appearance last night for the Rumble Ponies. He struck out four batters 
and walked one over 2.1 hitless and scoreless frames, while earning his first 
save for Binghamton. Thomas has allowed just one run over 14 innings and nine 
appearances with Binghamton this season. He holds a 1-0 record with an 0.64 
ERA. Thomas has allowed just five hits and has a 17-to-2 strikeout-to-walk ratio in 
Double-A this year. He signed with the New York Mets on June 5.

JT Smoove: First baseman JT Schwartz returned to the Rumble Ponies' lineup on 
Thursday for the first time since May 12, after missing 64 games on the injured list. 
Schwartz made an immediate impact, as he went 2-for-4 with two singles, a walk, 
and three RBIs. He had the go-ahead two-run single in the fifth inning and added 
another RBI hit in the ninth. The 23-year-old has 23 RBIs in 28 Gs for Binghamton.

Success in Baseballtown: The Rumble Ponies have taken three of the first four 
games in this series at Reading. The Ponies currently lead the season series 8-2 over 
the Fightins. In 2022, Binghamton went 12-5 against Reading and went 9-3 on the 
road against the Fightins. A win on Saturday or Sunday would claim the series win.

Last Start: Scott faced the minimum with six 
strikeouts over four scoreless innings last Sunday at 
home against Erie. It was the second time that Scott 
started a shutout for Binghamton this year. Twelve 
of the six batters that were retired struck out. He 
allowed two hits, but both runners were retired 
on the bases. One baserunner was thrown out by 
Hayden Senger trying to steal second and the other 
was trying to stretch a single into a double and ran 
into a 9-3-4 putout.

2022: Scott made 18 appearances and nine starts 
across two levels at Class-A St. Lucie and High-A 
Brooklyn. He held a 3.80 ERA in his five starts and 
six appearances for the Cyclones last season. Across 
the two levels, Scott held a 77-to-22 K-to-BB ratio.

BACKGROUND: Scott was drafted by the Mets in 
the fifth round of the 2021 draft out of the Univer-
sity of Florida. Scott made four starts for Peoria 
in the Arizona Fall League this past fall, along-
side Rumble Ponies outfielder Brandon McIlwain 
and pitcher Mike Vasil. He currently ranks as the 
Mets' No. 27 overall prospect by MLB Pipeline. He 
totaled a 12-5 career record in 55 appearances and 
five starts with a 3.72 ERA, three saves, and 111 
strikeouts across 121 innings pitched for the Gators 
across three seasons from 2019-2021. As a redshirt 
sophomore in 2021, Scott went made 26 appear-
ances and one start going 4-2 with a 3.00 ERA and 
51 strikeouts in 54 innings. He ranked in the top 
10 in the SEC in appearances in 2021, leading the 
Gators. Led Calvary Christian Academy to the 2018 
4A State Title in Floriday and was a First Team 
All-American selection by MaxPreps. Was a mem-
ber of the USA Baseball 2016 17U National Team 
Development Program.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staff members selected to be a part of the 
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas. Following his retirement as an active 
player in 2018, Brignac was the manager of the St. Lucie Mets (Low-A) in 2021 before coming to Binghamton last year. As 
a player, Brignac appeared in parts of nine seasons in the major leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, At-
lanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins. He was drafted by the Rays in the second round 
of the 2004 MLB Draft.
