September Baseball: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies have won a season-high seven-straight games and are
coming off their first six-game series sweep in franchise history. Coming into Tuesday, the Ponies have built a
five-game lead on Portland and seven-game lead over Reading for the second playoff spot in the Northeast
Division behind Somerset. Binghamton has won 13 of its last 15 games and 10 of its last 11 games.

Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies beat the Harrisburg Senators, 3-1, on Sunday night at Mirabito
Stadium. It marked Binghamton's first six-game sweep in franchise history. Luisangel Acufa hit a two-run single
and JT Schwartz hit a solo homer. The Ponies used four pitchers in the victory. The Ponies have won seven-
straight games and 13 of their last 15 overall.

Recipe for Success: Over the past five games, Rumble Ponies' pitchers have combined to strike out 61 batters
and issue just 12 walks against Harrisburg. Offensively, the Ponies drew 22 walks over the past five games.
Several of the Ponies starters were dominant in the series against Harrisburg. On Wednesday, Luis Moreno (9 K
and 1 BB over 5.1 IP), Joander Suarez (6 K and 1 BB over six no-hit innings) on Thursday, and Dom Hamel (11 K
and 2 BB over 6 scoreless IP) on Friday. On Saturday, Jordan Geber (4 K and 0 BB over 6 scoreless IP).

JT Smoove: First baseman JT Schwartz had eight hits in last week's series against Harrisburg, hitting .364 with a
.391 on-base percentage, .545 slugging percentage, and .936 OPS. He drove in five runs, scored twice, and only
struck out once last week. Schwartz hit his fourth homer of the season and first at home on Sunday night. In 57
games this season, Schwartz is slashing .300/.374/.451/.825 with 45 runs batted in, 16 doubles, and four homers.
The 23-year-old homered twice in the series against Hartford at Dunkin' Park in late April.

Lightning Acuia: Shortstop Luisangel Acuiia recorded his eighth multi-hit game and first multi-RBI game
with Binghamton on Sunday night, with a single in the first and a go-ahead two-run single in the third. Acufa is
currently riding a 12-game on-base streak, which is his longest with the Rumble Ponies.

Action Jackson: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson singled and was hit by a pitch on Sunday night, extending his on-
base streak to 17 games. Jackson has reached base safely in 26 of his first 27 games with the Rumble Ponies and
he's recorded a hit in 15 of his last 17 games and in 19 of his last 23 games.

Baby Mets: All four 'Baby Mets' and former Rumble Ponies are in the New York Mets starting lineup tonight for
the first time in their careers. 23-year-old Mark Vientos (DH), 21-year-old Francisco Alvarez (C), 23-year-old
Brett Baty (3B), and 22-year-old Ronny Mauricio (2B) will bat in order with Vientos batting fifth, Alvarez batting
sixth, Baty batting seventh, and Mauricio batting eighth for the Mets in Washington, D.C. at Nationals Park.

In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season

with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Alvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staft members selected to be a part of the
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas. Following his retirement as an active
player in 2018, Brignac was the manager of the St. Lucie Mets (Low-A) in 2021 before coming to Binghamton last year. As
a player, Brignac appeared in parts of nine seasons in the major leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, At-
lanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins. He was drafted by the Rays in the second round
of the 2004 MLB Draft.
