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May 17: RubberDucks 10, Baysox 9: The Chesapeake Baysox
jumped out to an 8-0 lead in the first, but the RubberDucks rallied
back with two runs each in the fourth, fifth and seventh before scoring
four runs in the eighth to give Akron the comeback win. Ralphy
Velazquez picked up three hits, including two home runs, to lead the
comeback win.

Today’s starter: Dylan DeLucia makes his eighth start of the season
on Tuesday morning. The right-hander is coming off a no-decision last
week against Chesapeake tossing four innings allowing three runs
while striking out three. After allowing 14 runs combined in his first two
starts, DeLucia has allowed just 10 runs over his last six starts (17.2
innings pitched). He has faced Harrisburg three times this season
allowing 16 runs (14 earned) while striking out nine over eight innings
pitched.

Tale of two locations: Akron is an impressive 16-5 record at 7 17
Credit Union Park in 2026. The RubberDucks are batting .237 with
105 runs scored, 31 doubles, six triples, 17 homers, 97 RBI and 28
stolen bases in Akron. On the mound at 7 17 Credit Union Park, the
RubberDucks staff is working to a 2.95 ERA with 204 strikeouts over
186.0 innings. On the road this season, Akron is 6-12. The Ducks staff
is working to a 5.49 ERA and 169 strikeouts over 155.2 innings. At the
plate, Akron hitters are batting .219 with 94 runs scored, 25 doubles,
four triples, 15 home runs, 82 RBI and 20 stolen bases.

Just in the Nick of time: Nick Mitchell has started to heat up the
RubberDucks over his last 10 games. The oultfielder is batting
.286/.432/.400 with 10 hits, six runs scored, two doubles, a triple and
seven RBI in that span. On May 12, Mitchell had his first three-hit
game of the season and came just a home run shy of the cycle in
Akron’s win. He also picked up a walk-off single against Chesapeake
on May 14.

Wild Sundays: The Akron RubberDucks have played some historic
Sunday games this season. On April 19, five Akron pitchers combined
to toss a no-hitter. On May 3, Akron jumped out to a 11-0 lead before
Harrisburg rallied back to win 13-11. On May 17, Akron rallied from 8-
0 down to win 10-9 over Chesapeake.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 205 walks rank
first in the Eastern League and third in Double-A this season. 11
players have worked double digit walks in 2026 for the RubberDucks,
including Nick Mitchell, who leads the active RubberDucks roster and
is tied second in the Eastern League in walks with 26 free passes this
season. Mitchell walked five times last week against the Baysox.

Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, strikeouts, starts,
games, saves, innings pitched and average against.

Mooney is money: Alex Mooney is starting to heat up at the plate
over his last two series. He picked up 11 hits in 10 games played
against Richmond and Chesapeake including two doubles, a home
run and four RBI. He also added five stolen bases and 10 runs
scored. Mooney has reached base in all 10 games and picked up a hit
in his last five.
