
TODAY'S GAME: The Curve look to exact some revenge on the Baysox after dropping 5-of-6 to Bowie in late-April. This is the final visit of the season for the 
Curve to Prince George Stadium, the team's will see each other at PNG Field in August.

LAST TIME OUT: Charles McAdoo homered and doubled and the Curve held on for a 7-6 win in 11 innings on Saturday night at Bowie.

HE WILL McADOO: Infielder Charles McAdoo made his Double-A debut with a bang on Saturday, June 23 at Bowie. McAdoo made a terrific play in the first 
inning in the field and then went 2B, BB, 2R HR in his first three at-bats for the Curve. McAdoo batted .336/.415/.561 with 15 2B, 4 3B, 9 HR, 52 RBI and 
14-17 SB in 60 Games to start the year with Greensboro.

BUBBA'S BURGERS: On Friday, June 21 at Bowie, Bubba Chandler struck out a career-high 10 batters in 7.0 scoreless innings against Bowie. After allow-
ing a leadoff double in the first, Chandler struck out 7 straight hitters and retired 16 straight men. He allowed 2 baserunners in the 6th before finishing off 
his career-long outing. Since his return from the IL on May 29, Chandler has walked just 3 batters in 22.2 IP wth 27 strikeouts, recording a 2-2 record with 
a 2.78 ERA (7 ER / 22.2 IP) with a 0.97 WHIP. It was the third 10 strikeout game by a Curve pitcher this season after Braxton Ashcraft recorded a pair in 
May and early-June.

FEELING PEACHY: Infielder Kervin Pichardo turned in a massive effort at the plate on Thursday, June 20 at Bowie, aiding the Curve to a 10-8 win in 12 in-
nings. Pichardo picked up a career-high 4 hits as part of a 4-for-5 day at the plate with a homer and 3 RBI in the win. Pichardo has been one of the Eastern 
League's top hitters in the month of June during which he's hitting .361/.400/.492 with 2 2B, 2 HR and 7 RBI in 18 games. Entering play on Sunday, July 23 
he's got a hit in 10 straight games and ranks 9th in the league in batting average (.348), T-3rd in hits (23) and T-7th in runs (15) during the calendar month.

A BIG ADDITION: Finishing off his third week with Altoona, utilityman Yoyner Fajardo has reached base safely in 9 straight games, during which he's bat-
ting .361/.455/.389 with 1 2B, 4 RBI, 7 BB, 6-6 SB. 

SLAMMIN' SAMMY: Outfielder Sammy Siani led the Curve to a 6-4 comeback win over Bowie on Wednesday, June 19. With a solo homer, and a run-scoring 
single as part of a 3-for-5 day at the plate, Siani also added a critical diving catch in right field in the 5th inning to support the Curve bullpen. In his last 7 
games (June 14), Siani is batting .346/.452/.654/1.106 OPS with 1 2B, 2 3B, 1 HR and 5 RBI, 4 BB and 3-3 SB.

TROUBLE AT HOME: With a 11-18 record at home this season, the Curve have struggled to take advantage of their homefield advantage at Peoples Natural 
Gas Field. Altoona's .641 OPS as a team in home games is 25th among Double-A teams. Offense is generally down in the league as Binghamton (.634 OPS 
in home games, 28th among Double-A teams) and Akron (.630 OPS in home games, 29th among Double-A teams) have also struggled to score runs in their 
home games. Altoona's 122 runs scored in home 29 games is 22nd at the level, 3rd-worst to Akron who has scored 104 runs in 28 home games this season.

SULLY DOMINATES: Righty Sean Sullivan has picked up right where he left off in 2023 in the Curve rotation. Sullivan tossed 18.0 consecutive scoreless 
innings (5/7 - 5/28), the longest streak by a Curve pitcher since Roansy Contreras began the 2021 season with 18.2 scoreless innings. In his time with 
Altoona he has allowed 2 runs or fewer in 23-of-38 outings (19-of-33 starts).

PETEY'S BIG FLIES: Outfielder Dustin Peterson recorded his fourth career two-homer game in Altoona's 6-4 win over Richmond on Sunday, June 9. 
Peterson recorded the second multi-homer game by a Curve batter this season (Aaron Shackelford - April 9) and the 129th instance in franchise history. 
Peterson is batting .290/.371/.548/.919 with 2 2B, 2 HR, 5 RBI during his current 8-game on-base streak (6/9 - Present).

THE CHEN CHRONICLES: Righty Po-Yu Chen overcame a difficult month of April (7.93 ERA) and hit his stride as the calendar flipped to June. Chen fired 
a career-high 8.0 innings and struck out 9 on June 7 at Richmond to lead the Curve to a 3-1 win. Chen allowed just one run in three straight outings, and 
since May 25 he has recorded a 2.82 ERA (9 ER / 28.2 IP) with 25 strikeouts.

K SPELLS TROUBLE: Altoona has struck out at least 10 times at the plate in a game 33 times this season in 68 games.

BULLPEN TROUBLES: Altoona's bullpen has blown 13 of 27 save chances this season, second-most by a Double-A club behind the Akron RubberDucks (17 
blown saves). Altoona's 4.94 bullpen ERA is 27th among 30 Double-A clubs.

HANGING BY THE BAY: Roberto Mercado leads the Baysox after two seasons managing the Orioles High-A affiliate in Aberdeen. Mercado led the Ironbirds 
to a playoff appearance in 2022 and took home the organization's Cal Ripken Sr. Award given to the minor league instructor with the most dramatic impact 
during the season. The typically loaded Baysox are a bit light in the prospect department this year, but OF Dylan Beavers, C/DH Samuel Basallo and C Silas 
Ardoin highlight the position player group.

THE FIRST TO PUT THEIR SOX ON: Cameron Weston makes his second start of the series, he took a no-hitter into the 6th inning in his first outing. Weston 
was born in Pittsburgh and played his college ball at Michigan, he was picked in the 8th round in 2022 by the Orioles. Weston played for Canon-McMillan 
High School and comes from a family of athletes, his Mother Erin played Volleyball at Waynesburg College, his sister Miranda played Volleyball at Clarion 
University and his younger sister, Katie, played at Lafayette. Canon-McMillan HS is about 30 minutes south of Pittsburgh.
