FIVE-RUN MEMPHIS 10TH SINKS JACKSONVILLE
Bradley Blalock fanned eight in 6.0 innings of one-run ball
on Tuesday, but the Redbirds scored five runs in the 10th
inning to knock off the Jumbo Shrimp 8-3. With the score
tied at one in the sixth, Graham Pauley bashed a two-run
homer to put Jacksonville in front. However, in the seventh,
Memphis pushed across a pair of runs to even the score

at three. The game remained tied until the 10th, when the
Redbirds scored all five of their runs with two outs. The
Jumbo Shrimp wound up leaving 11 runners on base, going
0-for-11 with runners in scoring position.

ACE UP THE SLEEVE

Jacksonwville starting pitching has been nothing short of
dominant of late. Over the club's the last eight games,
Jumbo Shrimp lid-lifters have combined to yield only 10
runs, nine earned, on 30 hits (6.2 H/9) in 43.1 innings,
recording an extraordinary 1.87 ERA. During this run,
Jacksonville starters have combined for 65 strikeouts (13.5
K/9) against just nine walks (1.9 BB/9). Not coincidentally,
this starting pitching success has helped the Jumbo Shrimp
go 6-2 over this stretch.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, | LIKE ETZEL DAY

Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season,
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of
the season. Over the last 38 contests, however, the Texas
native is a scorching 41-for-146 at the plate, slashing a
robust .281/.379/.493/.872 with five doubles, one triple,
eight home runs, 27 RBIs, 22 walks and 33 runs scored.
Since this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks tied for fourth
in the IL in runs, tied for 15th in hits, tied for 20th in RBIs
and tied for 24th in walks.

MEN OF STEAL

The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely
different story; Jacksonville's 108 steals in the last 51 games
are far and away the most in Triple-A since April 24, with
Gwinnett's 95 steals ranking second.

SWIPER NO SWIPING!

Jacksonville has recorded a caught stealing in four of the last
five contests in which their opponent has attempted a steal.
This run has helped the club surge to becoming the Triple-A
leader in runners caught stealing (36) while ranking fourth
in caught stealing percentage (26.9 percent). The Jumbo
Shrimp also excelled in these categories in 2025, ranking
second in caught stealing percentage (27.6 percent) and
third in runners caught stealing (56).

JUMPIN' BRAX

Braxton Garrett, who starts Wednesday's game for the
Jumbo Shrimp, has been one of the toughest pitchers to
hit in Triple-A this season. The 28-year-old has surrendered
only 21 hits in 52.0 innings, working out to a .125 batting
average against that would lead the International League if
Garrett had enough innings to qualify. In fact, Garrett's 21
hits allowed are the fewest of the 107 IL pitchers with at
least 35.0 innings pitched this season. The closest IL hurler
with at least 50.0 innings pitched this season is Charlotte's
Hagen Smith, who has surrendered 16 more hits in the
same amount of innings.

ROAD IS WHERE THE HEART IS

Jacksonville has racked up an impressive 22-14 (.611)
record on the road this season - the 22 away victories trail
only Memphis' 26-13 (.667) road record in all of Triple-A.
The biggest difference for the Jumbo Shrimp in their away
contests has been their offense. At VyStar Ballpark, the club
is hitting just .213/.325/.353/.678 with 158 runs scored (4.1
per game). Jacksonville is batting .259/.337/.430/.767 with
224 runs scored (6.2 per game) on the road.

PINTAR-EST

Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar

was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven
RBIs, 13 walks and nine runs. The BYU product has changed
his season around significantly since then; over the last 37
games, Pintar is 41-for-139 (.295/.390/.511/.901) with 10
doubles, one triple, six homers, 27 RBIs, 21 walks and 28
runs. Since this hot streak began on April 28, Pintar ranks
16th in OBP, 17th in OPS and 24th in both average and
slugging percentage.
