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ROUGHRIDERS BLANKED BY ARKANSAS ON FRIDAY NIGHT:

The Frisco RoughRiders failed to score in their first game since clinching a playoff spot, falling 4-0 to the Arkansas Travelers on Friday
night at Riders Field. Frisco (37-29) starter Dalton Pence struck out a pair in a scoreless first inning but surrendered a run after three
straight walks to open the second. Arkansas (41-26) plated another run in the fifth off of Pence for a 2-0 lead. Travelers’ starter Kade
Anderson pitched six scoreless innings, allowing just two hits to Arturo Disla and Julian Brock. He extended his scoreless inning
streak to 27.2 innings and struck out eight. Those were Frisco’s only two hits of the night and the final score settled at 4-0 after an
Arkansas run in the top of the eighth.

RIDERS ARE POSTSEASON BOUND:
The Riders clinched a playoff spot with a win on Thursday, capturing the Texas League South Division 1st Half. The Riders have now

made the playoffs 11 times, their first berth since 2024, with two championships in 2004 and 2022. The Riders have now won the first
half 9 times, their first since 2024.

NO POWER, NO PROBLEM:

The Riders have scored 26 runs in their last 3 games with just 1 home run. Frainyer Chavez led off the second game of the double-
header Wednesday with a solo shot, so the Riders have scored their last 25 runs without a long ball.

CHAVEZ IN CHARGE:

RoughRiders infielder Frainyer Chavez has been on fire at the plate. In his 26 games, he is hitting .347 (34-for-98)/.453/.561/1.014
with 12 doubles, 3 home runs, 14 RBIs, 18 walks, 14 strikeouts and 23 runs scored. He hit his third leadoff home run of the season in
game two of the doubleheader on June 17th. He has now tied his career-high 8 home runs (2025), but in 47 fewer games. Chavez is

tied for 3rd in the Texas League in hits (70), 3rd in doubles (18), T-6th in walks (41), T-6th in extra-base hits (26) and 2nd in runs scored
(54).

LORD, | WAS BORN A TRAVELERS MAN:
The Riders are 6-4 against Arkansas this year, outscoring the Travs 58-45, holding Arkansas to a .191/.323/.382/.705 slashline. Frainyer

Chavez (.389, 14 hits and 2 homers in 9 games) and Arturo Disla (.378, 14 hits and 2 homers in 10 games) have led the charge for
Frisco on the offensive side.

THE ‘PEN IS MIGHTIER THAN THE SWORD:
Frisco’s bullpen has been great lately and is now 3rd in Double-A with a 3.83 ERA and 1st in the Texas League. Over the last 22 games,
the Riders have the best bullpen ERA in the Texas League (3.12). Last week in San Antonio, Frisco threw 24.2 innings from the arm

barn, allowing just eight runs (2.92ERA). In the last 11 games, the starters have also dominated, going 3-2 with a 3.50 ERA, the third-
best ERA in the Texas League.

RAFE AT HOME:

Riders infielder Rafe Perich has had an incredibly clutch introduction to his new team, homering 5 times in his first 20 games with
the RoughRiders. All of his 5 home runs have either tied the game or gave the RoughRiders the lead, including a game-tying home
run in the 9th and a walk-off home run in the 9th. His 16 total home runs this year lead the Rangers organization. Between High-A

Hub City and Frisco, he won May Texas Rangers Player of the Month, hitting .327/.427/.714/1.141 with 11 home runs and 32 RBIs.

ONE-RUN MADNESS LATE:
The RoughRiders are just 9-12 in one-run games this year. Out of the 12 one-run loses, the RoughRiders scored at least one run in the
final inning to make it a one-run loss in 6 different games this season, just coming up short. Only 3 of the 12 losses featured a blown

lead from the Frisco bullpen. The Riders have been the best run-scoring offense in the 7th inning or later in Double-A (150 runs) and
the 2nd-best team in Double-A in ERA in the 7th inning or later (3.43).

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:
Frisco’s 56 runs in the first inning this year are 5th in the minors, hitting .285 (75-for-263) in the first with 13 home runs. They have
scored in the first inning in 27 games and have scored multiple runs in the first inning in 14 games this season. When scoring 7 or

fewer runs, the Riders are 15-28 (including a combined 7-10 record when scoring 6 or 7 runs) and 22-1 when scoring 8 or more. Frisco
is also 14-16in 1 or 2-run games.

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:

Through 66 games the RoughRiders are 2nd in the Texas League with 592 hits. They are second in the league in batting average
(.266) and 2nd in runs (419, 6.3 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco
has scored 7 or more runs in 44 percent of their games (29-of-66). The Riders are 5th in the Texas League in homers (80), 1st in dou-
bles (123), 3rd in SLG (.437) and 2nd in OPS (.800).

Comer returns to Double-A Frisco in 2026 after managing at the High-A level over the last three seasons. The native of Mansfield, Texas will
enter his 10th season with the Rangers and his second in Frisco.

Years with Rangers: 10

In 2022, Comer helped pilot the Riders to their second Texas League Championship in franchise history, serving as a development coach. Over
the last three seasons, Comer managed High-A Hickory (2023-2024) and High-A Hub City (2025), going 197-191 (.508).

Prior to Frisco, Comer was the hitting coach for the High-A Hickory Crawdads in 2021, after serving as a coach at various levels of the Rangers
system from 2016-2019.

The former University of Texas at Arlington catcher played two seasons in the Atlanta Braves organization, reaching High-A Lynchburg in
2012. He was drafted by Atlanta in the 29th round of the 2011 draft after four seasons at UTA.

PITCHING COACH
THOMAS ST. CLAIR Years with Rangers: 5

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Years with RoughRiders: 1

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North
Carolina Wesleyan College.

The right-hander pitched three professional seasons in the St. Louis Cardinals system from 2017-19 after he was picked in the 24th round of
the 2017 June draft, making 88 outings for the organization’s Rookie and Single-A affiliates.

The Winston-Salem, North Carolina native played four years (2014-17) at Division Il Lenior-Rhyne University in Hickory, N.C.

JasoN HART

Hart returns as the hitting coach in Frisco for the first time since he served as the RoughRiders hitting coach from 2012-2019. Before that,
most recently, he was the Major League hitting assistant for the Miami Marlins under current Rangers manager Skip Schumaker.

In 2015, Hart was named the Mike Coolbaugh Texas League Coach of the Year for his work with the Riders hitters. Prior to joining Frisco, Hart

spent two seasons as the hitting coach with Low-A Hickory. His tenure with the Rangers began after he assisted the Single-A Clinton staff

with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona
" Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homersin 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference
All-Star in 1998.
