with an RBI triple to force extras. In the tenth, Noah Williams delivered in his 
debut but putting Augusta ahead for the first time with an RBI double for his 
third hit of the game in his debut. Estarlin Rodriguez finished off an unbeliev-
able night for the Augusta bullpen as he closed 7.1 shutout inning with no hits 
allowed in a 3-2 win in extra innings. 

•	 Welcome to Single-A: 18-year-old Noah Williams made an impressive 
first impression in his first start as the 18th round draft pick led the team 
with three hits including his go-ahead, RBI double in the tenth inning. Wil-
liams is the 16th of 22 draft picks to play at least one game for Augusta.

•	 Wins against the Bottom: Augusta will miss the playoffs in 2022 
but they've put together a strong overall record against teams behind them 
in the standing. This season, the GreenJackets are just 17-31 against Myrtle 
Beach and Charleston combined, but 50-29 versus the rest of the league.

•	 Free Baseball: The GreenJackets won their first extra innings game 
since June 25 at Fayetteville for the fourth win in extras this year. It's the 
sixth time this season Augusta has won when scoring three runs or less.

•	 Going for Five Straight: Landon Leach will start Thursday's match 
up against Kannapolis, he tossed three innings in his last start against Salem.
