FRES-NOTES

FULL CIRCLE WALK-OFF: Cameron Nelson has now impacted a game from both ends of the scorebook.
His first home run of the season came as a leadoff blast on April 26 against Rancho Cucamonga, setting the
tone from the game’s opening pitch. Thursday night, Nelson delivered his second homer of the year in even
more dramatic fashion, launching the Grizzlies’ first walk-off home run since Jason Hinchman went deep
against Visalia on May 26, 2024. Nelson also added his league-leading sixth outfield assist of the season
earlier in the game, continuing to make an impact on both sides of the ball.

STREAKING TOWARD HISTORY: When the Grizzlies needed a spark most, Tanner Thach was right

in the middle of it. The California League RBI leader opened Fresno’s six-run ninth inning Thursday with a
single, extending his league-best hitting streak to 24 games and setting the table for another dramatic come-
back victory. Thach enters tonight leading the California League in hits (79), RBI (57), extra-base hits (28),
total bases (129), slugging percentage (.597) and OPS (1.032) while ranking second in batting average
(.366) and tied for second in home runs (10). His production has come in some of Fresno’s biggest moments
as well, with three game-tying home runs already this season and now a hit that helped launch one of the
club’s most memorable rallies of the year.

LIVING ON THE EDGE: The Grizzlies haven’t made life easy on themselves, but they’ve made a habit
of winning close games. Fresno is 13-10 in games decided by two runs or fewer, including 11-10 in one-run
games and 3-2 in extra innings. More than 40% of the club’s games this season have been decided by two
runs or less, and the Grizzlies have consistently found ways to come out ahead in tight contests.

LATE NIGHT DELIGHT: Fresno has scored 36 9th inning runs this season thanks to its second six-run 9th
inning on Wednesday night. The Grizzlies now have four walk-offs this seson and their first back-to-back
walk off victories since August of 2025.
