The Chesapeake Baysox dropped their third in a row to Richmond in the series finale
by a final of 12-2. Richmond jumped out to a 10-0 lead after five and a half innings.
Starter Nestor German struck out five in five innings of work but gave up seven runs
on nine hits. Creed Willems went 2-for-3 with a double for his third straight multi-hit
game.

HEY NOW, YOU'RE AN ALL-STAR

OF Enrique Bradfield Jr. and RHP Keagan Gillies were both selected by MLB to
participate in the 2025 MLB All-Star Futures Game in Atlanta on Saturday, July 12.
Bradfield and Gillies are the 15th and 16th Baysox players and the first duo in
franchise history to be selected to baseball's top prospect showcase. Bradfield,

the Orioles No. 2 prospect, stole the second-most bases last season (74) and won an
MiLB Rawlings Gold Glove in the outfield. Gillies held a 1.15 ERA in 31.1 innings pitched
out of the bullpen before earning promotion to Triple-A Norfolk last Wednesday.

CREED CRUSHES

C Creed Willems has been one of the best performers in the Orioles system this year.
Amongst O's minor leaguers, the Orioles No. 11 prospect is third in extra base hits
(25), third in doubles (16), tied for sixth in home runs (8) and seventh in total bases
(101). Willems has four multi-hit games in his last five played.

TRIMBLE IS NIMBLE

OF Reed Trimble is on a 13-game on-base streak, which is the longest active streak
on the team and is tied for the fifth-longest active streak in the Eastern League.
The 25-year-old is slashing .275/.373/.412 during this stretch.

HOME WOES

Chesapeake has won just 11 games at home this season, which is tied for the fewest
in all of Minor League Baseball along with High-A Dayton. The Baysox have dropped
17 of their last 21 home games since May 27. The last time the Baysox finished a
season at least 10 games below .500 at home was in 2016 (30-41).

CLOSE GAMES AND FREE BASEBALL

Chesapeake has won 18 one-run games this season - which is tied for the most in
the Eastern League. The Baysox have played 32 one-run games this season, which is
the most in all of Double-A. Chesapeake has won nine extra-inning games this sea-
son, which is the second-most amongst full-season MiLB clubs (Quad Cities - High-A,
KC).

BULLPEN BEASTS

Chesapeake's bullpen holds a 3.15 ERA, which is fourth-best in Double-A and tied
for seventh-best in full-season MiLB. Baysox relievers have punched out 398 hit-
ters, which is fifth-most in Double-A and the second-most in the Eastern League.

WE'RE TALKIN' ABOUT THE FIGHTINS'

The Reading Fightin' Phils - Double-A affiliate of the Philadelphia Phillies - finished
the first half with a 25-42 record, which was last in the Northeast Division. Reading
has started the second half with a road series win in Richmond and a series loss
against Somerset. Reading's active roster includes six of the Phillies' top 30 pros-
pects, per MLB.com - IF Aidan Miller (No. 2), RHP Jean Cabrera (No. 12), IF Carson
DeMartini (No. 15), OF Hendry Mendez (No. 25), C Caleb Ricketts (No. 29), and OF
Dylan Campbell (No. 30).

TODAY'’S OPPOSING STARTER

RHP Koyo Aoyagi makes his third start of the season for Reading. Aoyagi began the
year in Triple-A Lehigh Valley but was assigned to Double-A Reading in late June after
recording a 7.45 ERA in 19 appearances with the IronPigs. The 31-year-old pitched
nine seasons in Japan's Nippon Professional Baseball League and was a three-time
All-Star. Aoyogi also won a gold medal for Team Japan in the 2020 Olympics.

Roberto Mercado returns for his second season as Baysox Manager in 2025 after completing his first
year at the Double-A level last season. The 17th manager in franchise history, he led the Baysox to a 62-

go on to make their Major League debuts in the same season. The New Britain, CT native also managed
the Surprise Saguaros of the Arizona Fall League this past offseason, where he led them to a league-
best 18-10 record and a Fall League Championship Game appearance.

Before the Baysox, Mercado spent two seasons as manager of the Aberdeen IronBirds - the Orioles’
High-A affiliate. Mercado received the Cal Ripken, Sr. Player Development Award in 2022 by the Ori-
oles.

Prior to joining the O's, Mercado spent 17 years on the coaching staff at New Britain High School in
Connecticut and served as Dean of Students for over 18 years.

For select home games, the Chesapeake Baysox will take the field as the Chesapeake Oyster Catch-
ers as a tribute to the Chesapeake Bay’s rich heritage and thriving ecosystem.

Inspired by the American oystercatcher, the prominent patterned shorebird can be found along the
Chesapeake Bay year-round. With its bold black-and-white plumage, orange beak, and knack for
hunting shellfish, the oystercatcher is a symbol of strength and ingenuity—qualities that define both
the Chesapeake region and its passionate baseball fans.

The Qyster Catchers name also pays homage to the Chesapeake Bay’s rich maritime traditions and
oyster restoration efforts, celebrating the region’s deep connection to its waters.

The Cangrejos Fantasmas De Chesapeake (Chesapeake Ghost Crabs) are a part of MiLB's "Copa de la
Diversion™" or "Fun Cup™"- a season-long event series specifically designed to embrace the culture
and values that resonate most with Minor League Baseball™ teams' local U.S. Hispanic communities.
