KNIGHTS TAKE SERIES FINALE

LHP Ty Blach is slated to make his fourth start
for the E-Train on Tuesday. Last time out, Blach
allowed three runs on seven hits in 4.0 innings
against Charlotte on May 21. He struck out two and
walked three. He owns a 3.52 ERA (6 ER/15.1 IP)
and 1.30 WHIP in three starts since signing a minor
league contract with Texas on May 9.

REEL 'EM IN

In 22 games this month, Round Rock owns the
league's second-highest on-base percentage
(.365). The E-Train rank second in runners left on
base (400) and seventh in runs scored (257) this
season. They left 59 runners on base last week
against Charlotte, the most in the PCL last week.

DEFENSE WINS

The Express fell to the Knights, 7-4 on Sunday.
Round Rock RHP Dane Dunning tossed 4.2
scoreless innings allowing one hit, one walk and
striking out four. The Knights exploded for five
in the fifth. RF Zack DelLoach kicked it off with a
solo home run. SS Colson Montgomery, 1B Andrew
Vaughn and C Kyle Teel tallied three consecutive
doubles that scored four runs for a 5-O Charlotte
lead. The Express were held without a run through
the first six innings. It would be 2B Frainyer Chavez
to put the E-Train on the board with a three-run
home run in the top of the seventh. Chavez’s
first career Triple-A homer cut the deficit to 5-3.
Charlotte added to their lead with a pair of runs in
the bottom of the eighth. The Knights loaded the
bases with three consecutive walks. LF Corey Julks
sent a single into left that scored two and Charlotte
led 7-3 heading into the ninth. Round Rock put the
pressure on Charlotte with a run on four walks in
the ninth inning. 1B Konner Piotto represented the
winning run at the plate but popped out and the
Knights took the series finale 7-4.

The Round Rock defense has turned the most
double plays in the league this year and owns a
.979 fielding percentage. C Chad Wallach has yet
to commit an error behind the plate while holding
base stealers to a 53.8% success rate.

THE MARCUS MASH

OF Marcus Smith is batting .319 (15-47) in 15 games
with the Express. After a walk on Sunday, Smith
has been on base in seven consecutive games and
13 of 14 with Round Rock. Since joining the Express
on May 8th, his 1.161 OPS is fourth best in the PCL
in that span. Smith also owns the league’s highest
average exit velocity this month (min. 50 PA) at
96.2 MPH.

The Express added INF Richie Martin to the roster
on Saturday and OF Billy McKinney and INF
Alan Trejo were added prior to today’'s game. All
three signed minor league contracts with Texas.
McKinney and Martin are both former first round
selections by the Athletics.
