Jump Man: 2025 Lugnuts Opening Day starter Gage Jump twirled seven one-hit scoreless innings against the Angels last night, walk-
ing three and striking out seven, in a combined four-hit 5-0 shutout. It was Jump’s fifth MLB start, giving him a 2.37 ERA across 30 1/3 
innings; he has yet to allow a home run. More impressively, Jump allowed three runs in his second MLB inning back on May 26; since 
then, he has a 1.59 ERA in 28 1/3 innings.

Powering On: Yesterday marked the return to action for C/INF Davis Diaz (2025-2026 Lugnut), rehabbing his way back to Double-A 
in the Arizona Complex League after a facial injury; Diaz drew three walks and homered for the Arizona Complex League Athletics. And 
Tommy White (2025 Lugnut) returned to the Las Vegas lineup after a concussion, going 3-for-6 with a pair of homers, including a grand 
slam, to lead a 26-13 Aviators slugfest victory over Round Rock. Brett Harris (2021-2022 Lugnut) also hit a grand slam and Joshua 
Kuroda-Grauer (2025 Lugnut) went 3-for-5 with a walk to raise his batting average to .364.

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltrán went on to 
be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Sluggers, 
the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltrán will be inducted 
into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of A’s prospects: No. 16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 18 
(Zane Taylor), No. 23 (Nate Nankil) and No. 30 (Nathan Dettmer). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A’s prospects puts Echavarria 
at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

Big League Nuts: 2024 Lugnut Kade Morris made his MLB debut on June 6 vs. Houston, becoming the 205th all-time Lugnut to reach 
the Majors and the fifth this season (Daniel Susac, Eduardo Rivera, Henry Bolte, Gage Jump). There are eight current Lugnuts on the 
Athletics: Bolte, Jump, Lawrence Butler, Joey Estes, Hogan Harris, Jack Perkins, Tyler Soderstrom and Colby Thomas.

2016: Ryan Hissey’s game-winning RBI double in the bottom of the 11th ended the first half with a 5-4 Father’s Day victory over 
the West Michigan Whitecaps. The win also ensured that Whitecaps lost out on home-field advantage to the South Bend Cubs in 
the playoffs, denying West Michigan the division title. The Whitecaps had rallied twice, tying the score at 3-3 in the eighth on a Will 
Maddox two-run homer, and then at 4-4 in the ninth on a Cam Gibson two-out RBI single.

2018: The Lugnuts hosted their fourth Midwest League All-Star Game, drawing 9,396. In the pre-game Home Run Derby, Bowling 
Green Hot Rods catcher Ronaldo Hernandez put on an impressive power display to capture the title. Then the Eastern Division beat 
the West, 3-2, in ten innings, thanks to a two-out game-winning RBI single from Dayton Dragons first baseman Montrell Marshall, 
driving in teammate Stuart Fairchild from second base.
