SEVENTH HEAVEN

Thanks to a brilliant start on Wednesday from Braxton
Garrett and some ninth-inning heroics from Zach Pop,
Jacksonville earned its seventh shutout of the season in

a 1-0 triumph in Nashville. The Jumbo Shrimp's seven
shutouts lead all of Triple-A. During the 2025 campaign,
Jacksonville finished with 13 shutouts - second-most at the
level. Meanwhile, Garrett's 8.0 innings matched his own
high from his no-hitter on April 21 at Gwinnett for the most
frames tossed by a Jumbo Shrimp starter this season.

ACE UP THE SLEEVE

Jacksonwville starting pitching has been nothing short of
dominant of late. Over the club's the last 15 games, Jumbo
Shrimp lid-lifters have combined to yield only 18 runs, 15
earned, on 49 hits (5.7 H/9) in 77.2 innings, recording an
extraordinary 1.74 ERA. During this run, Jacksonville starters
have combined for 102 strikeouts (11.8 K/9) against just 21
walks (2.4 BB/9). Not coincidentally, this starting pitching
success has helped the Jumbo Shrimp go 12-3 over this
stretch.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, | LIKE ETZEL DAY

Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season,
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of
the season. Over the last 43 contests, however, the Texas
native is a scorching 47-for-161 at the plate, slashing a
robust .292/.397/.503/.900 with six doubles, two triples,
eight home runs, 28 RBIs, 27 walks and 38 runs scored.
Since this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks third in the
ILin runs, 16th in OBP, 18th in both OPS and walks, tied for
19th in hits and 23rd in average.

Since
Jacksonville rejoined Triple-A in 2021, the Jumbo Shrimp
have played 88 games against the Sounds, with Jacksonville
going 44-44 (.500) against Nashville. The Sounds have
outscored the Jumbo Shrimp by a miniscule 422-410 (+12)
margin over these 88 contests.

MEN OF STEAL

The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in
Triple-A. Since that point has been a completely different
story; Jacksonville's 113 steals in the last 58 games are the
second-most in Triple-A, trailing only Gwinnett (115).

ROAD IS WHERE THE HEART IS

Jacksonville has racked up an impressive 23-15 (.605)
record on the road this season - the 23 away victories rank
in a tie for seventh in all of Triple-A. The biggest difference
for the Jumbo Shrimp in their away contests has been
their offense. At VyStar Ballpark, the club is hitting just
.219/.330/.360/.690 with 190 runs scored (4.3 per game).
Jacksonville is batting .259/.336/.425/.761 with 229 runs
scored (6.0 per game) on the road.

SHRIMP BITES

Jacksonville has won 11 of their last 13 games dating back to
June 17. During this stretch, they lead Triple-A in ERA (2.74),
runs allowed (43) and BAA (.191), while ranking second in
strikeouts (132).
