Looking for the Split
The Fightin Phils remain home following a season-long two week/13-game road trip at New Hampshire and Portland. It is the sixth of 12 matchups between 
Reading and the Harrisburg Senators, Double-A affiliate of the Washington Nationals, this season. Sunday is the last-of-six at FirstEnergy Stadium, before the 
teams meet for six games at FNB Field in Harrisburg from July 21-26. Reading went 4-8 against Harrisburg in 2025, which included taking two-of-six games in 
both series with the Senators. Harrisburg leads the season-series 3-2 following back-to-back wins on Friday and Saturday night. 

Saturday Comeback Falls Short
The Reading Fightin Phils fell to 23-27 with a 7-5 loss to the Harrisburg Senators at FirstEnergy Stadium, as a late comeback came up short and gave Harrisburg 
a 3-2 series lead. Reading struck first for the fifth straight game when Bryan Rincon drove in Dante Nori on a second-inning groundout, but Harrisburg 
answered with a three-run fourth highlighted by Sam Peterson’s two-run triple and a throwing error. The Senators kept the pressure on with single runs in the 
fifth, sixth, and seventh innings to build a 7-1 lead. Reading began to chip away in the seventh on an RBI groundout from Nori and made things interesting in 
the ninth, when Nori added another RBI and Rincon launched a two-run homer to cut the deficit to two, but the rally fell short. Adam Seminaris took the loss 
despite striking out a season-high 10 over his outing, while Josh Randall earned the win in his Double-A debut with five innings of one unearned run. Bryson 
Ware led Reading with a two-hit night, while Peterson paced Harrisburg with three hits and four total runs driven in or scored.

Welcome Back Bryan
In his first game off the 7-day IL, Bryan Rincon wasted little time picking up where he left off, lifting his eighth home run of the season in the ninth inning on 
Saturday night. After hitting .222 (16-72) in April, Rincon is slashing .309/.413/.662 (1.075 OPS), with 18 runs, four doubles, one triple, six home runs and 17 
RBI across 19 May games. Rincon’s May Eastern League ranks are: T-8th AVG (.309), 4th OBP (.413), 3rd SLG (.662) and 2nd OPS (1.075).

Mid Century Mark
Saturday night marked the 50th game of the 2026 season and the Fightin Phils sit at a 23-27 record at the season’s mid-century point. In 2025, the Fightin Phils 
were 18-32 through 50 games and they were 21-29 in 2024. The Fightin Phils hold their best record through the season’s first 50 games since they were 29-21 
during the 2019 season.

Double Trouble
Entering the final day of the month, the Fightin Phils are now tied for the most double plays turned in the Eastern League with 43 turned this season.For the 
month of the May, the Fightin Phils have turned 29 double plays, which leads the Eastern League and is second in Double-A, along with being tied for fourth 
amongst full-season minor league teams for the month.

Following the Trends
A huge indicator of Fightin Phils wins and losses this season has been the status of the game following the sixth inning. Reading is 18-1 when leading after six, 
while they are 2-25 when trailing at the end of the sixth inning. The trend holds up in the seventh inning (19-0 & 1-25), as well as the eighth inning (18-0/0-23). 
Scoring five runs has been a key marker for the R-Phils this season as well. When the Fightin Phils score more than five runs in a game, they are 19-7, which 
includes a 10-2 mark at home. When scoring fewwer than five runs, Reading is 4-20 on the campaign.

Pitching Powers
Over their last 21 games (since May 8), Reading leads the Eastern League with a 3.08 ERA (59 ER, 172.2 IP). On the season, the R-Phils team 4.22 ERA ranks 
third in the Eastern League, which comes after finishing last in the league with a 4.58 ERA in 2025. Reading’s pitching staff has also showcased some of the best 
control in the league as well, issueing the fewest walks in the league at 149, which is well ahead of the second fewest, Portland with 191. Reading got another 
strong start on Saturday from Adam Seminaris. as he matched a career-high 10 strikeouts, which was the second 10-strikeout game by Reading this season.

Money McFarlane
Alex McFarlane continued his excellent season with a scoreless inning on Thursday. On the season, the Phillies No. 17 prospect has a 0.48 ERA (1 ER, 18.2 
IP). McFarlane has not allowed an earned run in 13-straight outings and has not allowed one in 18-of-19 appearances on the season. Amongst Eastern League 
pitchers that have fired at least 18.0 IP this season, McFarlane has the lowest ERA at 0.48.

Here Comes Harrisburg
Harrisburg enters play today with a 27-23 record, which is tied for second in the Eastern League’s Southwest Division. The Senators most recently split a series 
at home against Akron and return home next week to welcome Somerset. Harrisburg’s roster features seven of the National’s Top-30 prospects: Travis Sykora 
(2), Jarlin Susana (3), Alex Clemmey (12), Alejandro Rosario (16), Sam Peterson (23), Eriq Swan (26) and Caleb Lomavita (27).

Hurling for Harrisburg 
Righty Isaac Lyon makes his second Double-A start on Sunday for Harrisburg. In his Senator debut on Tuesday, Lyon allowed three runs on five hits over 4.1 
innings of work, with one walks and three strikeouts. Prior to his promotion, Lyon has made nine appearances (six starts) between Fredericksburg (A) and 	
Wilmington (A+), combining to go 2-1, with a 1.91 ERA (6 ER, 28.1 IP), along with 28 strikeouts. Lyon spent his first pro season in 2025 with Modesto (A) in 
the Seattle organization, going 0-2, with a 7.30 ERA over four starts, with 15 strikeouts in 12.1 IP. Lyon was traded from Seattle to Washington on Dec. 6, 2025, 
along with catcher Harry Ford for LHP Jose A. Ferrer. The 22-year old was selected by Seattle in the 10th round of the 2025 draft out of Grand Canyon.
