
DIVINE NINE: Nashville's nine game winning streak is tied for the third-longest 
streak in team history since 2005. The Sounds also won nine straight from May 
23-31, 2016. 

WHAT THAT THANG BADDOO: Major League Rehabber Akil Baddoo crushed his 
first two career Sounds home runs with a pair of solo shots on Wednesday night. 
He belted a leadoff home run on the second pitch of the game and Nashville's 
second leadoff home run this season after Jett Williams did it on April 18 vs. 
Worcester. He added his second in the top of the fifth inning to break a 2-2 tie 
and the first of Nashville's eight unawswered runs en route to the win. It was the 
fifth multi-HR game of his career and first since August 23, 2025, with Toledo on 
the road on the Rochester. All five multi-HR games have come since making his 
Triple-A debut in 2021 and four of the five have been while on the road. His first 
inning blast was the ninth leadoff home run of his professional career and first 
since April 18, 2025, at Indianapolis. For his minor league career, Baddoo now 
has 30 career home runs when hitting in the one spot of the batting order with a 
career .258 AVG and 62 doubles, 21 triples, and 103 RBI. The 11-year veteran has 
recorded 53 career minor league homers (inlc. postseason) with a single-season 
career-high of 16 coming last year in 110 games between Triple-A Toledo and 
Low-A Lakeland. The 2025 season was his third straight with double-digit home 
runs.

HOW FAR???: Eddys Leonard's 445 foot no-doubter in the top of the sixth inning 
was the farthest home run hit by a Nashville player this season and came off the 
bat at 110.4 MPH. He surpassed Luke Adams (423 feet, 4/5 vs. CLT) for the top 
spot on Nashville's roster and tied for the 25th longest HR in Triple-A this season 
(T-16th in the International League). It was the third longest tracked home run 
of his professional career, and three feet shorter than the 448 foot home run he 
hit at Durham on May 11 of last year with Gwinnett. Leonard leads the team with 
eight home runs and has the fifth-most HR in the Brewers farm system in 2026. 
He currently ranks eighth in Triple-A in OPS (1.006) and SLG (.594), while his 21 
XBH are tied for the eighth most. He also ranks top 10 in the International League 
in doubles (T-4th, 12), total bases (7th, 85), RBI (7th, 33), and AVG (.329). 

LARA BOARD: Brewers no. 5-rated prosepct Luis Lara earned his second straight 
multi-hit game and 17th overall on the season after finishing Wednesday night 
3-for-5 with a pair of doubles, and season-high three runs scored. Lara now has 
nine of the 21 total 3+ hit games by Nashville players this season. He ranks top 10 
in the International League in runs (1st, 43), hits (2nd, 58), OBP (3rd, .453), stolen 
bases (T-3rd, 17), AVG (4th, .345), total baess (6th, 87), walks (T-6th, 31), and OPS 
(10th, .971).  

HIT HOME RUNS, WIN GAMES: The four homers by three different Sounds 
hitters are the most homers by the Sounds team this season. It was the first 4+ 
home run game for Nashville since hitting four in the final game of the 2025 
season on the road in Louisville on September 21. The Sounds rank 16th in the 
International League in home runs (43) with only Omaha (42), Worcester (42), 
Lehigh Valley (41), and Buffalo (40) having fewer on the season. Since the start 
of the 2021 season, Nashville ranks 18th in home runs hit on the road (461) in 
Triple-A and ninth in the International League. The Sounds are 18-9 when hitting a 
home run this season and 8-3 when hitting 2+.

YO-BRO: Right-hander Craig Yoho extended his streak without an earned run 
to eight consecutive games as he added another scoreless inning to his line in 
Wednesday night's win over the Bulls. He has tossed 9.2 consecutive innings 
without allowing an earned run over the span while allowing three hits and has 
11 strikeouts over his last eight appearances with Nashville. The Brewers no. 
28-rated prospect owns a 1.08 ERA in Triple-A since making his Sounds debut in 
2024. Over 68 appearances, he has allowed just nine earned runs and has worked 
61 games without an earned run against. Since making his professional debut, he 
owns a career 1.19 ERA (16 ER / 121.0 IP) across 105 minor league games with 179 
strikeouts and 49 walks.
