Darryl Strawberry Guest Appearance: New York Mets legend Darryl Strawberry 
will make a guest appearance at Mirabito Stadium on Friday night. The Mets all-time 
home run leader and 1986 World Series champion is here as part of the Binghamton 
Rumble Poines commemorating the 41st anniversary of the Owego Strawberry 
Festival and playing as the Southern Tier Shortcakes. 

Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies swept the Portland Sea Dogs in 
Thursday's doubleheader, winning 7-3 and 3-2 in each game. Luis Moreno struck out 
a career-high 10 batters over six innings in game one and Christian Scott struckout 
a career-high nine batters over a career-high six innings in his Double-A debut in 
game two. The Ponies hit four homers across the two games. Binghamton has won 
seven of its last nine games overall.

Double Trouble: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies have found success in 
doubleheaders this season. The Ponies have swept three doubleheaders: against 
Hartford in May, last week at Reading, and Thursday against Portland.

Christian Scott's Double-A Debut: RHP Christian Scott made his Double-A 
debut for Binghamton on his 24th birthday in the second game of yesterday's 
doubleheader. The Mets' No. 27 overall prospect twirled a career-high six frames 
and tied his career high with nine strikeouts, which he has reached in has past two 
starts. Scott allowed just one run on two hits with no walks over six innings.

Moreno's Magic: RHP Luis Moreno set the tone for Binghamton in the first game 
of yesterday's doubleheader. The 24-year-old struck out a career-high 10 batters 
over six strong innings. He allowed just two runs on four hits and two walks. Moreno 
twirled a gem on the heels of a season-high seven-inning and seven-punch out 
performance at Reading last week. He has a combined 17 strikeouts over his last 
two starts and has at least seven strikeouts in three of his last four starts.

Surging Suozzi: Joe Suozzi crushed the first home run of his Double-A career in 
the first game of the doubleheader yesterday. In 16 games with Binghamton, Suozzi 
is batting .308 with an .825 OPS. He has two doubles, one triple, and one home run 
with eight runs scored with the Ponies. The Long Island native grew up a Mets fan.

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Last Start: Hamel is coming off of his best 
start at the Double-A level. On Saturday at 
Reading, Hamel tossed a season-high six 
innings and struck out a season-high nine 
batters. He allowed just one run on three hits, 
and he was one strikeout short of tying his 
career high of 10 in a game. His six innings 
of work and nine Ks were both Double-A 
career highs. 

World Baseball Classic: Hamel represented 
Team Puerto Rico in the 2023 World Baseball 
Classic. He honored his late mother, who 
passed away 11 days before the Mets selected 
him in the 2021 MLB Draft. He was WBC 
teammates with current New York Mets, 
Francisco Lindor and Edwin Díaz.

2022: Was named the 2022 New York Mets 
Minor League Pitcher of the Year. He led 
all Mets minor leaguers with 10 wins and 
145 strikeouts. Began the season with St. 
Lucie (A) and pitched to a 5-2 record with a 
3.84 ERA in 14 appearances and 13 starts. 
He tossed 63.1 innings and struck out 71 
batters, before he was assigned to Brooklyn 
(A+) on July 4. He went 5-1 on the mound 
with a 2.59 ERA in 11 starts for the Cy-
clones. He struck out 74 hitters over 55.2 
innings and opponents hit just .180 against 
him.

BACKGROUND: Ranks as the Mets’ No. 
2 pitching prospect and No. 6 overall Mets' 
prospect by MLB Pipeline. He was drafted 
out of Dallas Baptist University in the 3rd 
round (81st overall) by the Mets in 2021. 
Hamel went 13-2 on the mound and racked 
up 136 strikeouts in his final year at DBU in 
2021. He spent his first two years at Yavapai 
College in Arizona.
