Teeing Off 

•	 how it went down: The GreenJackets won their sixth game in their last seven 
outings yesterday, fanning a season-high 18 Wood Ducks en route to a 4-2 win at his-
toric Grainger Stadium. The teams traded runs early, with Drue Hackenberg striking 
out 7 men in 3 innings of work while Luis Vargas went 5 innings of 9-strikeout ball 
in relief. Ambioris Tavarez notched a three-hit day for Augusta, while the teams each 
committed errors which were detrimental to their team's performance.   

•	 Series Struggles: The GreenJackets have now won four series since the last 
week of May, splitting three and losing five since 5/28. The 11 games below .500 as of 
8/26 marked their season low.  The last two series they won were both against Salem. 
Augusta dropped the first series of the year against the Wood Ducks, 4 games to 2. 
However, they did win the final two games of that series, both in shutout fashion, and 
after Tuesday's win they take a 3-game winning streak into tonight's contest.  
 

•	 And then there was one: Adam Shoemaker is the only remaining member 
of Augusta's opening day rotation. Cedric de Grandpre, Spencer Schwellenbach, Jorge 
Bautista, Owen Murphy, and Jhancarlos Lara have now all been advanced to Rome. 
This week, Augusta added Drue Hackenberg (Virginia Tech), Cade Kuehler (Campbell), 
Riley Gowens (Illinois), Mitch Farris (Wingate), and LJ McDonough (FGCU) to their 
roster, bringing the current roster to 13 of the Braves' 2023 draftees.  

•	 Collins in the clutch:  This season, Tyler Collins is a remarkable 9-12 with 
the bases loaded, with 19 RBI and an OPS of 1.667.  

•	 Where have all the long balls gone? Augusta hit 56 homers in the 
first half of the season (65 games), but they have hit just 29 in the second half (61 
games).  

•	 A recap: The GreenJackets took five of six games from Salem in the final home-
stand of the season last week. The five straight wins to begin the series set a season 
high for consecutive wins as well as consecutive home wins, and included Augusta's 
second combined no-hitter of the season. Despite dropping the series finale, Augusta 
sent fans home happy and also announced a record average attendance of 4,195 fans 
per game in the 2023 season.  

•	 A recap, continued: Some highlights of Augusta's season include the two com-
bined no-hitters on 7/30 and 8/31, the walkoff hits from Jeremy Celedonio on 5/10 
and Tyler Collins on 6/14, Cory Acton's 5 stolen bases in a game against Charleston, 
David McCabe and Owen Murphy's stretches in which they won Player of the Week, 
and the game in which Ethan Workinger and Jeremy Celedonio recorded two solo hom-
ers each – the only hits in the game for Augusta – in a 4-3 win. Other notable events 
include the comeback win against Charleston in which Augusta scored 15 unanswered 
runs in the eighth and ninth to win 15-8 in a game which they trailed 8-0.
