ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils are back home from a two-week road trip and open up a six-game series against the Akron RubberDucks, Double-A affiliate of the Cleveland 
Guardians. It is the first-of-six matchups between the teams this season, with all six at FirstEnergy Stadium. Akron won the 2024 season-series 8-4.

Game 106 Recap
The Fightin Phils picked up their fifth-straight win on Sunday, a 2-1 victory over New Hampshire in 10 innings. Aidan Miller led off the first inning with a 
double and scored on a sac fly from Felix Reyes two batters later to make it 1-0. From there, it was all pitching. Jean Cabrera started and did not allow a hit or 
run over six innings, with five strikeouts. Tristan Garnett and Tommy McCollum both followed with scoreless and hitless innings each in relief. Andrew Walling 
entered for the ninth and Robert Brooks led off the inning reaching on an error from Carson DeMartini. A wild pitch moved the pinch runner Eddinson Pau-
lino, who scored on a RBI double from Charles McAdoo to tie the game at one. In the 10th, Bryson Ware started at second and moved to third on a ground out 
from Leandro Pineda and then scored on a two-out double from Erick Brito to make it 2-1. Gabriel Barbosa tossed a scoreless 10th to secure the victory.

Playing Like “A Milli-on” Bucks
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller was named Eastern League Player of the Week on Monday. Over six games last week, Miller slashed .385/.469/.692 (1.161 
OPS), with 10 runs, five doubles, a home run, four RBI and was a perfect six-for-six in stolen bases. He had multiple hits in four-of-six games, which included 
a three-hit games on Tuesday and three-straight two-hit games from Friday to Sunday. Miller matched a career-high with four runs scored on Saturday night. 
Miller enters play today with an Eastern League best, and Phillies organziational best, 44 stolen bases on the season. He is the first Fightin Phil to swipe 40+ 
bags in a season since Quintin Berry in 2009. If Miller is to reach 50 over the next 30 games, he would be the first Reading player to steal 50-or-more in a season 
since Jose Leiva swiped 50 in 1987. It was the second league award in Miller’s career, as he was named South Atlantic League Player of the Month in August of 
2024. It was the second time a Fightin Phil won a league award this season, as Griff McGarry was named Eastern League Pitcher of the Week on April 7.

Impressive Numbers
On Sunday, the Fightin Phils posted their first combined one-hitter sine July 28, 2023, vs Binghamton. Reading pitching carried a no-hitter into the ninth inning 
on Sunday. Reading’s five-game win streak is a season-high and longest win streak since Aug. 1-5, 2023, when the R-Phils also won five in a row. The last time 
the Fightin Phils won five games in a series was Aug. 13-18, of last season, also against New Hampshire. On Saturday, Reading’s 16 runs were the most scored in 
a game since plating 21 on June 8, 2016, against Bowie. The R-Phils 22 hits on Saturday were their most in a game since also having 22 on Apr. 17, 2012, against 
Richmond. The last time Reading had more than 20 hits in a game was May 27, 2015, at New Hampshire.

The Five Hit Club
Felix Reyes and Bryson Ware each turned in a career-high five hits in Saturday’s 16-1 trouncing over New Hampshire. Their five hits in a single game was the 
first time a R-Phil had done that since Luke Williams on July 18, 2019. It was the first time two Fightin Phils had five hits in a single game since Cesar 	
Hernandez and Darin Ruf each had five on Apr. 17, 2012, at Richmond.

Swiper “Yes” Swiping
The Fightin Phils turned in a season-high 10 bases in Thursday’s game. It marked the first time since at least 2005, and believed to the first time in franchise 	
history, the R-Phils stole 10 bases in a game. It was also the most bags Reading has swiped in a game since stealing nine on July 23, 2024, also at New 	
Hampshire. Reading has stole 37 bases during their two week road trip (July 29-August 10), which was most in the Eastern League over that stretch by a margin 
of 11. The R-Phils sit at 138 stolen bases on the season, which enters play today ranked as fourth most in the Eastern League.

Ducks on the Pond
Akron has a 62-45 overall record and 19-20 mark in the second half, which is third in the Southwest Division. The RubberDucks took five-of-six games against 
Chesapeake at home last week, winning the first five and dropping the finale. After this week, Akron returns home and welcomes New Hampshire. Akron’s 
roster features five of the Guardians Top 30 prospects: Angel Genao (3), Khal Stephen (7), Ralphy Velazquez (10), Alfonsin Rosario (13) and Jacob Cozart (18).

Duck on the Bump
Righty Trent Denholm makes the start tonight for Akron. This season, Denhold is 9-5, with a 3.39 ERA (36 ER, 95.2 IP). He’s also made one start for Columbus 
(AAA) on March 30. Denhold last pitched on Wednesday against Chesapeake, allowing one run on two hits over 4.2 innings, with seven strikeouts in a no-	
decision. Denholm took the loss against Reading on Aug. 10, 2024, as he allowed seven runs on eight hits over five innings. He split last season between Lake 
County (A+) and Akron, going 13-, 4 with a 3.09 ERA over 26 starts.  The 25-year old was a 14th round pick by Cleveland in the 2021 draft out of UC Irvine.
