EL PASO EVENS THE SERIES

Round Rock fell 9-3 on Friday. El Paso CF Clay
Dungan kicked off the first with a double and
DH Yonathan Perlaza drew a walk. With runners
on the corners, 1B Luis Campusano grounded out
and Dungan came home to make it 1-O. 2B Nate
Mondou drove a singled to send Perlaza around
and make it 2-0. The Express were blanked through
the first four innings, but SS Richie Martin sparked
the offense with a triple in the bottom of the fifth. El
Paso 2B Nate Mondou'’s error on a pop fly allowed
Martin to score, cutting the E-Train deficit to one.
Later, 1B Justin Foscue doubled to score two more
and give the E-Train a 3-2 lead. The Chihuahuas
responded with five in the sixth. SS Mason McCoy
scored on an error, Dungan tallied an RBI single
and LF Tim Locastro cleared the bags with a triple.
Campusano capped off the inning with a single
and El Paso led 7-3. The Chihuahuas plated two
more in the eighth as Perlaza hit a sacrifice fly and
Locastro scored on a throwing error to make it 9-3.
The Chihuahuas held the Express to one hit in the
final four frames on their way to a 9-3 win.

RHP Cory Abbott is set for his 13th appearance and
Tth start this year. He is 1-3 with a 7.84 ERA (36
ER/41.1 IP) with 23 walks to 48 strikeouts. His 41.1
innings are sixth on the club. Among the 11 Express
pitchers with at least four starts this year, he has
the highest strikeout per nine-inning figure (10.45).

OSUNA BACK TO THE SHOW

After OF Alejandro Osuna led the Express with a
3-for-4 night and a run scored yesterday before
he was recalled and in the lineup this afternoon for
the Rangers against the Mariners in Seattle. He has
reached base in all 12 games with the Express this
year. Six of his 12 hits have gone for extra bases
and he has drawn 12 walks with 10 strikeouts. He
is slashing .293/.473/.439 with six doubles, an RBI,
nine runs scored, 12 walks and 10 strikeouts.

ERRORS PROVE COSTLY

After finishing tied for second in the PCL in fielding
percentage in July, Round Rock committed three
errors last night. They are now 4-18 when they
commit two or more errors and they are 1-4 when
they commit three or more. Round Rock had just
one error in the previous five games. It is the first
three-error game since June 21 at Oklahoma City.

WORKING THE COUNT

As a team, Round Rock is third in the PCL and fifth
in all of Triple-A in pitches per plate appearance
(3.969)Express C Cooper Johnson ranks ninth in
the PCL in pitches per plate appearance (4.255)
and INF Alex De Goti is 14th in the league (4.157).

AMONG THE BEST

INF Cody Freeman leads the PCL in batting
average (.322). Since the club became a Triple-A
affiliate in 2005, they have never had a player win
the batting title. The last player to finish in the Top
5 was INF Hanser Alberto (.330) in 2018 at fourth.
