This Day in Naturals History
The Naturals are 1-0 all-time when playing on September 14 in the regular season

On September 14, 2021, the Northwest Arkansas Naturals beat the Springfield Cardinals 3-2 at Arvest 
Ballpark. Down 2-1 going into the bottom of the eighth inning with two outs, first baseman Vinnie 

Pasquantino connected on a go-ahead two-run homer that put the Naturals ahead for the first time since 
the fifth inning. Starting pitcher Ángel Zerpa threw 3.2 scoreless innings, with four strikeouts. Ándres 

Sotillet, Robert Garcia and Jose Cuas combined for 3.0 scoreless innings of relief at the end of the night, 
with Garcia earning his fourth win of the season and Cuas locking down his third save.

SPRINGDALE, AR – Northwest Arkansas Naturals starting pitcher Adrian Alcantara struck out five across 5.0 innings 
in his Double-A debut as the Naturals won the series opener with the Frisco RoughRiders, 8-4 at Arvest Ballpark. 

	• Alcantara kept Frisco off the board with a scoreless first inning, then rebounded after a leadoff hit in the second 
to retire six straight and face the minimum through the fourth, with just one run across in the first four frames.

	• The RoughRiders tagged the Naturals’ righty for three runs on a pair of walks and home run in the fifth inning that 
gave Frisco a 4-3 lead. The Naturals went on to score five unanswered runs to come back and take the game.

	• CJ Alexander narrowly missed a home run in the first inning, instead settling for an RBI triple that started the 
scoring. Two batters later, Alexander came around to score on an RBI infield single from John Rave.

	• After Frisco starter Jack Leiter held Northwest Arkansas off the board the next two innings, Luca Tresh opened the 
fourth with a solo home run, his fourth with the Naturals and 18th overall this year.

	• With two outs in the fifth, the Naturals rallied and put five straight on base to score two runs against Leiter and the 
RoughRiders bullpen, four of the five batters reaching on walks, including bases loaded free passes to Tresh and 
Jeison Guzmán.

	• Up by a run in the sixth, the Naturals added more insurance, with RBI singles from Tyler Gentry and Rave that moved 
the advantage to three runs. Gentry added one more in the seventh on a sacrifice fly to put the dagger in Frisco.

	• After Alcantara pitched through the fifth, right-hander Nate Webb fired 1.2 inning scoreless with three strikeouts, 
exiting in the seventh with a runner on for Stephen Woods Jr., who finished the game ... Woods Jr. stranded the 
inherited runner on and faced one over the minimum, as he tied a season high with four strikeouts over 2.1 scoreless 
innings and earned his first save of the season.

Tyler, The Creator (Of Runs)
Naturals outfielder Tyler Gentry has been one of the best hitters in the Kansas 
City Royals' system this season, with an incredible impact since joining the 
Naturals in June.

	• Among qualified full-season Minor League hitters, Gentry ranks 10TH in 
batting average (.326), 12TH in OPS (.972) and 14TH in on-base percentage 
(.425) When you combine his stats between Northwest Arkansas and Quad 
Cities (A+).

	• He is the Royals' organization leader in batting average (.326), slugging 
percentage (.547) and OPS (.972), while he ranks second in on-base 
percentage (.425) behind Logan Porter's .441 ... his 84 runs batted in 
between the River Bandits and Naturals are the most in the system, while 
125 hits, 21 home runs and 210 total bases all rank second.

	• Gentry has reached base in 61 of 69 games (88.41%) ... he has hits in 47 of 
his 69 games with the Naturals, with already 26 multi-hit games.

	• Since his call-up to Double-A on June 14, Gentry is batting .320 (82-for-256) 
with 14 doubles, 16 home runs and 61 runs batted in, with a .983 OPS ... 
he's driven in at least one run in 34 of 69 games, with 15 multi-RBI games.

	• Since he arrived in the Texas League, Gentry has driven in the second-most 
runs (61) and ranks tied second in OPS (.983) and runs scored (57), ranks 
third in on-base percentage (.420), slugging percentage (.563), home runs 
(16) and total bases (144), fourth in hits (82) and tied sixth in batting 
average (.320).

	• Gentry has compiled the two of the longest on-base streaks among 
Naturals hitters this season, including a 28-game stretch that ended 
Sunday, the second-longest on-base streak in franchise history ... between  
July 30 and September 4, he hit .356 (36-for-101) with 10 extra-base hits 
and 20 walks, for a .485 on-base percentage over the last 28 games ... it is 
tied for the fifth-longest such streak in the Texas League this year ... he had 
hits in 21 of the 28 games.

Alexander the Great
Infielder CJ Alexander has quickly heated up at the plate since joining the 
Naturals in a trade last month from Atlanta.

	• When combining his number between the Naturals and Mississippi Braves 
(Double-A), he has a career-best 25 home runs and 85 runs batted in ... 
among all Double-A hitters this year, he ranks sixth in RBI and tied seventh 
in homers.

	• In 44 games with the Naturals, the corner infielder is hitting .274 (49-for-
179) with 19 extra-base hits (10 home runs) and 42 runs batted in, with 31 
runs scored as well.

	• He has reached base in 34 of 44 games with the Naturals, with hits in 22 of 
the 43 games, 15 of which are multi-hit performances, while he's driven in 
runs in 17 of 44 games, including already 12 multi-RBI games.

	• Alexander was named the Naturals' August Player of the Month ... over 21 
games in the month of August, Alexander hit .297 (27-for-91) with eight 
home runs and 29 runs batted in ... 29 RBI led the Texas League and all 
Double-A hitters last month, tied second among all full-season Minor League 
hitters ... 8 HR were tied for the league lead and tied third in Double-A.

	• In 31 games since the start of August, Alexander is hitting .302 (38-for-
126)  with 34 runs batted in with a .924 OPS (.345 OBP + .579 SLG).

	• C.J. began his Naturals tenure 0-for-12 over his first three games, then 
homered on July 16 @ Corpus Christi for his first hit with the team and went 
4-for-10 in his next two games. 

Relief Aid in September
Despite struggles for the Naturals' bullpen in much of 2022, September has 
been much kinder to the relievers, as the bullpen has a 3.29 ERA (14 ER in 38.2 
IP) this month, topping the previous best single-month ERA of 4.64 in May.

	• C.J. Eldred (5.2 innings), Stephen Woods Jr. (3.2 innings), Walter 
Pennington (3.0 innings) and Charlie Neuweiler (1.0 inning) have not 
allowed a run this month, while Will Klein (5.0 innings) and Christian 
Chamberlain (2.0 innings) have each allowed just one earned run.

	• Woods Jr. has been dominant since the start of July, with a 1.67 ERA (5 ER in 
27.0 IP) over 17 appearances, the lowest ERA in that span among Naturals 
pitchers with at least 10.0 innings pitched OR seven appearances.

Follow The Leader
Manager Chris Widger enters his first season at the helm of the Naturals, 
after previous stops in Advanced Rookie Burlington (2019) and High-A Quad 
Cities (2021) managing Royals affiliates.

	• 15 of the Naturals' 28 active players played for Widger with the Quad Cities 
River Bandits last season.

	• 3 of the Naturals' 28 active players played under Widger with the 
Burlington Royals, then in Quad Cities and now in Northwest Arkansas: 
Jonah Dipoto, Jake Means and John Rave.

Extreme Ends of the Spectrum
When looking at the Naturals' numbers one game to the next, it appears 
rather black and white with what leads to a win or loss. 

	• When scoring seven runs or more, the Naturals are 40-11, while when 
scoring six runs or less, just 16-66.

	• The Naturals are 38-16 when recording 10 hits or more, but when they get 
nine hits or less, are just 18-50.

	• The Naturals are 50-14 when out-hitting their opponent or hits are tied, 
but 6-62 when out-hit by their opponent.

	• When the Naturals score first, they are 35-25, whereas 21-50 when the 
opponent scores first ... the team that scores first in through 132 Naturals 
games is 85-47 (.644 winning percentage).

One Run Goes a Long Way
The Naturals are 7-20 in one-run games this season, meaning 20 of their 76 
losses (26.32%) this season have been decided by just one run.

	• The Naturals have had the tying run at the plate or on base in 24 losses 
this season (including 15 of their one-run losses).

Yo, You Wanna See Some Real Speed?
Through 132 games, the Naturals have stolen 173 bases in 216 attempts 
(average 1.31 steals/game, 80.09% success rate).

	• 171 steals leads the Texas League, ranks fifth in Double-A and 28th in the 
Minors.

	• The Naturals have stolen at least one base in 89 of 132 games this season 
(67.42%), including a season-high stretch of 11 straight games from 8/28 
to 9/9 and 44 games with two or more steals ... the team stole a season-
high six bases on July 6 vs. Tulsa with a pair of five-steal games as well 
this season.

	• The Naturals have pulled off a double steal 19 times, meaning 38 of 173 
steals this year (21.97%) have come on a double-steal.

	• Naturals players have stolen multiple bases in a game 17 times, SIX of 
those occasions being Maikel Garcia ... Tucker Bradley had the first three-
steal game of the season (and of his career) on July 9 vs. Tulsa.

	• Maikel Garcia's 27 steals (in 30 attempts) still ranks sixth in the Texas 
League, Nick Loftin's 24 (in 27 attempts) ranks tied 10th in the league.

Let's Go (On-Base) Streaking!
August was a good month for on-base streaks among Naturals hitters, with 
five players setting season-best streaks of 10 games or more into September.

	• Between July 30 and September 3, outfielder Tyler Gentry reached base 
in 28 straight games, the second-longest streak in Naturals history.

	• The longest on-base streak in Naturals history belongs to Jecksson 
Flores, who reached in 34 straight games between May 29, 2018 and July 
7, 2018 ... over that stretch, Flores hit .343 (47-for-126) with a .412 OBP.

	• With Gentry's streak over, the next longest active on-base streak on the 
team is Luca Tresh's 18 straight going back to August 13 ... CJ Alexander 
has reached in his last 16 games, dating back to August 24.

	• Other notable on-base streaks recently include  ... Robbie Glendinning 
reached in 24 consecutive games between August 2 and September 2, 
the second-longest on the team this season ... John Rave collected a 
15-game on-base streak between August 16 and September 2 ... Angelo 
Castellano's 13-game on-base streak ended Sunday, his stretch was 
between August 21 and September 10 ... Gentry had an 18-game on-base 
streak between June 26 and July 17.
