
TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve begin a six-game series with the Flying Squirrels, their sec-
ond of the season. Altoona will play 12 of their first 26 games against Richmond.

Greg Farone takes the ball for Richmond tonight. Farone threw 4.1 innings of 1-run ball against the Curve on 
April 9 at Carmax Park. A 23-year-old originally from Schenectady, NY, Farone was the Giants' 7th round selec-
tion in 2024 out of the University of Alabama. He spent the first 2 years of his college career at Herkimer Junior 
College, 1 year at Louisville and his final year at Alabama. Farone has a standard 4-pitch mix to go along with 
his low-to-mid-90's heater.

SERIES WON: With Sunday's 5-4 win at Harrisburg, the Curve earned their first series win of the season (3 
games to 2). The Curve smacked 7 homers in the week-long series (2 each by Will Taylor and Titus Dumitru) and 
scored a season-high 11 runs in their win on Thursday. 3 players had an on-base percentage over .500 in the 
week-long series (Javier Rivas .667, Will Taylor .526 and Duce Gourson .524).

'CURT SCHILLING?: Right-hander Khristian Curtis matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts over 5.0 innings 
on Sunday, April 26. It was the 42nd time in franchise history that a Curve pitcher has punched out 10 hitters 
in a game and the first in 5.0 innings or fewer since Kyle Nicolas struck out 10 batters in 5.0 innings on May 2, 
2023 at Richmond.

JESUS RISES: Utilityman Jesus Castillo has been one of Altoona's best stories to begin the season. Entering 
play on Tuesday, he's picked up a hit in 5 straight games and reached base safely in 7 in a row. Never known 
for his power, Castillo has already matched his career-high with 2 home runs and has a career-best mark in 
slugging percentage (.449) through the first 15 games of his season. Prior to this season, Castillo played only 28 
games in the outfield out of 345 games in his career and has filled in admirably in the outfield after Mitch Jebb's 
promotion to Indy.

WHERE THERE'S A WILL, THERE'S A WAY: Outfielder Will Taylor has reached base safely in each of his last 5 
games (6-for-16) with 1 2B, 2 HR, 5 RBI and 7 BB (.565 OBP) since April 19.

THERE IT IS: The Curve broke out with a season high 11 runs and 3 homers in the late innings on April 23 at 
Harrisburg. Keiner Delgado hit his second career Grand Slam and drove in a career-best 5 runs in the win.

SOLO SLAMS: Altoona has an odd propensity for hitting solo homers early in the season. Entering Tuesday, the 
Curve have hit 19 homers, 14 of them have been solo. 

BAD TIMING: The Curve have struggled to get hits with men on the basepaths to begin the year, batting .215 
with runners on base - 26th among Double-A clubs. The Curve have grounded into 18 double plays already in 20 
games, most by a Double-A club. 

Altoona's 78 runs are the 2nd-fewest by a Double-A team, tied for the 6th-fewest by any minor league team (San 
Antonio, 65 R in 21 games).

SEEING THE WOODS THROUGH THE TREES: Lefty Jaden Woods is off to a solid start to begin the season out of 
Altoona's bullpen. Since joining the club to begin the second half of the 2024 season (June 22, 2024) he has the 
most strikeouts by an Eastern League reliever (126 in 104.1 IP). This season Woods has picked up 16 strikeouts 
in 10.2 innings across 7 outings and he's been unscored upon 4-of-7 games pitched.

MOSS IS BOSS: First baseman Callan Moss has a hit in 11-of-18 games to begin his Double-A career, reaching 
base safely in 14 games overall.
