SUNDAY: The Flying Squirrels lost to the Rumble Ponies, 2-1, to split the six-game series. Joe Whitman started and threw six
scoreless innings with eight strikeouts. Akron starter Bryce Conley threw five scoreless innings. Binghamton broke a scoreless
tie with a pair of solo home runs in the top of the seventh by Jose Ramos and Nick Lorusso. Richmond cut the deficit to 2-1in
tne seVﬁnth with Charlie Szykowny scoring on a wild pitch. Richmond stranded runners at second and third in the bottom of
the ninth inning.

TODAY'S GAME: The Flying Squirrels play the opener of a six-game series against the Akron RubberDucks, Double-A affiliate of
the Cleveland Guardians. This series features a match-up of the top two teams in the Southwest Division this season. The Flying
Squirrels won five-of-six against the RubberDucks at CarMax Park from May 5-10.

STRONG START: The Flying Squirrels' 10-game win streak from April 4-15 was the longest in franchise history, surpassing an
eight-game win streak from May 5-13, 2021, also beginning with the second game of the season. The 31-13 start is the best in
team history through 44 games, passing a 25-19 start in 2010. Richmond has won five series and split three so far this year.
Seven-of-13 Richmond losses have been by one run.

RELENTLESS: In their 31 wins this year, the Flying Squirrels have come from behind in 15 of them. In 10 of the wins, Richmond has
taken the lead in the eighth inning or later. On April 4, they scored two in the ninth for an 11-9 win at Erie. In the April 7 home
opener, they never trailed but jumped ahead in the bottom of the eighth for a 3-2 win over the Curve. On April 9, they scored
two in the eighth for another 3-2 win against Altoona. On April 11, the Curve scored two in the top of the 10th before the Flying
Squirrels walked off with three in the bottom of the 10th. On April 15 in Hartford, the Flying Squirrels scored five runs with two
outs in the ninth to win 13-11. On April 24, Drew Cavanaugh hit a walk-off, two-run homer in the ninth for a 7-6 win over the
Patriots. On April 26, Richmond tied the score with two outs in the ninth before Parks Harber hit a walk-off single in the 10th. On
April 30, the Flying Squirrels rallied from a two-run deficit in the eighth to take the lead in the ninth and 10th but were answered
by Altoona before a 12-run top of the 11th. On Wednesday against Akron, Jonah Cox hit a two-run homer to tie the score in the
ninth before Cavanaugh won the game, 5-4, with a walk-off double. On Friday, the Flying Squirrels tied their largest come-from-
behind win in franchise history, overcoming a 6-0 deficit to win, 9-6, over Akron. On May 20 against Binghamton, Ty Hanchey
hit a game-tying homer in the bottom of the ninth and Harber won the game with a walk-off single.

THE FLYING SQUIRRELS have the fourth-best record of the 120 teams across Minor League Baseball. Among the 120 MiLB teams,
the Richmond offense ranks tied for second in batting average (.290), third in doubles (99), third in SLG (.474) and tied for third
in OPS (.847). Richmond leads all 30 Double-A teams in batting average, runs (296), hits (432), doubles (100), RBIs (272), OBP
(.373) and OPS. In 20 road games this year, the Flying Squirrels are batting .306 (220-for-718) and have scored 155 runs (7.8
runs per game). In 24 home games at CarMax Park, the Flying Squirrels are hitting .275 (212-for-771) and have scored 141 runs
(5.9 runs per game).

THE RUBBERDUCKS have surged to second place in the Southwest Division standings. After dropping five-of-six in Richmond
from May 5-10, Akron has gone 8-4, including being swept in Sunday's doubleheader at Harrisburg. Akron's roster features five
players ranked in Baseball America's top-30 Guardians prospects list, including RHP Khal Stephen (No. 8), OF Jaison Chourio
(No. 9), C Jacob Cozart (No. 14), OF Alfonsin Rosario (No. 24) and LHP Josh Hartle (No. 25). MLB.com's top-30 Guardians pros-
pects list includes six Akron players, including Stephen (No. 5), Chourio (No. 10), Rosario (No. 14), Cozart (No. 18), RHP Justin
Campbell (No. 22) and Hartle (No. 26).

FOR RICHMOND: Right-hander Trystan Vrieling makes his ninth start of the season and the fourth appearance of his career
against the RubberDucks. He last pitched last Tuesday against the Rumble Ponies and allowed three runs over four innings
in a no-decision. He last faced the RubberDucks on May 6 at CarMax Park and threw five scoreless innings, allowing two hits
with four strikeouts. Last year, he missed the start of the season before joining Double-A Somerset in May. After going 1-2 with
a 4.50 ERA in 12 outings, he was traded at the deadline on August 1 to the Giants from the Yankees reliever Camilo Doval.
The trade happened in the middle of a Richmond series at Somerset. In 2024, he made professional debut against the Flying
Squirrels on April 7 at TD Bank Ballpark to close opening weekend and threw five scoreless innings, allowing two hits with six
strikeouts. Vrieling was selected by the Yankees in the third round of the 2022 MLB Draft out of Gonzaga. For more on Vrieling,
see page two.

FOR AKRON: Right-hander Justin Campbell makes his fourth Double-A start and his second against the Flying Squirrels. He
pitched at CarMax Park on May 8 and threw four scoreless innings in his Double-A debut. He followed with 2.2 hitless and
scoreless innings on May 14 at home against the Baysox. In his last start, Campbell allowed two runs over four innings at Har-
risburg on Wednesday. Campbell was selected by the Guardians in the first round (37th overall) of the 2022 MLB Draft out of
Oklahoma State, where he was a two-way player and a finalist for the John Olerud Award in 2021. He is rated by MLB.com as
the No. 22 Guardians prospect. Campbell is in his first season of game action after missing 2023 after elbow surgery to relieve
pressure on the ulnar nerve, Tommy John surgery in April 2024 and wrist surgery in October 2024.

COX ROCKS: Jonah Cox leads MiLB in batting average (.418) and OPS (1.156), ranks second in SLG (.681), tied for second in triples
(5), sixth in OBP (.475) and eighth stolen bases (25). His 25 steals are first in the Eastern League after swiping 58 bases each of
the last two seasons. The 25 steals are seventh-most in a season in Flying Squirrels franchise history. Cox reached base in the
first 23 games he played this season to begin his Double-A career before an O-for-3 outing on May 5. He opened the season
on a 12-game hit streak and has at least one hit in 37-0f-40 games he has played, adding a 10-game hit streak that was also
snapped on May 5. He had an 11-game hit streak since May 6-19. On May 1(G1) at Altoona, he became the fifth player in Flying
Squirrels history to hit three triples in a single game. Saturday night, he reached base five times, going 4-for-4 with three steals.

PARKS & WRECK: Parks Harber has homered six times and picked up 18 RBIs in his last 15 games since May 7. Last week, he
hit a solo home run on Wednesday night before driving a game-winning single in the bottom of the ninth, his second walk-off
hit for the Flying Squirrels this year. On Thursday, Harber drove in both Richmond runs with a two-out, two-run double in the
(e)iggt?éé;\;ong Eastern League batters (min. 100 PA), Harber ranks sixth in batting average (.327), fifth in SLG (.596) and fifth in

IT'S BO TIME!: After batting .200 (11-for-55) in his first 15 games of the season through April 28, Bo Davidson is hitting .324 (22-
for-68) with six doubles, two homers and 15 RBIs in his last 17 games since April 30, adding seven multi-hit games in that stretch.
He has struck out 13 times in his last 74 plate appearances. His 14-game on-base streak was snapped last Thursday night.

TOP SKIPPER: Flying Squirrels manager Dennis Pelfrey has led the team to 291 wins in his career, which is a new franchise record
all-time wins record for a manager. He passed the record with Richmond's 6-1 win at Binghamton on May 23. 2025. From 2011-
2013, Dave Machemer won 216 games as Richmond's manager, leading the team to the Eastern League postseason for in 2011.
Pelfrey, who has been with Richmond since the 2022 season, led the team to back-to-back postseason appearances for the first
time in franchise history in 2022 and 2023. He also managed the 2021 Eugene Emeralds to the High-A West championship. Of
Richmond managers since 1954, Pelfrey is second in wins behind Eddie Haas (1968, 1981-84), who had 351 wins.

PACKING THE HOUSE: In 2025, the Flying Squirrels led all 30 Double-A teams in total (446,679) and average (6,768) attendance
for the fourth consecutive season. The average attendance was the highest in the franchise's history. April 7's inaugural game
at CarMax Park had been sold out for more than a month, marking the 16th consecutive home-opener to sell out for the Flying
Squirrels. This season, the Flying Squirrels rank second among the 120 MiLB teams in average attendance (7,131).

IN THE LEAGUE LEADERS: In the Eastern League, Jonah Cox is first in batting average (.418), first in OBP (.475), first in SLG (.681),
first in OPS (1156), first in hits (59), first in triples (5), first in stolen bases (25), second in total bases (96), fourth in RBIs (34) and
tied for sixth in extra-base hits (20). Scott Bandura is second in OBP (.430), tied for third in runs (33), tied for fourth in hits (46),
tied for fifth in RBIs (32), sixth in batting average (.324) and 10th in OPS (.909). Charlie Szykowny is tied for seventh in doubles
(11). Matt Wilkinson is first in WHIP (0.94), second in ERA (2.23), third in BAA (172) and tied for seventh in strikeouts (46). Darien
Smith is tied for sixth in wins (4). Joe Whitman is tied for first in strikeouts (56), tied for first in wins (5), second in WHIP (0.97),
fourth in ERA (3.05), fourth in BAA (190) and fifth in innings pitched (44.1). Jack Choate is tied for first in wins (5). Tyler Vogel is
second in saves (6). Mitch White is tied for fifth in saves (4). Cesar Perdomo is fifth in BAA (.203) and sixth in WHIP (1.15). Trystan
Vrieling is ninth in BAA (.224).

PROSPECT WATCH: Richmond's roster features six players are ranked in Baseball America’s top-30 Giants prospects, including
Bo Davidson (No. 3), Parks Harber (No. 13), Joe Whitman (No. 18), Jonah Cox (No. 21), Matt Wilkinson (No. 25) and Diego
Velasquez (No. 29). Adridn Sugastey is rated by Baseball America as the top defensive catcher in the Giants organization and
Cox is rated as the top defensive outfielder. MLB.com's top-30 Giants prospects list features three Richmond players, including

Davidson (No. 7), Harber (No. 14), Maui Ahuna (No. 20) and Whitman (No. 26).

1956: The Richmond Virginians beat the Miami Mar-
lins, 8-7, in 13 innings at Parker Field. Richmond tied
the score, 7-7, in the seventh inning before Miami
brought in Satchel Paige from the bullpen and struck
out eight batters, including a bases-loaded punchout
in the ninth to force extras. Sonny Dixon retired all
nine batters he faced out of the bullpen. In the bot-
tom of the 13th, he led off with a single and scored
the winning run on a single by Dick Getter. 1957: The
Richmond Virginians beat the Miami Marlins, 4-3, in
the first game of a scheduled doubleheader. Gordon
Windhorn hit a homer to start a sixth-inning rally. After
Satchel Paige entered out of the Miami bullpen, the
tying run scored when a ball rolled through the sec-
ond baseman’s legs. Jerry Lumpe followed with a go-
ahead single. Jim Coates picked up his seventh win of
the season and struck out nine batters, allowing hom-
ers to Bob Young and Cal Abrams. The second game
of the doubleheader was rained out in the first inning.
