LAST TIME OUT: The Saints plated six runs in the fourth inning and rode that lead
to an 8-6 victory over Iowa on Saturday night. Emmanuel Rodriguez hit his first
Triple-A home run on a inside-the-park grand slam, giving the Saints a 6-0 lead
after two innings. Aaron Rozek picked up his frist Triple-A win by throwing 6.0+
innings, allowing three earned runs. Payton Eeles also went 3-for-5, finishing a
triple short of the cycle.

AWARD FOR ADAMS: Travis Adams was named the Twins’ minor league pitcher
of the month for August, going 1-0 with a 0.70 ERA. In 25.2 innings with Double-A
Wichita, Adams allowed two earned runs, walking seven, compared to 28
strikeouts. He allowed just nine hits in five outings, holding opponents to a .107
batting average. In his Triple-A debut on September 1, Adams allowed three runs
on 5.0 innings of work, issuing three walks and three strikeouts.

SUNDAY SCARIES: The Saints have struggled in series finales this season, going
4-9 in their last 13, including dropping five of the last six. They have been out-
scored 94-65 in their last 13 finales, an average of 7.2 runs for the opposition,
compared to 5.0 for the Saints, despite being out-hit only 130-125 in that stretch.
On Sundays, the Saints have the league’s highest ERA (6.58, next closest IND,
6.10), giving up the most hits (225, next MEM, 210), the most runs (153, next IND
135), the highest opponent’s batting average (.286, next MEM, .285) and the third-
most homers (34, four behind league-high 38 from DUR).

CAMARGO CRUSHES THE CUBS: Jair Camargo has found his power against the
Iowa Cubs in his career, hitting 10 of his 32 career Triple-A home runs against
Iowa. Camargo’s 10 home runs are the most for any Saints hitter against any
opponent in franchise history, surpassing the nine hits by Mark Contreras against
Columbus, Drew Maggi against Omaha, and Matt Wallner and Chris Williams
against Louisville. Camargo’s 10 home runs against Iowa have come in 32 games
against the Cubs.

PRATO POWER UP: Over his last six games, Anthony Prato has been locked in,
collecting hits in five of the six games. He’s gone 7-for-15 (.467) with with a double
and two RBI. Prato has struck out just four times in his last 24 plate appearances,
but has also drawn just two walks. Prato has drawn 65 walks this season, the 10th-
most in the International League.

WE GOT ICE!: Payton Eeles was hit by another pitch on Friday night, marking the
fourth time in five games the Saints have been plunked. The Saints have been hit
by 71 pitches this season, the seventh-most in the IL and six times in five
September games, tied for the most in the league. Payton Eeles, who was also hit
twice on Thursday, is leads the team with 11 hit by pitches this year. His 11 hit by
pitches since his Triple-A debut on July 4 are the most in the league.

ELECTRIC EELES: Since joining the Saints on July 4, he has constantly found
ways to get on base, sporting a .421 on-base percentage in Triple-A. He’s reached
base in 46 of the 51 games he’s played in, drawing 23 walks and been hit by a pitch
11 times, the most in the International League in that span. He is fourth among full-
season minor league players in on-base percentage at .438 across three levels.

SUMMERTIME SEVERINO: In Yunior Severino’s 77 games since May 21, he has
hit .313 (92-for-294), with 14 home runs, drawing 45 walks, owning a .913 OPS. In
that time, Severino ranks fourth in the league in hits and with 58 RBI, seventh in
batting average and total bases with 151, eighth in OPS and on-base percentage at
.399.

Severino has now tied the franchise single-season RBI record with 75
collected 113 hits on the season, becoming the sixth player in franchise history,
and second this season (DaShawn Keirsey Jr.), to surpass the 100-hit mark in
a single season. He also ranks second in the single-season home run charts,
trailing the 21 long balls that Jair Camargo and Chris Williams hit last season.

TWINS UPDATE: The Minnesota Twins got a stellar start from Bailey Ober, who
allowed one hit over 7.0 innings, but they could not hold the lead in a 4-2 loss to
Kansas City. Ober struck out seven and walked none in the start, but Jhoan Duran
allowed three runs while getting just one out, taking the loss.
