Considers his top Blue Jays moments of his life the Jose Batista "bat flip" 7th
inning go-ahead homer vs. Texas in Game 5 of the 2015 ALDS and Edwin Encarnacion's three-run walk-off dinger in 2016 off Ubaldo Jimenez
in the 11th, sending the Blue Jays to the ALDS. During the 2023 MLB Draft was expecting to hear his name called earlier in the day, so decided
to go to a friends house to play ping pong and then they went golfing to take his mind away from the draft, so when he was drafted he was in the
middle of putting on the green when his phone began to blow up.
