
ALMOST NEVER LATE: Friday night's loss was just the second of the season for 
Nashville when holding a lead after the 7th inning. Nashville entered the game 
30-1 on the year when ahead entering the eighth inning. The only other loss when 
leading after the seventh came on April 11 on the road in Gwinnett when the 
Sounds squandered a 3-2 lead in a 4-3 extra-innings loss. The Sounds responded 
with 26 straight wins when leading after the seventh until Friday night.

BROCKET MAN: Brewers no. 20-rated prospect Brock Wilken swatted his third 
home run of the season on Friday night against Jacksonville and first since April 
30 in game two of a doubleheader against the Norfolk Tides at First Horizon Park. 
Wilken made his first appearance in the Nashville lineup since last Wednesday, 
May 27, against Gwinnett. His solo blast in the top of the ninth inning snapped a 
three-game hitless drought. Wilken entered Friday's game just 3 for his last 37 
(.081) with a double but had seven walks and 12 RBI over his last 12 games. He 
continues to make his hits count, with 15 XBH to make up more than half of his 
29 total hits through his first 52 career Triple-A games. Despite hitting just .170 to 
start his Sounds tenure, Wilken currently ranks third on the club with 32 RBI and 
is tied for the team lead with 39 walks.

TWENTY-FIVE: Cooper Pratt extended his on-base streak to 25 straight games 
with his second straight multi-hit game, finishing Friday night 2-for-4 with a 
double. His 25-game streak is tied for the fourth-longest active on-base streak 
in Triple-A and tied for the ninth-longest streak active streak in the minors. It's 
the second-longest streak overall in the Brewers farm system this season behind 
Brock Wilken's 30-game streak from April 10-May 14. During his streak, Pratt is 
hitting .289 (28-for-97) with four home runs, four doubles, two triples, and 21 RBI. 
The Brewers no. 4-rated prospect hit .226 (21-for-93) through his first 25 games of 
the season with five XBH and eight RBI. Friday night was his 10th multi-hit game 
over his last 25 games, and 15th overall 2+ hit game with Nashville in 51 games.

STILL PERFECT: Luis Matos went 1-for-4 with a pair of RBI to extend his on-base 
streak to 18 straight games in Friday's loss. He has reached base in all 18 games 
played with Nashville since joining the team on April 30. He now owns a hit in 13 of 
the 18 games with the Sounds and is hitting .283 (17-for-60) with two homers, two 
doubles, and 10 RBI to go along with 10 walks and eight runs scored. Friday night 
was his third multi-RBI game with the Sounds and first since the series opener 
against Gwinnett on May 26.

TWO FOR ONE: Ethan Murray finished Thursday night 2-for-2 with a RBI, two 
walks, and a pair of runs scored to reach base in all four plate appearances and 
has reached base in 9-of-11 plate appearances for the series against Jacksonville 
after going 1-for-2 with a walk on Friday night. Both of his hits Thursday came in 
the top of the third inning as he started Nashville's six-run inning with the first of 
eight total hits in the frame. He is the first Nashville player to record two hits in 
the same inning since Abraham Toro did it with two singles in the sixth inning 
on July 23, 2023, vs. Jacksonville. It was the fifth multi-hit game of the season 
for Murray and first since he went 2-for-4 on May 15 vs. Iowa when he walked off 
the I-Cubs and earned the win in his professional pitching debut after tossing a 
scoreless top of the 11th inning. 

SKEE BALL: Brett Wichrowski made his Triple-A debut after pitching in 53 
career games (50 GS) prior to joining the Sounds. He was the fifth member of the 
Brewers 2023 Draft Class to reach Triple-A, joining Brock Wilken (1st Round), 
Cooper Pratt (6th Round), Tate Kuehner (7th Round), and Craig Yoho (8th 
Round). Wichrowski was the Opening Night starter for Double-A Biloxi to begin 
the season, his second career Opening Night start after also getting the ball for 
High-A Wisconsin in his professional debut in 2024. Thursday's win was his 10th 
career win and he set a career-high with 96 pitches in his Sounds debut. He is the 
first Nashville pitcher to win his first Triple-A start since Bowden Francis did 
so on May 31, 2021, on the road in Columbus.
