The Sea Dogs
eature some strong pitching in David Sandlin and Connolley Early, but are a touch light in the position player group after the
promotion of The Password to Triple-A.

On the mound, Blake Wehunt takes the ball for the Sea Dogs in the series opener. A 9th round selection by the Red Sox in

023 out of Kennesaw State, Wehunt has a 3.69 ERA in 7 starts for Portland this year. Wehunt grew up working on his family's
hicken farm, a fact that has gotten some notoriety with his success in pro ball. He was a highly regarded high schooler who
had 313 strikeouts in 163.1 innings for Franklin County High School in Georgia. He transferred to Kennesaw State after spend-
ing three years at Southern Mississippi and pitched in 2025 Spring Breakout game.

INO MORE DOUBLES: The Curve are 2-4 in doubleheader games this season, having split two last week in Akron. In 2024, the
Curve also went 2-4 in doubleheaders.

INOTHING SULLEN: Righty Sean Sullivan has not allowed an earned run in four outings with the Curve. After he allowed just 2
runs or fewer in 19-of-34 career starts across the 2023 and 24 seasons in the rotation, Sullivan has taken his typical effective-
ness to the bullpen where he's allowed 1 unearned run in 8.2 innings, he's picked up 9 strikeouts and allowed just 4 hits (.143

BAA) with only 1 walk.

HE TERMINATOR: Termarr Johnson had a 12-game on-base streak end on Saturday, May 24. During his on-base streak, he
hit .325 with 2 2B, 2 HR, 2 RBI and 11 BB, totaling a 1.071 OPS. Johnson is one of five players at the level who have recorded
n .800 OPS or better this season when playing 2B.

FEELING PEACHY: Infielder Kervin Pichardo has started rolling in the Month of May, batting .283 with 5 2B, 1 3B, 2 HR, and 10
RBI, totaling a .838 OPS.

JEBBIDIAH: Mitch Jebb has a hit in 17-0f-22 games in the month of May, batting .333, 6th-best by an Eastern League player.
Uebb ranks 4th in the Eastern League in batting average (.311), 3rd in OBP (.403), and 1st in SB {16]

CAPTAIN JACK: Infielder Jack Brannigan reached base safely in 23 straight games from April 23-May 20. Brannigan's streak

is tied for the longest by a Double-A player this season and was the longest by an Eastern Leaguer. He picked up 22 hits and
walked 10 times during this stretch, recording a .767 OPS.

MACMAN: Righty Garrett McMillan has allowed just 4 runs in 15.0 innings with the Curve in his 3 starts. This season he's
icombined to go 4-1 with a 1.84 ERA (44.0 IP/9 ER) in 9 starts this season between Greensboro and Altoona, his 1.84 ERA is
second-lowest among Pirates minor leaguers behind Hunter Barco (0.89).

ENTER SANDMAN: Closer Cam Sanders has dazzled in his 14 outings with the Curve this season, keeping the opponent off the
board in 12-of-14. His .138 batting average against ranks 6th among Eastern League relievers (min. 15.0 IP), he is also 2nd in
saves (9) among minor league players.

WE'RE AT THE DOTEL HOTEL: Starter Wilber Dotel has used a vastly improved splitter this season to become a true strikeout
lartist. This season, he holds a 21.1% K-BB% after he recorded an 11.2% mark in 2024 with Greensboro. Additionally, he struck
lout 6 or more batters in 5-of-his-last-7 starts. In his last 7 outings, he's struck out 44 batters in 30.2 IP. He ranks 3rd in the

Eastern League in stikeouts (51) and T-1st in games started (9).

IT'S ABOUT HOW YOU START: Curve starters held a 1.14 WHIP, 4th among Double-A staffs and 3.44 ERA, 6th among Double-A
clubs through play on May 26.
