BEAR MARKET CORRECTION: While the California League has been swinging for the 
fences, Fresno has been buying stock in barrels. Over the last 30 days, the Grizzlies lead the 
league in AVG (.292), SLG (.472) and OPS (.849) while pacing the league with 183 runs and 
269 hits in that stretch. Fresno’s offense hasn’t just stayed hot — it’s been the market leader.

QUAKE AND RAKE: The Quakes have felt plenty of aftershocks when Fresno’s lineup gets 
rolling. Tanner Thach has punished Rancho pitching with a .400 average, 1.224 OPS and nine 
RBI in the season series, while Roldy Brito has chipped in 10 RBI and Clayton Gray has been 
nearly automatic at .538 against Quakes arms.

FAULT LINE TO THE FINISH LINE: This matchup has turned into an offensive rumble. 
Fresno has scored 43 runs in eight games against Rancho and enters leading the California 
League in runs, home runs, RBI and OPS, while the Quakes counter with dangerous middle-of-
the-order threats like Lucas Ramirez (1.148 OPS vs. Fresno) and Anyelo Marquez (11 RBI vs. 
Fresno).

BEAR MARKET FOR QUAKES PITCHING: Rancho’s staff has had a hard time cooling off 
the Grizzlies’ bats in this rivalry. Fresno owns an .799 OPS in the season series, with Derek 
Bernard reaching base at a .486 clip, Jeremy Ciriaco hitting .333,
